The A’s lead the season series, 4-
0...won the first game in Oakland
last night after sweeping a three-
game series at Los Angeles April
9-11...have scored at least four
runs in all four games and are now
21-0 against the Angels over the
last three years when scoring four
or more runs...have been shutout
in five of their last nine losses to
the Angels and have scored just
one run in three of those
games...have won the season
series from Los Angeles in each of
the previous two seasons and are
25-17 against the Angels over the
last three years...since moving to
Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 390-
313 against the Angels...that
includes 200-149 in Oakland and
190-164 in Anaheim...all-time, the
A's are 439-390 against the
Angels.

A’s vs. ANGELS

The A’s had 71 at bats last night,
which were second most in
Oakland history and five short of
the record of 76 on June 4, 1971
against Washington...had 77 plate
appearances, which are fourth
most in a game in Oakland history
and the most since July 1, 1979
against Texas (79)...struck out 17
times, which tied for sixth most in
Oakland history...pitchers struck
out 18, which tied for fifth most.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

In 1937 Duke All-American football
star Ace Parker hits a pinch hit
home run in his first major league
at bat...he would later be elected
to the Football Hall of Fame...in
1969 Rick Monday's third inning
grand slam at California gives him
at least one RBI in a club record
10 consecutive games...he
finishes with five RBI on the day
and drives in 18 runs during the
streak...in 2000 Adam Piatt ties an
Oakland record with two triples in
the A’s 8-2 win at Minnesota...he
also connects for his first major
league home run...in 2005 Mark
Kotsay ties an Oakland record
with five hits, including the game
winninq1 RBI single in the bottom of
the 10™ inning of the A's 6-5 win
over Seattle.

THIS DATE IN A’s HISTORY

ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have overcome a deficit of five runs to win in each of the last two games...according to the
Elias Sports Bureau, this is just the second time in Athletics history the A’s have overcome deficits of at least
five runs to win in back-to-back games...the other time was April 22-23, 1941 by the Philadelphia A’s...are now
3-8 over the last 11 games after starting the season 12-4...have spent each of the last nine days in second
place in the American League West, snapping a streak of 11 consecutive days in sole possession of first and 15
consecutive days with at least a share of first...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession of first,
two days tied for first, nine days in second, three days tied for second, two days tied for fourth and one day in
fifth...snapped their season-high tying four-game losing streak Sunday...that was just the A’s third losing streak
of more than three games over the last two years.

LONGEST GAMES: The A’s defeated the Angels last night 10-8 in a 19-inning game that lasted 6 hours and 32
minutes...that was the longest game by time in Oakland history, topping the previous mark of 6 hours exactly in
a 3-2, 16-inning win at New York August 9, 2002...it was the fourth game of 19 or more innings in Oakland
history and the longest since August 10-11, 1972 when the A’s defeated Chicago, 5-3 in 19 innings...the A’'s
have now played 29 innings over the last two games...since 1972, the only time the A’s played at least that
many innings in consecutive games was July 3-4, 1988 when they had back-to-back 16-inning games...the
Oakland A’s have won all four of their games of 19 or more innings and are 8-1 in games of 17 innings or
more...18 of the A’'s 27 games this year have lasted at least three hours...last night's game upped the average
time of game this year from 3:12 to 3:20...A’s pitchers threw 300 pitches last night, their most in a game since
pitch count data was tracked in 1988 (272 on April 4, 1996 vs. Detroit)...the Angels had 297 pitches...the A’s
have thrown 4168 pitches this year and have seen 4419, both of which are the most in the majors

WALK-OFFS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's recorded their second consecutive “walk-off” win last
night and now have three for the season, which is tied with Los Angeles for the most in the American
League...in the majors, only Cincinnati has more (4)...logged a Major League leading 14 walk-off wins last
year...each of the A’s three walk-off wins have come in extra innings, the A’'s only extra inning games of
2013...the three extra inning wins are tied with Los Angeles for the AL lead...are 3-2 in one-run games and the
five one-run decisions are tied for second fewest in the AL...each of the A’s one-run wins have come in the last
at bat and the A’s are 4-0 in games decided in the final at bat.

A’s IN APRIL: The A’s have clinched a winning record in April as they are 15-12 entering the final game
tonight...it marks just the second time over the last 10 years the A’s have posted a winning record in April (16-
11 in 2008)...however, are a combined 121-121 in April over that span...have set Athletics records for most
runs (148), doubles (62) and extra base hits (95) in April...the Oakland record for doubles in any month is 67 in
September, 2004...have 123 walks, which is three short of the A’s April record (126 in 1996)...the walks are the
A’s most in any month since August, 2007 (127)...the 240 hits are second best in Oakland history in April (260
in 1998)...have 24 stolen bases, which are their most in April since 1990 (25).

AGAINST THE WEST: The A's are 12-2 (.857) against American League West competition and 3-10 (.231)
against everyone else (2-8 vs. East, 1-2 vs. Central)...lost the first two games of the season to Seattle but have
won 12 straight against Western division foes since then...that is the A’s second longest winning streak against
the West since divisional play began in 1969...the record is 13 from June 12-August 11, 1994...are batting .282
(147 for 521) with 21 home runs in 14 games against the AL West compared to .216 (93 for 431) with seven
home runs in 13 games against the rest of baseball...the pitching staff has a 3.11 ERA (47 er in 136.0 ip)
against the West compared to 5.68 (72 er in 114.0 ip) against everyone else.

