The A’s lead the season series, 5-
0...have won the first two games
in Oakland after sweeping a three-
game series at Los Angeles April
9-11...have not swept a series of
three or more games from the
Angels in Oakland since June 29-
July 1, 2004...have played 22
series of three or more games in
Oakland since then...have scored
48 runs in the five games this
year...last year, the A’s scored 60
runs in 19 games against the
Angels the entire season...have
scored at least four runs in all five
games and are now 22-0 against
the Angels over the last three
years when scoring four or more
runs...have been shutout in five of
their last nine losses to the Angels
and have scored just one run in
three of those games...have won
the season series from Los
Angeles in each of the previous
two seasons and are 26-17
against the Angels over the last
three years...since moving to
Oakland in 1968, the A's are 391-
313 against the Angels...that
includes 201-149 in Oakland and
190-164 in Anaheim...all-time, the
A's are 440-390 against the
Angels.

In 1925 Jimmie Foxx makes his
major league debut at the age of
17 with a pinch hit single...in 1991
Rickey  Henderson become's
baseball's all-time stolen base
leader with his 939" career
steal...he steals third base with a
1-0 count on Jose Canseco in the
fourth inning...the steal comes
against the New York Yankees,
with whom he stole 326 bases...in
1992 Rickey Henderson steals the
1000" base of his career at
Detroit, one year after breaking
Lou Brock's all-time record...in
1993 Rickey Henderson's third
inning single is his 1356" as an
Athletic  which  passes Bert
Campaneris for first place on the
all-time Oakland hit list.

THIS DATE IN A’s HISTORY

ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won each of the last three games after losing eight of the previous nine contests...are
now 4-8 over the last 12 games after starting the season 12-4...have spent each of the last 10 days in second
place in the American League West, snapping a streak of 11 consecutive days in sole possession of first and 15
consecutive days with at least a share of first...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession of first,
two days tied for first, 10 days in second, three days tied for second, two days tied for fourth and one day in
fifth...snapped their season-high tying four-game losing streak Sunday...that was just the A’s third losing streak
of more than three games over the last two years.

A’s IN APRIL: The A’'s went 16-12 last month marking just the second time in the last 10 years the A’s posted a
winning record in April (16-11 in 2008)...now have five consecutive months with a winning record dating back to
last June...that is the A’s longest such streak since a 10-month streak from June, 2002 to September,
2003...set Athletics records for most runs (158), doubles (66), extra base hits (100) and walks (130) in April and
had the second highest total in hits (250) and strikeouts (210)...the A’s 25 stolen bases were their most in April
since 1990 (also 25)...the 66 doubles were one short of the Oakland record for any month (67 in September,
2004)...the 130 walks were the most in any month since September, 2000 (148).

AGAINST THE WEST: The A’s extended their winning streak against American League West competition to 13
games last night, which ties the Oakland record for longest intra-division winning streak (June 12-August 11,
1994)...are now 13-2 (.867) against the West (6-0 vs. Houston, 5-0 vs. Los Angeles, 2-2 vs. Seattle) and 3-10
(.231) against everyone else (2-8 vs. East, 1-2 vs. Central)...are batting .284 (157 for 553) with 108 runs and 21
home runs in 15 games against the AL West compared to .216 (93 for 431) with 50 runs and seven home runs
in 13 games against the rest of baseball...the pitching staff has a 3.23 ERA (52 er in 145.0 ip) against the West
compared to 5.68 (72 er in 114.0 ip) against everyone else.

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in runs (158), doubles (66), walks (130), extra base hits (100) and stolen
bases (25), rank third in hits (250), fourth in on-base percentage (.345) and ninth in slugging (.419)...are tied for
the fifth most grounded into double plays (26)...have been shut out three times, which is tied for the American
League lead...have hit just nine home runs over the last 17 games after clubbing 19 over the first 11 contests.

TIME OF GAME: The A’s played 3 hours and 39 minutes last night after setting an Oakland record with a 6
hour and 32 minute game on Monday...the combined 10 hours and 11 minutes is the longest combined time of
game over a two-game stretch in Oakland history...the previous high was 9 hours and 54 minutes in back-to-
back 16 inning games July 3-4, 1988...the longest three-game series in Oakland history was at New York last
year from September 21-23...that series lasted 12 hours and 30 minutes...the A’s last three games have lasted
a combined 13 hours and 33 minutes...19 of the A's 28 games this year have lasted at least three hours and
the A’s average time of game is 3 hours and 20 minutes...the A’s have thrown 4319 pitches this year (154.3 per
game) and have seen 4585 (163.8), both of which are the most in the majors.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have a .224 (51 for 228) opponents batting average the first time
they face a batter in a game, which is eighth lowest in the majors...have a .321 (72 for 224) average the second
time, which is second highest...starters are 6-10 with a 5.91 ERA (76 er in 115.2 ip) and .299 (140 for 469)
opponents batting average over the last 21 games (since April 9)...that includes 2-0 with a 3.12 ERA (9 er in
26.0 ip) and .247 (24 for 97) opponents average in four starts by Bartolo Colén and 4-10 with a 6.72 ERA (67 er
in 89.2 ip) and .312 (116 for 372) opponents average by everyone else...are 11-12 with a 5.14 ERA (91 er in
159.1 ip) for the season...have the fourth highest ERA in the American League.

