UPCOMING PROBABLES, TIMES & BROADCASTS

WINS AND LOSSES: The Rangers had their 4-game winning streak end 
on Monday, losing for the 1st time since 5/7 at MIL...club is 4-3 on this 
9-game, 10-day roadtrip to Wrigley Field (loss in makeup game), Milwau-
kee (1-1), Houston (3-0), and Oakland (0-1)...Texas has won 7 of 10, 15 
of 23 and 17 of 27, the longer span beginning 4/13…at 24-14 (.632), the 
Rangers are tied with the Yankees for the best record in the A.L. and the 
2nd best in the majors to St. Louis at .649 (24-13)...it matches 1998 and 
2012  for the 2nd best mark in team history after 38 games...Texas’ season 
high is 11 games over .500 on 5/12 at 24-13... longest winning streak of the 
season is 4 games twice, 4/19-22 and 5/8-12...longest losing streak of the 
season has been 2 games 3 times as the Rangers and the Yankees are 
majors’ only teams who have not lost more than 2 straight.

A GOOD RUN: Since the start of the 2010 season, the Rangers have the 2nd 
best winning percentage in the major leagues at .578 (303-221), trailing only the 
New York Yankees at .594 (311-213).

ON TOP: Rangers have been in sole possession of first place in the A.L. 
West for 23 straight days...club lost ground in the standings on Monday (6.0 
to 5.0 GA) for the 1st time since May 2 (2.0 to 1.5 GB)...current 5.0-game 
lead over Oakland the largest among the 6 ML division leaders…Tex-
as’ largest advantage was 6.0 games on 5/12...club had 6.5 game lead as 
early as April 30 after 23 games in 2012, the only other time the club has 
had an advantage of as many as 5.0 games this early in a season...the 
Rangers have 25 days alone in first place in 2013 with 27 days overall with 
at least a share of the division lead…beginning June 8, 2010, Texas has 
been in first place in the West for 489 of the last 525 days in the regular 
season, including being on top for 203 of 225 days since the start of 2012. 

VERSUS OAKLAND: Texas lost the season opener vs. the A’s on Monday 
and has dropped the last 4 meetings overall, all in Oakland, since a win on 
9/27/12 at Arlington...it is Texas’ longest losing streak vs. Oakland since 4 
consecutive defeats, 5/31-8/9/09...last longest losing streak was 7 straight 
losses, 7/17-9/10/05...Texas has dropped 6 of the last 7 overall beginning 
9/25/12 and is 39-38 vs. Oakland since the start of 2009...the Rangers hold 
a 315-304 advantage in the all-time series.
--At the Oakland Coliseum: The Rangers have lost 5 in a row here since 
winning on 7/17/12, the team’s longest losing streak in this ballpark since 8 
straight defeats, 6/17/03-4/6/04...club has dropped 9 of 11 here beginning 
9/22/11 and is 17-23 at the Coliseum beginning in 2009...the A’s hold a 163-
147 lifetime edge in the series in Oakland.

IT’S BEEN A TOUGH PLACE TO WIN: Since the start of 2012, the Rang-
ers have won just 2 of the 10 games they have played at the Oakland 
Coliseum...Texas’ road record in that span against all other opponents is 
54-40 (.574).

ON THE ROAD: The Rangers had a season best 4-game winning streak 
end last night...at 13-10 (.565), the Rangers have the 4th best road winning 
percentage in the A.L.

LOSING AFTER A LEAD: Monday marked just the 3rd time this season 
that the Rangers have lost after having a lead...club led 1-0 before Oak-
land’s 2-run 2nd put them up for good...the only other times were April 14 
at SEA (led by one run twice, last in 5th) and May 2 vs. CWS (led 1-0 in 
2nd)...according to Stats, Inc., the Rangers are tied with Cleveland and 
Washington for the 2nd fewest losses after having a lead in the majors, one 
more than the Yankees...With Monday’s defeat, Texas is 15-3 in games in 
which it has scored the first run in 2013.

