ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost two straight and eight of the last 10 games to fall a season-low tying two games
under .500 at 20-22 (were 0-2 on April 2)...are now in third place in the American League West, the first time
they have not held at least a share of second place since April 3 when they were tied for fourth...trail the
Rangers by a season-high 72 games...are now 8-18 (.308) over the last 26 games (since April 19) after
starting the season 12-4 (.750)...had the second best record in the majors through games of April 18 but have
the second worst mark since April 19 (Houston, 7-19)...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession
of first, two days tied for first, 24 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for
fourth and one day in fifth...had their streak of 24 consecutive days in second place end with the loss on
Wednesday...that streak was preceded by a stretch where the A’'s held at least a share of first place for 15
consecutive days...snapped a season-high five-game losing streak last Saturday in Seattle.

APRIL AND MAY: The A’s are batting .217 (101 for 465) with 41 runs scored in 14 games in May (2.93 runs
per game) after hitting .253 with 158 runs scored in 28 games in April (5.64 per game)...rank last in the majors
in batting in May and have the second fewest runs scored...led the majors in runs in April...have just one stolen
base this month after stealing 25 bases in April...the A’s are 4-10 in May after going 16-12 in April...have the
second worst record in the AL in May (Houston, 3-11)...have posted a losing record in May in four of the
previous five seasons...this April was the A’s fifth consecutive month with a winning record dating back to last
June...that is the A’s longest such streak since a 10-month streak from June, 2002 to September, 2003.

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in walks (175) and top the American League in hit by pitches (19)...also
rank second in the AL in runs (199) and doubles (90) and third in extra base hits (136)...have the third fewest
home runs (40), the third lowest batting average (.242), the fourth most strikeouts (335) and the fourth lowest
slugging percentage (.395)...have been shut out four times, which is tied for the AL lead...A’s pitchers have
allowed just seven runs in those four shutouts, including two 1-0 losses.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA (136 er in 240.1 ip), which is fifth
highest in the American League...the losses are tied with Houston for the most in the AL and they have the
second most home runs allowed (37)...have a .222 (77 for 3479) opponents batting average the first time they
face a batter in a game, which is fourth lowest in the majors, compared to .304 (101 for 332) the second time,
which is third highest...are 2-7 with a 5.59 ERA (35 er in 56.1 ip) and 13 home runs allowed over the last 10
games and 5-17 with a 5.62 ERA (91 er in 145.2 ip) over the last 26 contests.

MORE PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 4.43 ERA (59 er in 120.0 ip) in May after posting a 4.31 ERA in
April...have a 4.35 ERA overall, which is fourth highest in the American League...have allowed 199 runs, 99 of
which have come in the third through fifth innings (49.7%)...have a 3.43 ERA (32 er in 84.0 ip) over the first two
innings of a game, 6.64 (93 er in 126.0 ip) in innings three through five and 3.09 (58 er in 169.0) from the sixth
inning on...have surrendered 31 home runs in the last 18 games after allowing 20 over the first 24
contests...have yielded 51 home runs for the season, which is tied for second most in the AL...opponents are
28 for 34 (82.4%) in stolen base attempts...the steals and stolen base percentage are third highest in the
AL...the A’s are tied for fourth in the AL in pickoffs (3).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’'s have committed 27 errors, which is tied for third most in the American
League...have turned just 27 double plays, which is the fewest in the AL.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 15-7 (.682) against American League West competition compared to
5-15 (.250) against everyone else...including 1-6 against the Central (1-2 vs. Detroit, 0-4 vs. Cleveland)...are
batting .264 (207 for 784) with 132 runs and 27 home runs in 22 games against the AL West compared to .215
(143 for 665) with 67 runs and 13 home runs in 20 games against the rest of baseball...the pitching staff has a
3.65 ERA (84 er in 207.0 ip) against the West compared to 5.18 (99 er in 172.0 ip) against everyone else.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-2 on this six-game homestand against Texas (1-2) and Kansas City (three
games)...went 3-4 on the last homestand against Baltimore (1-3) and Los Angeles (2-1) and are 10-10 in
Oakland...leave following the game Sunday for a six-game road trip to Texas (three games) and Houston (three
games)...went 3-7 on the last road trip to New York (2-1), Cleveland (0-4) and Seattle (1-2) and have now lost
12 of the last 16 road games after going 6-0 on the first trip...are 10-12 on the road...the A’s have hit 27 home
runs in 22 games on the road compared to 13 in 20 games in Oakland...however, the pitching staff has allowed
30 home runs at home compared to 21 on the road.

THIS AND THAT: A’s pinch hitters are 0 for their last 14 and are 2 for 39 (.051) with three walks for the
season...lead the American League in pinch plate appearances (42) but have the second lowest batting
average (Baltimore, 0 for 10)...the A’s also lead the AL in plate appearances with the bases loaded (56) as well
as grounded into double plays (6)...are tied for the lead in doubles (5) and sacrifice flies (5)...are batting .255
(12 for 47) with the bases full...A’s number three hitters are batting a combined .198 (34 for 172), which is the
lowest mark in the majors.

TIME OF GAME: Five of the A’s last nine games have been played in under 2 hours and 45 minutes...that
stretch includes the three quickest games of the season (2:26 Monday night and May 8 and 2:28 on May
7)...however, 22 of the A’s first 33 games lasted at least 3 hours...the A’s average time of game is 3 hours and
12 minutes...the highest single season average time of game in Oakland history is 3 hours and 8 minutes in
2000...A’s hitters rank second in the majors in pitches per plate appearance (4.02) while the pitchers rank sixth
in pitches per game (148.8).

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s lost their first extra inning game of the season Tuesday night and are now 3-1 in
games longer than nine innings...the three wins are tied for the American League lead...are 5-6 in one-run
games...have three “walk-off” wins, which is tied for the AL lead...are 4-1 in games decided in the last at bat.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list nine times this year...currently have six players on
the DL (Anderson, Nakajima, Reddick, Rodriguez, Sizemore, Young)...Rodriguez and Sizemore will miss the
remainder of the season...the A’s have not had fewer than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006
season when they had just one...used the DL 21 times last year, the fourth time in the last six years they used it
at least 20 times.

Had successful UCL reconstruction surgery March 27...the procedure was performed by Dr. Thom-
as Mehlhoff at the Texas Orthopedic Hospital in Houston, Texas.

ADAM ROSALES

Began the season on the disabled list as he was added to the 15-day DL March 26 with a strained
left intercostal. . .hit .320 (8 for 25) with one home run and one RBI during a six-game rehab assign-
ment with Single-A Stockton (April 17-19) and Triple-A Sacramento (April 21-24)...was reinstated
April 25.
