ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won each of the last five games, which is the second longest winning streak of the
season (9, April 4-12)...have won back-to-back series after losing each of the previous four series...have now
won seven of the last 10 games after losing a season-high five consecutive contests...are 13-18 (.419) over the
last 31 games (since April 19) after starting the season 12-4 (.750)...had the second best record in the majors
through games of April 18 but have the eighth worst mark since April 19...are in second place in the American
League West and trail Texas by 4% games...have spent 29 of the last 31 days in sole possession of second
place in the West...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession of first, two days tied for first, 29 days
in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth

PITCHING: The A’s shutout the Rangers 1-0 last night for their third shutout of the season...it was their fourth
1-0 shutout of Texas and their first in Rangers Ballpark...the last was on Sept. 15, 1978 at Arlington Stadium...it
was the 13" 1-0 shutout in Rangers Ballpark by any team, the first by a visiting team since June 27, 2004 by
Houston...the A’s now have a 2.34 ERA (19 er in 73.0 ip) and .207 (54 for 261) opponents batting average over
the last eight games after posting a 5.11 ERA over the previous nine contests...have a 4.03 ERA overall, which
ranks eighth in the American League...have allowed 206 runs, 105 of which have come in the third through fifth
innings (51.0%)...have a 3.16 ERA (33 er in 94.0 ip) over the first two innings of a game, 6.32 (99 er in 141.0 ip)
in innings three through five and 2.76 (58 er in 189.0) from the sixth inning on...are tied for second in the AL in
pickoffs (5).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 4-1 with a 2.68 ERA (15 er in 50.1 ip) and .215 (38 for 177)
opponents batting average over the last eight games...however, are 17-21 with a 4.71 ERA (143 er in 273.1 ip)
for the season...rank second in the American League in losses and 10" in ERA...starters have a .224 (87 for
388) opponents batting average the first time they face a batter in a game, which is fifth lowest in the majors,
compared to .296 (110 for 371) the second time, which is fourth highest.

THE LONG BALL: Yoenis Céspedes hit a solo home run last night, marking the 13" time in Oakland history a
player has homered in a 1-0 win...prior to Céspedes, the last to do it was Seth Smith on June 25, 2012 at
Seattle...the home run was the A’'s 14™ consecutive home run with the bases empty...that is an Oakland record
for consecutive solo home runs (previous: 13, June 1-15, 2007) and is one short of the Athletics record of 15 set
by the 1947 Philadelphia A’s...the A’s last home run with a runner on base was a two-run shot by Céspedes on
May 5 at New York.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: With a 1-0 win last night, 11 of the A’s last 22 games have
been decided by one run...are 9-6 (.600) in one-run games for the season...the wins are tied for second most in
the American League...are 6-1 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for third in the AL in last at bat
wins...are 3-1 in extra inning games and are tied for third in the AL in extra inning wins...have three “walk-off”
wins.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 17-7 (.708) against American League West competition compared to
8-15 (.348) against everyone else...have the second best intra-division record in the majors (Atlanta: 11-4,
.733)...are batting .267 (229 for 859) with 142 runs (5.92 per game) in 24 games against the AL West
compared to .217 (163 for 752) with 75 runs (3.26 per game) in 23 games against the rest of baseball...the
pitching staff has a 3.44 ERA (86 er in 225.0 ip) against the West compared to 4.70 (104 er in 199.0 ip) against
everyone else.

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in walks (191) and top the American League in doubles (100) and hit by
pitches (22)...also rank fourth in the AL in extra base hits (152)...are tied for the third fewest home runs (45),
tied for the third most strikeouts (371) and the fourth lowest batting average (.243)...have been shut out four
times, which is tied for third most...A’s pitchers have allowed just seven runs in those four shutouts, including
two 1-0 losses.

APRIL AND MAY: The A’s are batting .228 (143 for 627) with 59 runs scored in 19 games in May (3.11 runs
per game) after hitting .253 with 158 runs scored in 28 games in April (5.64 per game)...have the lowest batting
average in the American League in May (Houston, .230) and the fewest runs scored (Houston, 71)...led the
majors in runs in April...have just three stolen bases this month after stealing 25 bases in April...the A’s are 9-
10 in May after going 16-12 in April...have posted a losing record in May in four of the previous five
seasons...this April was the A’s fifth consecutive month with a winning record dating back to last June...that is
the A’s longest such streak since a 10-month streak from June, 2002 to September, 2003.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’'s are 2-0 on this six-game road trip to Texas (2-0) and Houston (three
games)...went 3-7 on the last road trip to New York (2-1), Cleveland (0-4) and Seattle (1-2) and have now lost
12 of the last 18 road games after going 6-0 on the first trip...are 12-12 on the road overall...went 4-2 on the
last homestand against Texas (1-2) and Kansas City (3-0) and are 13-10 in Oakland...the A’s have hit 29 home
runs in 24 games on the road compared to 16 in 23 games in Oakland...however, the pitching staff has allowed
