e A’s starting pitchers are 6-1 with a 2.74 ERA (20 er in 65.2 ip) over the last 10 games.

e Grant Balfour is perfect 11 for 11 in save opportunities and has now converted each of his last 29 save chances dating back to last
season...that is the second longest streak in Oakland history...his last blown save came on April 29, 2012 at Baltimore.

e Sean Doolittle has not allowed a run in his last 13 games and 13.1 innings...the 13.1 scoreless innings matches the longest streak of his
career (June 22-July 21, 2012).

e Yoenis Cespedes (1 for 3, 2b, 2 rbi, bb, so) has a nine-game hitting streak, which ties his career high (third time, last: Sept. 22-30, 2012)...is
11 for 37 (.297) with four doubles, two home runs and seven RBI during his current streak.
