ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won four straight and nine of the last 10 games to improve to six games over .500 for 
the first time since April 20 (12-6)…have not been seven over since April 19 (12-5)…have gained 4½ games in 
the standings over the last 10 games and now trail Texas by three games in the American League West…went 
12-4 over the first 16 games this year (second best record in the majors through April 18), 6-15 over the next 21 
contests (tied for the worst in the majors from April 19 to May 10) and are 11-4 over the last 15 games (third 
best in the majors since May 11)…swept a three-game series from Houston over the weekend, their fifth sweep 
of the season…have won three straight series after losing each of the previous four series…have spent 34 of 
the last 36 days in sole possession of second place in the AL West…for the season, have spent 13 days in sole 
possession of first, two days tied for first, 34 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two 
days tied for fourth and one day in fifth. 

AGAINST LEFT-HANDERS: The A’s are scheduled to face a left-handed starter for fourth time in the last five 
games tonight…are also scheduled to face Zito on Thursday and two lefties in the three-game series against 
Chicago…are batting .264 (154 for 583) against left-handed pitching compared to .235 (282 for 1199) against 
right-handers…the mark against lefties ranks sixth in the American League while the mark against righties is the 
lowest in the AL. 

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed two runs or fewer in six of the last 10 games and have a 2.33 ERA (23 er in 
89.0 ip) and .215 (70 for 325) opponents batting average over that span...that has dropped the season ERA 
under 4.00 for the first time since April 24…have a 3.96 ERA, which ranks seventh in the American 
League…have the lowest opponents on-base percentage in the AL (.302) and rank third in pickoffs (5)…have 
allowed 222 runs, more than half of which have come in the third through fifth innings (112)…have a 3.20 ERA 
(37 er in 104.0 ip) over the first two innings of a game, 6.12 (106 er in 156.0 ip) in innings three through five and 
2.73 (63 er in 208.0) from the sixth inning on. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed one run or fewer in five of the last 10 games and are 
6-1 with a 2.74 ERA (20 er in 65.2 ip) and .231 (56 for 242) opponents batting average over that 
span…however, are 20-22 with a 4.59 ERA (156 er in 306.0 ip) for the season…are tied for second in the 
American League in losses, tied for third in most home runs (44) and rank 11th in ERA…have walked one batter 
or fewer in each of the last six games (3 bb in 39.2 ip, 0.68 per nine innings). 

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s are 13-11 in May but have posted a losing record in the month in four of the 
previous five seasons…went 16-12 in April, the A’s fifth consecutive month with a winning record dating back to 
last June…that is the A’s longest such streak since a 10-month streak from June, 2002 to September, 
2003…rank last in the American League in runs scored in May (87) and are averaging 3.63 runs per game…led 
the majors with 158 runs in April, an average of 5.64 per game…have been hit by a pitch 14 times in May, the 
A’s most in any month since May, 2005 (also 14)…have an AL-low five stolen bases this month after stealing an 
AL leading 25 bases in April…the Oakland record for fewest stolen bases in May is seven in 2003 and 
2007…the A’s pitching staff has a 3.53 ERA (82 er in 209.0 ip) in May after posting a 4.31 mark in April…have 
the third lowest May ERA in the AL after posting the fourth highest April ERA. 

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in walks (213) and top the American League in hit by pitches (24)…rank 
third in the AL in doubles (111) and fourth in extra base hits (169)…have the third fewest home runs (51) and 
the fourth lowest batting average (.245)…have been shut out four times, which is tied for third most. 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 21-12 (.636) record in night games compared to 8-11 (.421) during the 
day…have the third best night record in the American League and the second worst mark during the day…have 
a 3.37 ERA (113 er in 302.0 ip) at night compared to 5.04 (93 er in 166.0 ip) during the day…have the lowest 
night ERA in the AL and the second highest day ERA. 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s had their errorless streak snapped at seven games Saturday night, which 
matches their longest errorless streak over the last five years (Sept. 12-18, 2009)…have committed just one 
error over the last 10 games and four over the last 16 contests…have turned just 36 double plays, which is tied 
with Tampa Bay for the fewest in the majors. 

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s won their first interleague game of the season yesterday…have home-and-
home two-game series with San Francisco and Cincinnati, play three-game series at Milwaukee and Pittsburgh 
and host St. Louis and Chicago in three-game series…went 10-8 against the National League last year, 
snapping a streak of three consecutive seasons with a losing interleague record…it was the ninth time in 16 
seasons the A’s had a winning interleague record…the A’s are now 155-130 (.544) all-time in interleague play, 
which is sixth best. 

