The Oakland Athletics have won seven of the last eight games and 12 of the last 14.

Bartolo Colon is the first American League pitcher with a shutout at age 40 since Curt Schilling on June 7, 2007...recorded his second
complete game of the season (also: April 23 at Boston), the 34™ of his career...has now tossed 7.0 innings or more in each of his past three
starts...has earned the win in each of his past three starts...did not walk a batter, and has issued just four walks in 70.1 innings for the season.
Yoenis Cespedes (0 for 3, so) had his career-high 12 game hitting streak snapped... it was the longest active hitting streak in the American
League...was 15 for 50 (.300) during the streak.

Coco Crisp (1 for 4, 2 rbi, so) is 14 for 40 (.350) with eight walks over his last 10 games.

Brandon Moss (0 for 2, bb, 2 so) is 1 for 20 over his last nine games and 8 for 63 (.127) with 27 strikeouts over his last 22 games.

Josh Reddick (1 for 3, rbi) was reinstated from the 15-day disabled list today and started in right field...hit a go-ahead RBI double in the eighth
inning.

Seth Smith (1 for 3) is 18 for 56 (.321) with 12 runs, six doubles, and two home runs over his last 16 games after going 5 for 35 (.143) with one
run and one double over his previous eight contests.

Eric Sogard (1 for 2) has hit safely in nine of his last 10 games (12 for 32, .375) and is now batting .366 (15 for 41) over his last 15 games after
hitting .118 over his previous 14 contests.
