B The remainder of the 2013 schedule includes three three-city
trips, three interleague series and one visit to the west coast.

B The White Sox are trying to avoid a four-game losing streak,
which would be their longest since 4/18-22 (also four).

B The Sox have won three series in Oakland since 2008 after
winning just one from 2001-07.

B Dylan Axelrod owns a 3.32 ERA (7 ER/19.0 IP) in his last three
road starts (allowed six earned runs in his first road outing).

B Nineteen of the Sox last 25 games have been decided by three
runs or less ... Chicago owns a 13-6 record in those contests.
B Jesse Crain needs one appearance and 1.2 IP to match his
career highs (21 games and 20.0 IP) for scoreless streaks.

B Chicago went 3-3 vs. the Athletics in 2012, going 2-1 at U.S.
Cellular Field and 1-2 at the O.co Coliseum.

B The White Sox hit .264 (58-220) with 10 homers, owned a
3.45 ERA (22 ER/57.1 IP) and outscored the A's, 26-22.

B The Sox trail in the all-time series, 270-290 ... they are 140-
137 at home (88-82 at U.S. Cellular Field) and 128-152 on the
road (all games at the O.co Coliseum).

GO WEST, YOUNG MEN

B Chicago has won 22 of its last 35 games vs. the American
League West and is 70-47 (.598) since 2010, the second-best
winning percentage among AL teams during that span.

B Since 2010, the Sox are 38-20 at home and 32-27 on the road
vs. the AL West ... they are 15-17 vs. Los Angeles, 13-12 vs.
Oakland, 26-5 vs. Seattle and 16-13 vs. Texas.

B By contrast, the Sox went 79-88 vs. the West from 2005-09.
B Chris Sale is 10-0 with a 2.55 ERA lifetime vs. the division.

TOUGH FROM THE START

B Travis Wood allowed two runs over 6.0 IP and hit a grand slam
off Jake Peavy in the fourth inning to lead the Cubs to an 8-3 win,
and a Crosstown Cup series victory, over the White Sox.

B The Sox lost the season series to the Cubs for the first time
since 2007 (1-5) and their three-game losing streak to the North-
siders is the longest since 6/22/07-6/22/08 (five straight).

B Peavy allowed six runs on eight hits over a season-low 4.0 IP
... the 4.0 IP were his fewest in a start since 6/25/11 (also 4.0).
B Paul Konerko went 2-4 with a double and two RBI .

WHITE SOX ON THE MEND

B Gordon Beckham went 3-5 with a double, RBI and two runs
scored last night with Class AAA Charlotte vs. Toledo as he re-
sumed his injury rehab assignment.

B Beckham, who has been on the DL since 4/10, did not play
from 5/24-29 due to irritation in his surgically-repaired left wrist.
B | eyson Septimo allowed two runs over 1.0 IP in his third re-
hab assignment game with the Knights.

BETTER BY THE BAY

B The White Sox are 9-9 over their last 18 games in Oakland
since 2008 ... they have won three series during that span.

B Sox starters have allowed three runs or less 13 times and
worked at least 6.0 IP or more 12 times in the last 18 games.
