ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Swept a three-game series from Chicago over the weekend, the A’s seventh series sweep of
the season...last year, the A’s did not record their first sweep until June 12-14 at Colorado...have won three
straight, nine of the last 10 and 14 of the last 16 games to move to a season-high 10 games over .500 at 34-
24...that is the third best record in the American League and seventh best in the majors...it matches the A’s
best record after 58 games over the last 22 years (also 1992 and 2004...won game 59 in both years)...are 16-5
over the last 21 games, which is the best record in the majors since May 11 (Pittsburgh, 16-6; Cincinnati 15-
6)...went 12-4 over the first 16 games this year (second best record in the majors through April 18) and 6-15
over the next 21 contests (tied for the worst in the majors from April 19 to May 10)...are 91-50 (.645) since July
1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors over that span (Cincinnati, 89-53)...are 102-60 over the last
162 games...are 5-0-1 over the last six series after losing each of the previous four series...are in second place
in the AL West and trail Texas by two games...have spent 40 of the last 42 days in sole possession of second
place in the West...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession of first, two days tied for first, 40 days
in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s are 3-1 in interleague play, sweeping a two-game series against the Giants in
Oakland last Monday and Tuesday and splitting two games in San Francisco Wednesday and Thursday...in
addition to this three-game series with the Brewers, the A’s have an eight-game homestand against Cincinnati
(two games), St. Louis (three games) and Chicago (three games) from June 25-July 4, a three-game series at
Pittsburgh July 8-10 and a two-game series at Cincinnati Aug. 6-7...went 10-8 against the National League last
year, snapping a streak of three consecutive seasons with a losing interleague record...it was the ninth time in
16 seasons the A’s had a winning interleague record...the A’s are now 157-131 (.545) all-time in interleague
play, which is sixth best.

PITCHERS HITTING: A’s pitchers are 0 for 5 with a walk and three strikeouts this year and are 1 for 43 over the
last three years...now have a .082 (24 for 292) average with four doubles, nine RBI, nine walks and 133
strikeouts since interleague play began in 1997...the batting average is the lowest by an AL team over that
span (Detroit, .094)...the last triple by an A’s pitcher was by John Odom on August 22, 1971 against
Boston...Odom also hit the last home run on September 4, 1972 against California.

PITCHING: The A's tossed their second shutout in the last three games yesterday...it was their fifth of the
season, which is tied for third in the American League...surrendered a season-low tying three hits (third
time)...now have a 2.45 ERA (39 er in 143.0 ip) and .222 (117 for 527) opponents batting average over the last
16 games...have a 3.83 ERA for the season, which ranks seventh in the AL...have walked two batters or fewer
in 12 of the last 13 games (20 bb in 116.0 ip, 1.55 walks per nine innings)...have issued 147 walks for the
season, which is third fewest in the AL...have the lowest opponents on-base percentage in the AL (.299).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers allowed just one run in the three-game series against Chicago (1
erin 21.1ip, 0.42 ERA)...have allowed one run or fewer in eight of the last 16 games and are 10-2 with a 2.67
ERA (31 er in 104.2 ip) and .225 (87 for 386) opponents batting average over that span...are 24-23 with a 4.36
ERA (167 er in 345.0 ip) for the season...rank fourth in the American League in losses and 10" in
ERA...starters have issued one walk or fewer in 10 of the last 12 games (10 bb in 78.2 ip, 1.14 walks per nine
innings).

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .268 (128 for 477) with 68 runs scored over the last 14 games (4.86 per game)
after hitting .219 with 104 runs scored over the previous 27 contests (3.85 per game)...for the season, the A’s
lead the majors in walks (241) and top the American League in hit by pitches (26)...rank second in the AL in
intentional walks (14), third in doubles (124) and on-base percentage (.333) and fourth in extra base hits
(186)...have gone a season-high five consecutive games without a home run and have the fourth fewest
homers in the AL (53).

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 24-12 (.667) record in night games compared to 10-12 (.455) during the
day...have the second best night record in the American League and the fourth worst mark during the
day...have a 3.34 ERA (122 er in 329.0 ip) at night compared to 4.66 (100 er in 193.0 ip) during the day...have
the second lowest night ERA in the AL and the third highest day ERA.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s begin a seven-game road trip tonight to Milwaukee (three games) and Chicago
(four games)...have won six of the last eight road games and are 16-14 on the road...swept a three-game
series from Chicago on the last homestand and have an eight-game home winning streak...that is the A’s
longest home winning streak since a 10-game streak from Aug. 11-Sept. 1, 2006...are 18-10 in Oakland.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 9-1 in games decided in the last at bat and rank second in the American League
in last at bats wins...have won each of their last six one-run decisions and are 11-6 (.647) in one-run
games...are tied for the AL lead in one-run wins and have the second best record...are 4-1 (.800) in extra
inning games...are tied for the second best record and second most wins in extra inning games in the
AL...have three wins when trailing after eight innings, which is the most in the AL and tied for second most in
the majors...have four “walk-off” wins.