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in runs (148), doubles (62), walks (123), extra base hits (95) and stolen
bases (24), rank third in hits (240), fourth in on-base percentage (.342) and ninth in slugging (.416)...have the
third most grounded into double plays (26)...have been shut out three times, which is tied for the American
League lead...have hit just nine home runs over the last 16 games after clubbing 19 over the first 11 contests.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have a .223 (49 for 220) opponents batting average the first time
they face a batter in a game, which is eighth lowest in the majors...have a .329 (71 for 216) average the second
time, which is second highest...starters are 5-10 with a 6.40 ERA (73 er in 109.2 ip) and .301 (134 for 445)
opponents batting average over the last 20 games (since April 9)...that includes 2-0 with a 3.12 ERA (9 er in
26.0 ip) and .247 (24 for 97) opponents average in four starts by Bartolo Colén and 3-10 with a 6.88 ERA (64 er
in 83.2 ip) and .316 (110 for 348) opponents average by everyone else...are 10-12 with a 5.17 ERA (88 er in
153.1 ip) for the season...have the fourth highest ERA in the American League.

MORE PITCHING: The A’s have allowed 30 runs in the fourth inning for a 10.00 ERA (30 er in 27.0 ip)...have a
3.00 ERA (18 er in 54.0 ip) over the first two innings, a 7.11 ERA (64 er in 81.0 ip) in innings three through five
and a 2.90 ERA (37 er in 115.0 ip) from the sixth inning on...the A’s have compiled a 5.29 ERA (87 er in 148.0
ip) over the last 16 games after posting a 2.82 ERA over the first 11 contests...now have a 4.28 ERA for the
season, which ranks 11" in the American League...have yielded 21 home runs in the last 17 games after
surrendering just six over the first 10.

IN THE PINCH: Chris Young'’s pinch hit RBI single in the eighth inning last night snapped a 0 for 21 streak by
A’s pinch hitters...the A’s are now 2 for 25 (.080) in the pinch for the season, which is the fourth lowest batting
average in the American League...however, have four pinch RBI, which is second only to Houston (5).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-3 on this seven-game homestand against Baltimore (1-3) and Los Angeles
(1-0)...went 4-2 on the last homestand against Detroit (1-2) and Houston (3-0) and are 8-7 at home for the
season...went 1-5 on the last road trip to Tampa Bay (0-3) and Boston (1-2) and are 7-5 (.583) on the
road...that is the second best road record in the American League (Boston, 7-2)...leave following the game
tomorrow for a 10-game road trip to New York (three games), Cleveland (four games) and Seattle (three
games)...the A’s are batting .282 (120 for 426) with 79 runs scored and 17 home runs in 12 games on the road
compared to .228 (120 for 526) with 69 runs scored and 11 home runs in 15 games in Oakland...have the
second best road batting average in the AL and the third worst home average...A’s pitchers have allowed six
home runs in 12 games on the road compared to 21 in 15 games in Oakland.

0-4: Has started the season 0-4 and is tied for second in the American League in losses...the four losses
match the most in Oakland history by a pitcher in the month of April (12" time)...the four-game losing streak
is the longest of his career...the last Oakland pitcher to begin the season by going 0-5 is Joe Blanton in
2005...the last Oakland pitcher to lose five games in a month is Brian Fuentes (May, 2011)...the last starter
to lose five games in a month is Dallas Braden (September, 2010)...went 13-8 last year and his .619
winning percentage ranked 10" in the AL.

ERA: Has compiled an 8.10 ERA over his first five starts, which is the second highest ERA in the majors
among pitchers with 20 or more innings pitched (Peacock, HOU 8.44)...the last A’s pitcher to post an ERA
above 7.23 in the month of April with a minimum of 20 innings is Gil Heredia, who had a 9.24 ERA in 25.1
innings 2001...is tied for second in the American League in runs allowed (21).

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .374 opponents batting average, which is second highest in the
majors among pitchers with 20 or more innings pitched (Blanton, LAA .379)...the highest April opponents
batting average in Oakland history among pitchers with 20 or more innings is .370 by Matt Keough in
1979...has allowed a .318 (21 for 66) opponents batting average over his first 60 pitches in a game
compared to .485 (16 for 33) from the 61 pitch on...opponents are 9 for 24 (.375) with runners in scoring
position... allowed a .215 average with RISP last year, which ranked fourth lowest in the AL...the leadoff
hitter is 8 for 12 (.667) off him and the second hitter in the order is 6 for 10 (.600).

HOME AND AWAY: Is 0-3 with an 11.85 ERA (18 er in 13.2 ip) in three starts in Oakland compared to 0-1
with a 2.79 ERA (3 er in 9.2 ip) in two starts on the road...last year, he was 6-5 with a 2.61 ERA at home
compared to 7-3 with a 4.54 ERA on the road...had the fifth lowest home ERA in the American League.