MORE PITCHING: The A’s have allowed 30 runs in the fourth inning for a 9.64 ERA (30 er in 28.0 ip)...have a
2.89 ERA (18 er in 56.0 ip) over the first two innings, a 7.07 ERA (66 er in 84.0 ip) in innings three through five
and a 3.03 ERA (40 er in 119.0 ip) from the sixth inning on...the A’s have compiled a 5.27 ERA (92 er in 157.0
ip) over the last 17 games after posting a 2.82 ERA over the first 11 contests...now have a 4.31 ERA for the
season, which is fourth highest in the American League...have yielded 22 home runs in the last 18 games after
surrendering just six over the first 10.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 3-3 on this seven-game homestand against Baltimore (1-3) and Los Angeles
(2-0)...went 4-2 on the last homestand against Detroit (1-2) and Houston (3-0) and are 9-7 at home for the
season...went 1-5 on the last road trip to Tampa Bay (0-3) and Boston (1-2) and are 7-5 (.583) on the
road...that is the third best road record in the American League...leave following the game today for a 10-game
road trip to New York (three games), Cleveland (four games) and Seattle (three games)...the A’s are batting
.282 (120 for 426) with 79 runs scored and 17 home runs in 12 games on the road compared to .233 (130 for
558) with 79 runs scored and 11 home runs in 16 games in Oakland...have the second best road batting
average in the AL and the second worst home average...A’s pitchers have allowed six home runs in 12 games
on the road compared to 22 in 16 games in Oakland.

WALK-OFFS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s recorded their second consecutive “walk-off” win Monday
night and now have three for the season, which is tied with Los Angeles for the most in the American
League...in the majors, only Cincinnati has more (4)...logged a Major League leading 14 walk-off wins last
year...each of the A’s three walk-off wins have come in extra innings, the A’'s only extra inning games of
2013...the three extra inning wins are tied with Los Angeles for the AL lead...are 3-2 in one-run games and the
five one-run decisions are tied for second fewest in the AL...each of the A’s one-run wins have come in the last
at bat and the A’s are 4-0 in games decided in the final at bat.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list seven times this year...currently have five players
on the DL (Anderson, Crisp, Nakajima, Rodriguez, Sizemore)...Rodriguez and Sizemore will miss the
remainder of the season...the A’s have not had fewer than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006
season when they had just one...used the DL 21 times last year, the fourth time in the last six years they used it
at least 20 times.

fourth best mark in Athletics history.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Opponents are batting .284 (21 for 74) with the bases empty compared to .152 (5
for 33) with runners in scoring position...has the eighth lowest opponents average with RISP in the
American League...has allowed three home runs, all to right-handed hitters and all solo shots.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received one run of support or fewer in each of his last two starts, both losses...last
year, he received just 12 runs of support in his 10 losses (58.1 ip, 1.85 RSA)...received no run support six
times and one run four times...had two wins where he received just one run of support.

WINNING STREAK SNAPPED: Has lost back-to-back starts after winning each of his first three
starts...was the first pitcher on an A’s Opening Day roster to win each of his first three starts since Dave
Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990...his loss April 21 at Tampa Bay snapped a career-high
five-game winning streak dating back to September 9 of last year...had a 3.11 ERA and .308 opponents
batting average over that eight-start stretch...had never won more than two consecutive games in his
career...his three wins this year are tied for 10" in the American League...the three wins match his most in
a month (April, 2012; May, 2012).

FIRST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 6-2 win over Seattle April 3 in Oakland...allowed a
home run to Gutierrez to start the game and Morse added a solo home run two outs later...did not allow a
run over his final six innings...retired each of the final 10 batters he faced and 17 of the final 18.

SECOND START: He won his second consecutive start in the A’s 11-5 win at Los Angeles April 10...the
A’s scored a run in the first but he allowed a Hamilton sacrifice fly in the bottom of the first...the A’s added
three more in the third before he allowed another run in the third...had a 5-2 lead when he allowed a two-
run single to Callaspo in the fifth.

THIRD START: He won his third consecutive start in the A's 11-2 win over Houston April 15 in
Oakland...the A’s scored six times in the first inning and he retired 10 of the first 11 batters he faced before
allowing a RBI single to Pena in the fourth...also allowed a RBI single to Altuve in the seventh.