CONVERSIONS: The Rangers have converted all 12 of their save oppor-
tunities n 2013, the best starts for any major league club since 2002, when  
Pittsburgh converted its 1st 15 save tries before a blown save (Stats, Inc.)...
it is the Rangers’ best start since 1998 (15-15).
---Robbie Ross, Tanner Scheppers and Joe Nathan have combined for a 
0.94 ERA (5 ER/48.0 IP) in their 45 total appearances to date in 2013...
Scheppers (0.50) has the lowest ERA among A.L. qualifying relievers and 
Ross (0.56) is tied with Seattle’s Tom Wilhelmsen for 2nd...Nathan has con-
verted all 11 save tries, his 2nd best start ever in a season behind 2008, 
when he started 13-for-13 in save conversions...Nathan’s next save will 
be his 310th, tying Rich Gossage for 19th all-time...the rest of the Texas 
bullpen has a composite 5.43 (35 ER/58.0 IP) ERA.
--Nathan’s career 0.61 ERA (1 ER/14.2 IP) at the O.co Coliseum is the best 
among all active pitchers with at least 14.0 career innings in this park and 
is T10th best all-time.

HOME RUNS: Mitch Moreland gave Texas its only run on Monday with his 
7th homer of the season...that gives the Rangers 4 players with at least 7 
long balls: 9--Cruz; 8--Beltre; 7--Kinsler; 7--Moreland...that ranks as 2nd in 
the majors with the most players with 7+ homers in 2013...Colorado leads 
with 5 and Atlanta and Toronto have 3 each...the Rangers have 12 homers 
in the last 5 games and are 3rd overall in the majors with 49 long balls.

MORE ON MORELAND: Mitch has 4 HR in his last 8 games and is tied for 
the A.L. lead with 4 HR in May, joining Jason Kipnis, Mike Trout, and Mark 
Trumbo, one behind the ML leader Paul Goldschmidt...Moreland’s .705 
slugging percentage this month is the 2nd highest in the majors (min. 45 
PA) behind Goldschmidt’s .838 mark...Moreland has a season best 6-game 
hitting streak at .391 (9-23) with 2 2B, 3B, and 3 HR...he ranks 10th in A.L. 
in slugging percentage (.538).

BARTOLO COLON, tonight’s A’s starter, has defeated the Rangers 18 
times in his career, one shy of the most victories all-time versus the club:

REHAB NEWS: RHP Colby Lewis was removed from his rehab assignment 
on Monday due to some mild triceps tendinitis...he is expected to throw in 
Arlington when the team returns home...if all goes well, Lewis would make 
his next start early next week, probably at Double-A Frisco...RHP Kyle Mc-
Clellan (right lat strain) made his 1st appearance in an extended spring 
game on Monday vs. the AZL Padres (0.1 IP, 2 H, 3 R-ER, 2 BB, 1 SO). 

VERSUS THE A.L. WEST: Texas is 14-6 (.700) vs. the A.L. West in 2013  
winning 8 of the last 10 games...it is the 3rd most wins for any major league 
team vs. one division in 2013 behind 15 each for the A’s vs. the A.L. West 
and the Giants against the N.L. West.

SHORTS: Monday marked the 1st time that Rangers’ batters have not 
drawn a walk since 9/27/12 vs. OAK...Last night’s game time of 2:26 repre-
sented Texas’ shortest ame by time this season...with Eleno Ornelas doing 
the OKC Thunder playoff game on Wednesday, Jose Guzman will do the 
play-by-play with analyst Benji Gil for the Rangers-A’s game on ESPN De-
portes 1540 tomorrow afternoon.

TONIGHT: The 26-year-old left-hander is scheduled to make his 8th start/appearance 
of the season tomorrow in Oakland…will be pitching on extended 5 days’ rest after 
issuing 10 hits but just one run in 7.0 innings in 4-1 victory on Wed. at MIL (7.0 IP, 10 H, 
1 R-ER, 6 SO)…Holland has worked 7.0+ IP with 2-or-fewer runs in 5 of 7 starts, T3rd-
most such starts behind Clay Buchholz (7) and Matt Harvey (6)…ranks among A.L. 
leaders in ERA (10th), opp. OBP (8th, .259), opp. SLG (10th, .322), WHIP (8th, 1.01), 
opp. avg. (13th, .222), K/BB (11th, 4.30), and HR/9 (5th, 0.36)…his 6 quality starts are 
tied with Yu Darvish for team lead, T7th-most in A.L…has allowed just one run total 
in winning his first 2 starts this month (1 ER/15.0 IP)…has won consecutive starts for 
the first time since Aug. 27-Sept. 2, 2012…has allowed just 2 walks in his last 3 starts, 
matching career-long streak of starts with one-or-fewer walks…will be making his 5th 
road start in his last 6 turns, sporting a 2-1 record and 3.38 ERA (10 ER/26.2 IP) in his 
4 road starts of 2013…his average of 3.62 runs of support per 9 innings is 8th-lowest 
among A.L. qualifiers…is coming off a 2012 campaign in which he missed a month due 
to left shoulder fatigue…pitched for Team USA in this year’s WBC, starting its win-or-go 
home matchup with Canada on 3/10 in Phoenix…signed a five-year contract extension 
through 2016 with two club options for 2017 and 2018 on March 20, 2012.