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 20-8 (.714) against American League West competition compared to 
9-15 (.375) against everyone else…have the best intra-division record in the AL and second best in the majors 
(Atlanta: 13-5, .722)…are batting .267 (268 for 1002) with 166 runs (5.93 per game) in 28 games against the AL 
West compared to .215 (168 for 780) with 79 runs (3.29 per game) in 24 games against the rest of 
baseball…the pitching staff has a 3.50 ERA (101 er in 260.0 ip) against the West compared to 4.54 (105 er in 
208.0 ip) against everyone else. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s have three wins this year when trailing after eight innings, which is the most in the 
American League and tied for the most in the majors…have won each of their last five one-run decisions and 
are 10-6 (.625) in one-run games for the season…are tied for second in the AL in one-run wins and have the 
fourth best record…are 7-1 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for third in the AL in last at bat 
wins…are 3-1 in extra inning games and are tied for third in the AL in extra inning wins…have three “walk-off” 
wins. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-0 on this two-game homestand against San Francisco…travel to San 
Francisco for a two-game series Wednesday and Thursday and return home for a three-game homestand 
against Chicago (AL)…went 4-2 on the last homestand against Texas (1-2) and Kansas City (3-0) and are 14-
10 in Oakland…went 5-1 on the last road trip to Texas (2-1) and Houston (3-0), the A’s fourth road trip of the 
season…went 6-0 on the first trip, 4-12 on the next two and are 15-13 on the road overall.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his team leading 11th start of the 
season…the A’s are 4-6 (.400) in his 
starting assignments this year and 21-18 
(.538) in his career…has tossed six or 
more innings in five of his nine starts, 
allowed two runs or fewer three times and 
walked two batters or fewer five times. 

LAST FIVE, FIRST FIVE: Is 2-2 with a 
4.02 ERA (14 er in 31.1 ip) and .226 (26 
for 115) opponents batting average over 
his last five starts after going 0-4 with an 
8.10 ERA and .374 opponents batting 
average over his first five starts…the four-game losing streak was the longest of his career. 

THE LONG BALL: Has allowed 11 home runs, which is tied for second most in the American League…has 
matched his career high for home runs as he yielded allowed just 11 home runs in 181.1 innings in 2012, an 
average of 0.55 per nine innings…that was the second lowest mark in the AL and third lowest in the 
majors…seven of the 11 home runs he has allowed this year have been solo shots as were eight of the 11 
home runs he allowed last year…has surrendered eight of his 11 home runs on the road 

AMONG THE LEADERS: Was charged with his sixth loss of the season in his last start, which is tied for 
third in the American League…has the fourth highest ERA (5.76) and fifth highest opponents on-base 
percentage (.377)…is also tied for fifth in wild pitches (5) and tied for sixth in hit batters (4)…the hit batters 
are a career high as he hit just three batters in 181.1 innings last year…has the third lowest strikeout to walk 
ratio in the AL (1.60) and is averaging the fourth fewest pitches per game (90.2). 

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Is 1-2 with a 5.85 ERA (13 er in 20.0 ip) and .264 (19 for 72) opponents batting 
average in four career interleague starts, all last year. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 1-3 with a 7.43 ERA (22 er in 26.2 ip) in five starts in Oakland compared to 1-3 with 
a 4.18 ERA (13 er in 28.0 ip) in five starts on the road…has the highest home ERA in the American 
League…last year, he was 6-5 with a 2.61 ERA at home compared to 7-3 with a 4.54 ERA on the 
road…had the fifth lowest home ERA in the AL. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has a .261 (40 for 157) opponents batting average the first two times through the 
lineup, .386 (22 for 57) after that…the opponents number one hitter is 12 for 25 (.480) with six walks (.581 
on-base percentage)…the batting average and on-base percentage vs. the first batting slot are the second 
highest marks in the majors (Sanabia, MIA .556/.613). 

IN APRIL: Was 1-4 with a 7.36 ERA and .350 opponents batting average in the month of April…the losses 
matched the most in Oakland history by a pitcher in the month of April (12th time)…the ERA was the fifth 
highest April ERA in Oakland history among pitchers with 25 or more innings pitched…it was the highest 
since Gil Heredia had a 9.24 ERA in 2001…the opponents batting average was fourth highest in Oakland 
history in April among pitchers with 100 or more batters faced…it was the highest since Heredia had a .360 
mark in 2001. 