THIS AND THAT: A’s pinch hitters are 5 for 54 (.093) with two home runs, seven RBI, seven walks and a
sacrifice hit...lead the American League in plate appearances (62), rank second in walks and tied for second in
home runs and RBI...have the lowest batting average...the A’s also lead the AL in plate appearances (83) and
grounded into double plays (7) with the bases loaded...are tied for the lead in bases load doubles (6), rank
second in walks (7) and third in RBI (47)...are hitting .239 (17 for 71) with the bases full...the A’s faced a left-
handed starting pitcher in seven of the previous 10 games but will face all righties here in Milwaukee...are 12-8
when the opponent starts a left-hander and the 20 games are tied for second most in the AL.

17 GAMES IN 17 DAYS: The A’s are 9-1 during this 17-day stretch without a day off that began May 24 at
Houston and concludes next Sunday at Chicago...it matches their longest stretch without a day off for the
season (Aug. 23-Sept. 8).

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 5-2 with a 3.22 ERA (18 er in 50.1 ip) and six home runs allowed in eight starts at
night compared to 0-3 with a 6.27 ERA (13 er in 18.2 ip) and five home runs allowed in three starts during
the day...in two seasons with the A’s, he is 15-7 with a 3.16 ERA (64 in 182.1 ip) in 29 starts at night
compared to 3-8 with a 5.40 ERA (46 er n 76.2 ip) in 13 starts during the day.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-2 with a 2.43 ERA (9 er in 33.1 ip) and .234 (30 for 128) opponents batting

ERA...was the first pitcher on an A's Opening Day roster to win each of his first three starts since Dave
Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990...that extended his winning streak to five games dating
back to last year...had never won more than two consecutive games in his career.

2013 START-BY-START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’'s 6-2 win over Seattle April 3 in
Oakland...did not allow a run over his final six innings...won his second consecutive start in the A’'s 11-5
win at Los Angeles April 10...allowed single runs in the first, third and fifth innings....won his third
consecutive start in the A’s 11-2 win over Houston April 15 in Oakland...retired 10 of the first 11 batters he
faced before allowing a RBI single to Pena in the fourth...was the losing pitcher in the A’s 8-1 loss at Tampa
Bay April 21...allowed three runs in the first inning but only one was earned following a Reddick error...was
the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-0 loss to Baltimore April 26 in Oakland...blanked the Orioles on four hits and

Was on the A’s Opening Day roster for the fifth consecutive season.

BARTOLO COLON

Did not walk a batter over his first three starts to become the first Athletics pitcher since at least
1916 to start the season with three consecutive games of five or more innings and no walks...had a
four-game streak with no walks and at least five innings pitched dating back to 2012, which was the
longest streak by an Athletics pitcher since at least 1916.

YOENIS CESPEDES

Became the A’s 14th different Opening Day starter in left field in the last 14 years April 1 against
Seattle.

Was placed on the 15-day disabled list April 13 with a strained muscle in his left hand...it was his
second career stint on the DL as he was out from May 7-31 last year with a muscle strain in his left
hand...went 3 for 9 (.333) with a home run and four RBI on a three-game rehab assignment with
Sacramento...was reinstated April 28.

Tossed a three-hit shutout in the A’s rain-shortened 13-0 seven-inning win at Boston April 23...it
was his 10th career shutout, his first since May 30, 2011 at Oakland...the seven-inning shutout was
third shortest in Oakland history and the shortest since Vida Blue fired 6.0 innings April 9, 1971
against Kansas City...the last complete game of fewer than eight innings by an A’s pitcher was by
Steve Ontiveros on May 16, 1995 against Chicago (5.0 ip).

Walked Jacoby Ellsbury to lead off the sixth inning April 23 at Boston, snapping a streak of 32.0
innings and 121 batters faced without a walk dating back to his last walk on August 12, 2012 at
Chicago (AL)...the 32.0-inning streak was the longest in Oakland history by a starter and second
longest overall to Dennis Eckersley’s streak of 50.1 innings from Aug. 17, 1989-June 12, 1990.
Did not strike out a batter May 14 against Texas, his eighth career start without a strikeout...it was
the first time in a game in which he pitched more than 4.0 innings.

Walked two batters May 20 at Texas, snapping a season-opening streak of eight consecutive starts
with one walk or fewer and two innings or more...that was the longest season-opening streak by an
Athletics pitcher since at least 1916

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RYAN COOK

Allowed his first run of the season on the road May 26 at Houston, snapping a 22.2-inning scoreless
streak on the road dating back to Aug. 11, 2012...the road scoreless streak is third longest in Oakland
history by a reliever.