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 7-1 loss to Seattle April 2 in Oakland...Céspedes
homered in the first inning to give the A’s a 1-0 lead but he allowed a three-run home run to Morse in the
third inning...also allowed a RBI single to Morales in the fifth.

SECOND START: He had a no decision in the A's 9-5 win at Los Angeles April 9...surrendered a career-
high tying nine hits in just 3.1 innings...also walked three batters but yielded just two runs...had a 4-0 lead
when he allowed RBI singles to Trumbo and Callaspo in the third...was relieved by Resop after loading the
bases with one out in the fourth...Resop escaped the jam and the A’s scored five times in the seventh for
the win.

THIRD START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 10-1 loss to Detroit April 14 in Oakland...allowed a
career-high eight runs on a career-high tying nine hits in just 3.1 innings...allowed a Hunter RBI double and
a Martinez RBI single in the first and a Jackson two-run home run in the second...then allowed a two-run
single to Cabrera and a RBI double to Fielder in the fourth before he was relieved by Scribner, who allowed
Fielder to score on a Dirks RBI single.

FOURTH START: He lost his third consecutive decision in the A's 1-0 loss at Tampa Bay last
Saturday...allowed a leadoff home run to Joyce in the second inning, but that was the only run he would
allow in 6.1 innings...blanked the Rays on four hits and two walks over his final 4.1 innings...Hellickson,
Peralta and Rodney combined to shutout the A’s on three hits and a walk.

LAST START: He extended his losing streak to four games in the A’'s 10-2 loss to Baltimore last
Thursday...the A’s scored twice in the second inning to take a 2-0 lead but he allowed three runs in the third
inning on RBI singles by McLouth and Markakis and a RBI double by Jones...also allowed a sacrifice fly to
Markakis in the fifth and a leadoff home run to Davis in the sixth...left with runners on first and second and
one out in the sixth and Resop allowed one of those runs to score.

PARKER vs. LOS ANGELES: Is 1-2 with a 2.90 ERA (31.0 ip, 35 h, 10 r, 10 er, 7 bb, 22 so, 0 hr) in five
career starts...is 0-2 with a 3.05 ERA (7 er in 20.2 ip) in three starts in Oakland and 1-0 with a 2.61 ERA (3
er in 10.1 ip) in two starts in Anaheim...had a no decision in his only start this year, a 9-5 A’s win at Los
Angeles April 9 (see second start above)...was 1-2 with a 2.60 ERA in four starts year...the no decision
came in a 3-1 A’s loss in 11-innings in Oakland May 23...struck out eight batters in 7.0 innings...his first
loss came in a 4-0 decision in Oakland August 6...allowed a career-high tying nine hits...Weaver shutout
the A’s on four hits and no walks...also took the loss in a 6-1 decision in Oakland Sept. 4...yielded a RBI
single to Trout in the fifth and a sacrifice fly to Callaspo in the sixth but those were the only runs he allowed
in seven innings...the win came in a 3-1 decision at Los Angeles Sept. 10...allowed his only run in the third
inning when Trout walked with two outs, stole second, went to third on a Kottaras throwing error and scored
on a Hunter double.

Milone for the team lead in wins as they both set an Oakland record for wins by a rookie...the previous mark
of 12 was held by Chris Codiroli (1983) and Joe Blanton (2005)...had the most wins by an Athletics rookie
since Harry Byrd won 15 games for the 1952 Philadelphia A’s en route to Rookie of the Year honors...the
A’s became the first team since the 1952 Brooklyn Dodgers to have two rookies win 13 or more games (Joe
Black 15, Billy Loes 13)...it was the second time in Oakland history the A’'s had two rookie 10-game
winners...the other time was in 2009 (Anderson 11, Cahill 10)...with Milone making 31 starts, this was the
third time in Oakland history the A’s had two rookies with 20 or more starts (Keough and Johnson in 1978;
Anderson and Cabhill in 2009)...led the A’s with 140 strikeouts, which was the third best mark by a rookie in
Oakland history and the fourth best in Athletics history...his 29 starts were 10" most by an Oakland rookie.

TOMORROW'S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER

LHP Tommy Milone (3-2, 3.38 ERA): Is scheduled to make his sixth start of the season...is 2-1 with a 1.77 ERA and .231 opponents batting
average in three starts at home compared to 1-1 with a 6.17 ERA and .313 opponents average in two starts on the road...has the ninth lowest
home ERA in the American League...has walked six batters over his first five starts and 32.0 innings for an average of 1.69 per nine innings, which
is tied for eighth in the AL...was the losing pitcher in his last start, a 3-0 loss to Baltimore last Friday (6.2 ip, 6 h, 1 r, 1 bb, 5 s0)...is 3-1 with a 5.40
ERA (20.0 ip, 29 h, 121, 12 er, 5 bb, 12 so, 2 hr) in four career starts against Los Angeles...was the winning pitcher in his only start this year, an
11-5 A’s win at Los Angeles April 10 (5.0ip, 7 h, 4, 4 er, 3 bb, 5 s0).