LEAGUE LEADER: Has 5 outings this season of 7.0+ IP while allowing 2-runs-or-few-
er, T3rd-most in majors behind Clay Buchholz (7) and Matt Harvey (6)…ranks among 
A.L. leaders in ERA (10th), opp. OBP (8th, .259), opp. SLG (10th, .322), WHIP (8th, 
1.01), opp. avg. (13th, .222), K/BB (11th, 4.30), and HR/9 (5th, 0.36)…his 6 quality 
starts are tied with Yu Darvish for team lead, T7th-most in A.L.

LAST START: Issued 10 hits but just one run in 7.0 innings in 4-1 victory on Wed. at 
MIL (7.0 IP, 10 H, 1 R-ER, 0 BB, 6 SO, 93 pitches/64 strikes)…staked to 3-0 lead after 
3 innings on strength of solo HR by Kinsler and Moreland, carried a shutout into 6th 
before RBI double by Aramis Ramirez…gave up 3 XBH in the inning (also leadoff 3B 
by Braun and 2-out 3B by Gomez) but only one run as Ramirez was thrown out at 3rd 
trying to stretch the double…it marked just the 11th time in team history that a Texas 
starter has issued 10+ hits and allowed one or fewer runs in at least 7.0 innings of 
work…the last Ranger to win a game when allowing at least 10 hits and no more than 
one run was Robinson Tejeda on 9/26/06 at LAA…Holland had allowed at least 5 runs 
in each of his other 5 starts in which he allowed 10+ hits.

OTHER STARTS: First 2 starts were both home day games…took a ND in his season 
debut in Rangers’ home opener on 4/5 vs. LAA (ND, 7.0 IP,  2 R-ER)…set down 6 of 
first 7 batters faced before a Chris Iannetta HR to lead off the 3rd…took loss in Rang-
ers’ 2-0 defeat on 4/10 vs. TB (8.0 IP, 2 R-ER), club’s first shutout defeat at home since 
8/25/11 vs. BOS…earned first win by beating Cubs in series opener on 4/16 at Wrigley 
Field (7.0 IP, 2 H, 0 R)…it marked the 2nd time in his career that he worked at least 
7.0 SHO IP while allowing no more than 2 hits…retired the final 10 straight…allowed 
season-high 6 runs in ND on 4/22 at LAA, a 7-6 Texas win on a 9th-inning Pierzynski 
HR…lost 4/27 at MIN after 2-out, 2-R HR in 6th by Josh Willingham, receiving no runs 
of support…earned win on 5/3 vs. BOS, a 7-0 Texas victory in series opener of eventual 
3-G sweep (8.0 IP, 6 H, 0 R, 1 BB, 9 SO)…it was his 6th career outing with at least 8.0 
SHO IP, the other 5 being his 5 reg. season shutouts…season-high 7 runs of support.

VS. OAKLAND: Is 4-2 with a 2.64 ERA (17 ER/58.0 IP) in 12 games/8 starts in his 
career against the A’s…among the 11 opponents against which he has made at least 
4 career starts, the 2.64 ERA is 2nd-lowest (2.41--BOS)…was 1-1 with a 5.73 mark (7 
ER/11.0 IP) in 3 games/2 starts in 2012…pitched in relief in Rangers’ 2012 reg. season 
finale, allowing 3 runs (one earned) over 2.2 IP to suffer the loss as A’s clinched A.L. 
West title on 10/3/12…won his last start at the Coliseum on 6/5/12, surrendering a 
2-run HR to Cowgill and solo HR to Cespedes (5.1 IP, 7 H, 3 R-ER, 2 BB, 2 SO, 2 HR).