2013 START-BY-START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 7-1 loss to Seattle April 2 in 
Oakland…allowed a three-run home run to Morse in the third inning and a RBI single to Morales in the 
fifth…had a no decision in the A’s 9-5 win at Los Angeles April 9…surrendered a career-high tying nine hits 
in just 3.1 innings…also walked three batters but yielded just two runs…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 10-
1 loss to Detroit April 14 in Oakland…allowed a career-high eight runs on a career-high tying nine hits in 
just 3.1 innings…lost his third consecutive decision in the A’s 1-0 loss at Tampa Bay April 20…allowed a 
leadoff home run to Joyce in the second inning, but that was the only run he would allow in 6.1 
innings…blanked the Rays on four hits and two walks over his final 4.1 innings…Hellickson, Peralta and 
Rodney combined to shutout the A’s on three hits and a walk…extended his losing streak to four games in 
the A’s 10-2 loss to Baltimore April 25…the A’s scored twice in the second inning to take a 2-0 lead but he

went deep in the fifth…was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-3 win at Seattle May 11…shutout the Mariners 
on three walks over the first four innings and had a 3-0 lead when he allowed a two-run home run to 
Shoppach in the fifth inning…the A’s increased the lead to 4-2 before he put runners on first and second 
with one out in the seventh…was relieved by Doolittle who allowed one of the runs to score…had a no 
decision in the A’s 2-1 win over Kansas City May 17 in Oakland…allowed just one run in 7.0 innings…Perez 
double with one out in the third inning and scored one out later on a Lough RBI double…Shields shutout the 
A’s on four hits over the first six innings before Donaldson tied the game with a solo home run in the 
seventh…was relieved by Doolittle to start the eighth and Rosales homered in the bottom of the inning for 
the win. 

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-1 loss at Texas last Wednesday…allowed three runs 
in the first inning on a two-run home run by Murphy and a solo home run by Beltre…then shutout the 
Rangers on three hits and a walk over his final six innings…the A’s were held to a run on four hits by Wolf 
and the Rangers bullpen. 

PARKER vs. SAN FRANCISCO: Is 0-1 with a 7.88 ERA (8.0 ip, 8 h, 7 r, 7 er, 6 bb, 4 so, 0 hr) in two career 
starts, both last year…the loss came in an 8-6 A’s loss at San Francisco May 18…allowed six runs in a 
career-low 2.0 innings…retired the side in order in the first inning but then allowed two runs in the second 
on a Belt RBI single and an Arias sacrifice fly…did not retire a batter in the third inning, allowing each of the 
first five batters to reached base…yielded a RBI double to Crawford and was relieved by Blevins after 
walking Belt with the bases loaded…Blevins allowed two inherited runners to score…then had a no decision 
in the A’s 5-4 loss in Oakland June 22…allowed a RBI single to Blanco in the third inning, but that was the 
only run he would allow in six innings…allowed a leadoff single to Sandoval in the seventh and was relieved 
by Blevins with a 3-1 lead…the A’s maintained that lead until Cook allowed four runs in the ninth inning for 
the blown save and loss.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 11th start of the season…the A’s are 5-
5 (.500) in his starting assignments this 
year and 25-16 (.610) in his career…his 
teams are 30-16 (.652) in his 46 career 
starts…has tossed at least six innings in 
eight of his 10 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer five times and walked two batters or 
fewer seven times. 

ALTERNATING STARTS: Has alternated 
good and bad starts this year…has 
allowed two runs or fewer in each of his

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-2 with a 2.43 ERA (9 er in 33.1 ip) and .234 (30 for 128) opponents batting 
average in five starts at home compared to 1-3 with a 5.28 ERA (18 er in 30.2 ip) and .279 (34 for 122) 
opponents average in five starts on the road…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 10-6 with a 2.66 ERA (39 
er in 132.0 ip) and .238 (119 for 499) opponents average in 20 starts in Oakland compared to 7-9 with a 
4.94 ERA (67 er in 122.0 ip) and .306 (152 for 496) opponents average in 21 starts on the road…has 
allowed 22 of his 33 home runs with the A’s on the road.

40 YEARS OLD: Made his first start as a 40-year old last Sunday at Houston and tossed 7.0 shutout 
innings while striking out nine…the strikeouts were the most in Athletics history by a 40-year old, topping 
the previous high of seven by Tom Candiotti (July 31, 1998 vs. Cleveland) and Don Sutton (April 22, 1985 
vs. California)…he is just the fourth pitcher in Oakland history to start a game at age 40…the other three are 
Tommy John (last start at 42 years, 126 days), Candiotti (last start at 41 years, 275 days) and Sutton (last 
start at 40 years, 155 days). 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 3-0 with a 3.00 ERA (11 er in 33.0 ip) and .240 (29 for 121) opponents batting 
average in five starts at night compared to 2-2 with a 4.76 ERA (15 er in 28.1 ip) and .316 (36 for 114) 
opponents average in five starts during the day…in two seasons with the A’s, is 12-5 with a 2.90 ERA (44 er 
in 136.1 ip) in 21 starts at night compared to 3-6 with a 4.66 ERA (40 er in 77.1 ip) in 13 starts during the 
day. 