Hit his ninth career leadoff home run April 5 at Houston, his seventh with the A’s...in Oakland his-
tory, only Rickey Henderson (43) and Campy Campaneris (10) have more.

Homered and doubled in all three games at Houston April 5-7 to become the second player in Oak-
land history with both a double and a home run in three consecutive games (Matt Stairs, August
14-16, 1997).

Homered in a career-high four consecutive games from April 5-9...is the first leadoft hitter in Oak-
land history to homer in four straight games. . .the last Athletic to do it was Wally Moses (July 21-23,
1937).

Had a 12-game hitting streak from April 3 to 19... went 20 for 51 (.392) with 18 runs, seven doubles,
one triple, five home runs, nine RBI, nine walks and seven multiple hit games during the streak,
which was his 11th of 10 or more games.

Had the fourth “walk-off sacrifice bunt” in Oakland history April 28 against Baltimore...the last was
by Marco Scutaro on April 16, 2005 against Anaheim...had two walk-off sacrifice flies last year, in
addition to a single.

Finished April with 24 runs scored to set an Oakland record for runs in April...broke the previous
mark of 23 by Jose Canseco in 1988.

* Had his first career game-ending RBI April 12 against Detroit, a home run in the bottom of the 12th
inning.

Was a perfect 4 for 4 April 27 against Baltimore, matching his career high in hits (August 17, 2012
vs. Cleveland)...also had four-hit games May 14 against Texas and May 25 at Houston.

Was named American League Player of the Week for the week of April 22-28...it was his first career
weekly honor...went 12 for 22 (.545) with four runs, seven doubles (.864 slugging percentage), 10
RBI and seven walks (1 sf, .633 on-base percentage) in seven games.

* Had a career-high tying four RBI April 15 against Houston (fourth time, last: September 19, 2011
vs. Baltimore).

Went 4 for 4 April 19 at Tampa, the third four-hit game of his career.

Went 2 for 9 in the 19-inning game April 29 against Los Angeles to tie the Oakland record for at bats
in a game (11th time, last: Mike Heath at Texas, July 1, 1979).

Set an Oakland record for hits in the month of April with 34...broke the previous mark of 33 held
by Stan Javier (1994) and Ben Grieve (1998)...had 11 doubles, which tied the Oakland April record
(Mark Ellis, 2003).

BRANDON MOSS

Matched his career high with five RBI April 10 at Los Angeles (also September 29, 2012 vs. Seattle)
after driving in four runs the night before.



Had a career-high four strikeouts April 12 against Detroit...matched that figure April 29 against Los
Angeles and May 12 at Seattle.

Was on the paternity list from April 16 to 18 for the birth of his second son, Brody. (April 16).
Went 0 for 4 April 21 at Tampa Bay to snap a 15-game road hitting streak dating back to Sept. 20,
2012...hit .463 (25 for 54) during the streak.

Hit the game-ending home run in the bottom of the 19th inning April 29 against Los Angeles, his

Played third base for the second time as a professional May 24 at Houston in the ninth inning...the
other time was in 2002 with the Red Sox affiliate in the Gulf Coast League.

PAT NESHEK

Did not allow a run in nine spring training appearances (8.1 ip) and has not allowed a run in 19
games (17.1 ip) over the last two springs.
Is on his fifth Opening Day roster (2007-08 and 2010 with Minnesota, 2011 with San Diego).

DEREK NORRIS

Grounded out as a pinch hitter in the seventh inning April 29 against Los Angeles and ended up
going 0 for 5 with a walk...he and Rosales had six plate appearances, which match the most in
Oakland history by a player not in the starting lineup (nine times, last: Jerry Browne on June 12,
1992 vs. Texas).

SHANE PETERSON

Made his Major League debut with a start at first base April 16 against Houston and went 0 for 4.
Singled off Xavier Cedeno in the fourth inning April 17 against Houston for his first Major League
hit.

JOSH REDDICK

Hit .139 in April, which was the third lowest April batting average in Oakland history (min. 75
PA)...Don Baylor hit .129 in 1976 and Ben Grieve hit .132 in 1999.

CHRIS RESOP

Is on his fifth Opening Day roster (2006 with Florida, 2008 with Atlanta and 2011-12 with Pitts-
burgh).

FERNANDO RODRIGUEZ

Was placed on the 60-day disabled list March 23 with a sprained right elbow.
Had successful UCL reconstruction surgery March 27...the procedure was performed by Dr. Thom-
as Mehlhoff at the Texas Orthopedic Hospital in Houston, Texas.

ADAM ROSALES

Began the season on the disabled list as he was added to the 15-day DL March 26 with a strained
left intercostal...hit .320 (8 for 25) with one home run and one RBI during a six-game rehab assign-
ment with Single-A Stockton (April 17-19) and Triple-A Sacramento (April 21-24)...was reinstated
April 25.