WALKS: Has allowed just 2 walks in his last 3 starts, matching career-long streak of 
starts with one-or-fewer walks, first time since July 25-Aug. 3, 2011…7 of his 10 walks 
came in 2 starts (3 on 4/10 vs. TB, 4 on 4/22 at LAA); he has issued one-or-fewer walks 
in 5 of his 7 starts.

ON ROAD: Is 2-1 with a 3.38 ERA (10 ER/26.2 IP) and a 25:5 K:BB ratio in 4 road starts 
in 2013…first 17 career road starts: 3-11, 5.30 (53 ER/90.0 IP)…last 30 road starts 
beginning 5/2/11: 15-5, 3.50 (79 ER/203.1 IP) w/ 3 CG SHO.

LONGBALLS: Has surrendered just 2 HR in 49.2 IP over his first 7 starts, this after 
setting a club record for LHP with 32 HR allowed in 2012 (T5th-most in A.L.)…his 0.36 
HR/9 ratio is 8th-lowest in the majors…has not allowed a HR to a left-handed batter in 
nearly a year (Ackley, 5/30/12 in Arlington), spanning 126 plate appearances by lefties.

QUALITY ASSURANCE: Has made 6 quality starts in 7 outings in 2013, going 3-2 in 
those 6 contests…his 6 quality starts are tied with Yu Darvish for team lead, T7th-most 
in A.L.…has 12 QS in last 15 starts, dating back to 8/22/13…Holland began the season 
with 3 starts of at least 7.0 IP while allowing 2-runs-or-fewer.

2013: Rangers are 5-2 in his 6 starts…is 2-1, 2.86 (11 ER/34.2 IP) in 5 starts w/ A.J. 
Pierzynski catching, 1-1, 1.80 (3 ER/15.0 IP) in 2 starts w/ Geovany Soto…holding 
2-hole hitters to .045 average (1-22)…holding batters leading off inning to 8-for-46 
(.174) with 4 BB, good for .240 opp. OBP…opponents batting .133 (11-83) in 2-strike 
counts with 5 walks and 43 K’s…in 7th inning and later, has held opposition to a .207 (6-
29) figure with no XBH…first time through order: .167 (10-60), but hitting .250 (30-120) 
the rest of the way…has not allowed a run in the 1st or 2nd inning this season (4.86 
ERA in first 2 innings in 2012)…opponents are 1-for-22 with no walks in first frame this 
year, 0-for-last-13 since Anthony Rizzo single 4/16 at CHC.

REVERSE SPLIT: Has held right-handed batters to a .203 batting average (31-153), 
3rd-lowest mark among A.L. left-handers, 9th-lowest among ML left-handers…allowed 
season-high 8 hits (in 25 AB) to righties in last start, after holding them to .150 mark 
(12-80) in previous 4 starts…his .243 average (127-522) by right-handers in 2012 was 
6th-lowest among A.L. left-handers in 2012…however, he gave up 30 of his 32 total HR to 
righties in 2012, a Rangers single-season record for most HR allowed to specifically RHB 
or LHB, and the most HR allowed to RHB since 2006 (30--Moyer, SEA-PHI)…his career 
splits skew in opposite direction, with right-handed batters hitting .262 and lefties at .245.

WINS: Holland has 31 wins since the start of 2011, 10th-most in the A.L…his 42 
career wins rank T20th in club history…his .689 winning pct. (31-14) since 2011 ranks 
6th in A.L. (30+ decisions)…his 12 wins in 2012 ranked 3rd among Rangers and marked 
2nd-highest total of his career…is one of just 5 left-handed pitchers in club history with 
multiple seasons of 12+ wins, joining Kenny Rogers (6), Matt Harrison (2), Darren Oliver 
(2), and C.J. Wilson (2)…career-high 16 victories in 2011 were T4th in the A.L.,  T4th-
most by any ML left-hander that year, and T4th-highest single-season total ever by a 
Texas lefty.…also tied C.J. Wilson (16-7) for team lead in ’11, as it marked first season in 
Washington/Texas franchise history to have 3 different lefties post a double-digit win total 
(also Harrison, 14-9)…his .762 winning pct. in 2011 was 5th in the majors.