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to pitch on four days rest today…is 1-1 with a 6.14 ERA (15 er in 22.0 ip) in four 
starts on four days rest compared to 4-1 with a 2.52 ERA (11 er in 39.1 ip) in six starts on five days rest or 
more. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed six of his seven home runs to left-handed hitters…has surrendered 
58 home runs over his last four seasons, 45 of which have been hit by lefties…has a .200 (15 for 75) 
opponents batting average over his first 30 pitches in a game, .354 (45 for 127) with six of his seven home 
runs from pitches 31-75 and .152 (5 for 33) after that…has yielded a .336 (39 for 116) batting average to the 
first four hitters in the order, .218 (26 for 119) against the bottom five. 

NOT WILD:  Does not have a wild pitch in two seasons with the A’s, a stretch of 34 starts and 213.2 innings

(176), games started (385) and shutouts (10), ranks seventh in strikeouts (1872) and eighth in innings 
pitched (2454.2). 

DOMINICAN LEADERS: His 176 wins are third most among Dominican-born pitchers behind Juan Marichal 
(243) and Pedro Martinez (219)…also ranks third among Dominicans in games started (385), innings 
pitched (2454.2) and strikeouts (1872). 

2013 HIGHLIGHTS: Tossed a three-hit shutout in the A’s rain-shortened 13-0 seven-inning win at Boston 
April 23…it was his 10th career shutout, his first since May 30, 2011 at Oakland…at the age of 39 years, 
334 days, he became the second oldest pitcher in Oakland history to pitch a shutout (Don Sutton is the 
oldest, as he was 40 years, 85 days on June 6, 1985 when he blanked Chicago 10-0)…the seven-inning 
shutout was third shortest in Oakland history and the shortest since Vida Blue fired 6.0 innings April 9, 1971 
against Kansas City…the last complete game of fewer than eight innings by an A’s pitcher was by Steve 
Ontiveros on May 16, 1995 against Chicago (5.0 ip)…walked Jacoby Ellsbury to lead off the sixth inning, 
snapping a streak of 32.0 innings and 121 batters faced without a walk dating back to his last walk on 
August 12, 2012 at Chicago (AL)…the 32.0-inning streak was the longest in Oakland history by a starter 
and second longest overall to Dennis Eckersley’s streak of 50.1 innings from Aug. 17, 1989-June 12, 
1990…had a no decision in the A’s 9-8, 10-inning win against Baltimore April 28 in Oakland…blanked the 
Orioles on one hit over the first three innings to extend his scoreless streak to 15.0 innings…had a no 
decision in the A’s 6-5, 10-inning loss to Texas May 14…did not strike out a batter for the eighth time in his 
career…it was the first time in a game in which he pitched more than 4.0 innings…was the winning pitcher 
in the A’s 9-2 win at Texas May 20…walked two batters to snap a season-opening streak of eight 
consecutive starts with one walk or fewer and two innings or more…that was the longest season-opening 
streak by an Athletics pitcher since at least 1916. 

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 6-2 win at Houston last Sunday…tossed 7.0 shutout 
inning and scattered nine hits…did not walk a batter and struck out nine…had runners on first and third with 
one out in the first inning but struck out the next two batters…allowed three hits in the sixth inning but was 
aided by a double play. 

COLÓN vs. CHICAGO: Is 10-8 with a 4.06 ERA (142.0 ip, 143 h, 72 r, 64 er, 50 bb, 98 so, 15 hr) in 22 
career appearances, all starts…is 5-4 with a 2.77 ERA (26 er in 84.1 ip) in 12 starts in his home ballparks 
and 5-4 with a 5.93 ERA (38 er in 57.2 ip) in 10 starts at U.S. Cellular Field as a visiting pitcher…pitched for 
the White Sox in 2003 and 2009 and is 15-14 with a 4.43 ERA (101 er in 205.0 ip) in 32 career starts at U.S. 
Cellular Field…was 0-2 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2 ip, 16 h, 8 r, 7 er, 5 bb, 4 so, 3 hr) in two starts last year…the 
first loss came in a 4-0 A’s loss in Oakland April 23…blanked the White Sox on three walks over the first

ters in 51.0 innings and allowed three home runs…opponents hit .211, including .190 by left-handed
