ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Won last night to improve to 39-27, which is the best record by an A’s team over the first 66 
games since the 1992 club also started the year 39-27 (lost game 67)…a win tonight would give the A’s their 
best start since 1990 (43-24)…the win last night moved the A’s into a tie for first place in the American League 
West with Texas…have spent three of the last five days with at least a share of first in the West…for the 
season, have spent 15 days in sole possession of first, three days tied for first, 46 days in second, four days 
tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth…have won eight of the last 11 
games, 14 of the last 18 and 19 of the last 24…are 21-8 over the last 29 games, which is the best record in the 
majors since May 11 (STL, 20-10)…went 12-4 over the first 16 games this year (second best record in the 
majors through April 18) and 6-15 over the next 21 contests (tied for the worst in the majors from April 19 to 
May 10)…are 96-53 (.644) since July 1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors over that span (CIN, 
93-57)…are 102-60 over the last 162 games…lost back-to-back games Saturday and Sunday in Chicago for 
the first time since May 14-15. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-0 on this six-game homestand against New York (1-0) and Seattle (three 
games) and now have a nine-game home winning streak…that is tied for the fifth longest home winning streak 
in Oakland history and is the longest since a 10-game streak from Aug. 11-Sept. 1, 2006…it is the longest 
home winning streak in the majors this year…have not lost at home since May 15…the pitching staff has a 1.76 
ERA (16 er in 82.0 ip) and .199 (59 for 297) opponents batting average during the current home winning 
streak…are 19-10 (.655) at home for the season, which is the third best home record in the American 
League…went 4-3 on the last road trip to Milwaukee (2-1) and Chicago (2-2) and have won 10 of the last 15 
road games…are 20-17 (.541) on the road overall, which is fourth best in the AL. 

STARTING PITCHING: Bartolo Colón tossed 6.0 shutout innings last night, ending the A’s streak of seven 
consecutive games with seven or more innings from their starters, which was their longest such streak in eight 
years…starters are now 14-3 with a 2.53 ERA (45 er in 160.0 ip) and .220 (129 for 587) opponents batting 
average over the last 24 games (since May 17)…have tossed seven or more innings 15 times over that stretch 
and allowed one run or fewer 12 times…have walked two batters or fewer 20 times over the last 24 games (33 
bb in 160.0 ip, 1.86 per nine innings)…are 28-24 with a 4.07 ERA (181 er in 400.1 ip) for the season…are tied 
for the American League lead in innings pitched, rank third in wins, fourth in opponents on-base percentage 
(.301) and eighth in ERA. 

PITCHING: The A’s have a 2.68 ERA (64 er in 214.2 ip) and .226 (180 for 796) opponents batting average over 
the last 24 games (since May 17)…have a 3.74 ERA for the season, which ranks fifth in the American 
League…have the second lowest opponents on-base percentage in the AL (.297), have issued the third fewest 
walks (165), rank fourth in opponents slugging (.392) and tied for fourth in shutouts (5). 

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the American League in hit by pitches (27), rank second in walks (255), third in 
doubles (131) and fourth in on-base percentage (.329), extra base hits (206) and intentional walks (15)…have 
hit 13 home runs in the last eight games but have just 66 for the season, which is fourth fewest in the AL. 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 28-13 (.683) record in night games, which is tied with St. Louis for the best 
record in the majors…are 11-14 (.440) during the day, which is the third worst mark in the American 
League…have a 3.31 ERA (138 er in 375.2 ip) at night compared to 4.50 (109 er in 218.0 ip) during the 
day…have the lowest night ERA in the AL and the third highest day ERA. 

SERIES NOTES: The A’s won the first game of this series last night and now have a 10-game winning streak in 
game one of a series…that is tied for the second longest such streak in Oakland history to a 12-game streak 
from July 2-Aug. 10, 2001…are 16-6 in game one of a series for the season…split a four-game series with 
Chicago over the weekend and are now 6-0-2 over the last eight series…the eight consecutive series without a 
loss is the A’s longest streak since they went 5-0-4 over a nine-series stretch from Aug. 27-Sept. 27, 
2009…have swept seven series this year…last year, the A’s did not record their first sweep until June 12-14 at 
Colorado 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 10-3 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied with Baltimore, Boston and 
Kansas City for the American League lead in last at bat wins…have won eight of their last nine one-run games 
and are 13-7 (.650) in those games for the season…lead the AL in one-run wins and have the second best 
record (Cleveland, 11-5)…are 5-2 (.667) in extra inning games…are tied with Cleveland for the AL lead in extra 
inning wins and own the fourth best record…have three wins when trailing after eight innings, which is tied with 
Toronto for the most in the AL…have four “walk-off” wins, which is tied for third in the AL. 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 27-8 (.771) with both Céspedes and Crisp in the lineup, 12-19 (.387) 
without…A’s pinch hitters are 6 for 62 (.097) and have the second lowest batting average in the American 
League (Baltimore, .095)…led the AL in pinch plate appearances (71), rank second in walks (8) and tied for 
second in home runs (2) and RBI (7)…the A’s also lead the AL in plate appearances (89) and grounded into 
double plays (7) with the bases loaded…are tied for the lead in bases loaded doubles (6), rank second in RBI 
(56) and are third in walks (7). 

AGAINST LEFT-HANDERS: The A’s faced a left-handed starting pitcher in each of their previous five games 
and 11 of the previous 16…went 8-3 in those 11 games against lefties and are 15-10 (.600) in games in which 
the opponent starts a left-hander for the season…the 25 games against lefties are the most in the American 
League and second most in the majors (Milwaukee, 26)…are batting .256 (213 for 832) against left-handed 
pitchers compared to .242 (347 for 1431) against right-handers. 

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 20-8 (.714) against American League West competition compared to 
19-19 (.500) against everyone else…are tied with Atlanta the best intra-division record in the majors…are 
batting .268 (269 for 1002) with 166 runs (5.93 per game) in 28 games against the AL West compared to .231 
(291 for 1261) with 142 runs (3.74 per game) in 38 games against the rest of baseball.

2 (.778) in his starting assignment this 
year and are 12-4 (.750) in his 
career…has tossed six or more innings in 
five of his nine starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer four times and walked two batters or 
fewer six times. 

TWO-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 2-0 
with a 2.08 ERA (6 er in 26.0 ip), .191 (18 
for 94) opponents batting average and 
three walks in 26.0 innings over his last 
four starts…that matches the longest 
winning streak of his career (Aug. 16-Sept. 11, 2012)…went 1-2 with a 7.27 ERA, .257 opponents batting 
average and 12 walks in 26.0 innings over his first five starts. 

ROOKIE LEADERS: Is tied for second among American League rookies in wins (3), ranks third in 
strikeouts (44) and innings pitched (52.0) and fourth in games started (9). 

THE LONG BALL: Has not allowed a home run in his last five starts (30.1 ip) after allowing 14 home runs 
over the first 11 starts of his career (61.0 ip)…has surrendered just three home runs in 52.0 innings for the 
season for an average of 0.52 per nine innings…that is the fifth best mark in the American League among 
pitchers with 50 or more innings pitched…using the same minimum, he has the fifth lowest slugging 
percentage (.318). 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .192 (15 for 78) batting average the first time through the lineup, 
.248 (29 for 117) after that…the mark the first time through the lineup is sixth lowest among American 
League pitchers with 50 or more innings…opponents are batting .189 (23 for 122) with the bases empty 
compared to .288 (21 for 73) with runners on base…including .359 (14 for 39) with runners in scoring 
position, which is fifth highest in the AL among pitchers with 50 or more innings…has yielded a .315 (23 for 
73) batting average to the first three hitters in the order compared to .172 (21 for 122) against the four 
through nine hitters…has issued 10 of his 15 walks to left-handed hitters. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 1-1 with a 5.14 ERA (12 er in 21.0 ip) and .256 (21 for 82) opponents batting 
average in four starts at home compared to 2-1 with a 4.35 ERA (15 er in 31.0 ip) and .204 (23 for 113) 
opponents average in five starts on the road…his career numbers are 1-2 with a 5.53 ERA (25 er in 40.2 ip) 
in eight starts in Oakland, 4-1 with a 3.38 ERA (19 er in 50.2 ip) in eight starts on the road…has allowed 10 
of his 14 career home runs at home. 

BRIEFLY: Was on the A’s Opening Day roster and started the fifth game of the season April 5 at 
Houston…was optioned to Sacramento the next day when Bartolo Colón was reinstated from the 
suspended list…went 3-0 with a 0.96 ERA in three starts with the River Cats before being recalled from 
Sacramento April 29 to start for Brett Anderson…started that night, was optioned to Sacramento April 30 
and recalled May 1 when Anderson went on the DL…is 2-2 with a 4.20 ERA (19 er in 40.2 ip) in eight starts 
since then. 

2013 START-BY-START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 8-3 victory at Houston April 5…struck out a 
career-high  and Oakland rookie record tying 11 batters in 6.2 innings (sixth time, last: Tim Hudson, Sept. 
10, 1999 at Tampa Bay)…is the ninth pitcher in Oakland history to strikeout 11 or more in fewer than seven 
innings, the first since Kirk Saarloos on September 19, 2006 (11 so in 5.0 ip)…did not issue a walk and is 
the 12th pitcher in Oakland to strikeout 11 or more without walking a batter…had a no decision in the A’s 10-
8, 19-inning win over Los Angeles April 29 in Oakland…allowed a career-high six runs in 4.2 innings…left 
trailing 6-1 but the A’s eventually tied the game before winning in the 19th in a 6 hour and 32 minute game, 
the longest by time in Oakland history…had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 win at New York May 5…had a 4-1 
lead before he was charged with two of the Yankees runs in a three-run sixth inning…was relieved by 
Blevins with one out and runners on first and second and he allowed both runs to score plus one of his own 
for the blown save…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 6-3 loss at Seattle May 10…allowed a career-high 
tying six runs in 5.0 innings…lost his second consecutive start in the A’s 6-2 loss to Texas May 15 in 
Oakland…tossed just 4.1 innings, matching his career low…faced the minimum over the first two innings 
but then allowed a bases loaded two-run single to Berkman in the third inning…was charged with three of 
the Rangers runs in a four-run fifth inning…allowed a RBI single to Beltre and was relieved by Chavez with 
runners on first and third…Chavez allowed a three-run home run to Cruz…combined with Doolittle and 
Balfour on a three-hit shutout in the A’s 1-0 win at Texas May 21…tossed a career-high 7.0 innings and 
allowed two of the hits…did not walk a batter to become just the second visiting pitcher at Rangers Ballpark 
to toss seven or more innings and allow two or fewer baserunners (Erik Bedard, July 7, 2007)…retired the 
first seven batters before Pierzynski singled with one out in the third…then set down nine straight before 
Profar singled with one out in the sixth…won his second consecutive start in the A’s 4-1 win over San 
Francisco May 27…blanked the Giants on three hits over the first five innings to extend his scoreless streak 
to a career-high 12.0 innings…had a 2-0 lead when he walked Blanco to start the sixth…Blanco went to 
third on a Scutaro single and scored on a Posey ground out…had a no decision in the A’s 4-3, 10 inning win 
over Chicago June 1 in Oakland…the A’s scored single runs in each of the first two innings and he allowed 
his first run in the third on a RBI single by Dunn…then retired 10 of the final 11 batters he faced and was 
relieved by Doolittle to start the seventh inning with the A’s leading 3-1…Doolittle allowed two runs for the 
blown save. 

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 5-4, 10-inning win at Chicago last Thursday…matched his 
career-high by tossing 7.0 innings…allowed three runs in the third inning on a two-run single by Ramirez 
and a RBI single by Rios…the A’s scored single runs in the fourth and fifth but he allowed a De Aza RBI 
single in the bottom of the fifth to make the score 4-2…the A’s scored single runs in the sixth and seventh to 
tie the game. 

STRAILY vs. NEW YORK: Had a no decision in his only career start, a 5-4 A’s win at New York earlier this 
year on May 5…the A’s scored a run in the third, but he allowed a run in the bottom of the third on a Cano 
RBI single…Oakland then built a 4-1 lead before he was charged with two of the Yankees runs in a three-
run sixth inning…was relieved by Blevins with one out and runners on first and second and he allowed both 
runs to score plus one of his own for the blown save. 

WITH SACRAMENTO: Went 3-0 with a 0.96 ERA (18.2 ip, 11 h, 5 r, 2 er, 6 bb, 20 so) in three starts with 
Sacramento…was tied for the Pacific Coast League lead in wins at the time of his April 29 promotion…has 
a .159 opponents batting average, including .111 (3 for 27) by left-handed hitters compared to .190 (8 for 
42) by right-handers…did not allow a home run in 18.2 innings.

 Has not allowed a run in 17 of his last 18 appearances (1 er in 17.2 ip, 0.51 ERA) and has a 1.35 ERA 
for the season, which ranks seventh among AL relievers.  

 Has not yielded a run in 11 appearances on the road (10.1 ip).

June 7 at Norfolk…allowed season-highs in runs (3) and hits (4) in 1.0 inning against Lehigh Valley July 
21…surrendered two more runs the next day and his ERA reached a season-high 2.93 Aug. 12…then 
tossed a season-high 3.0 scoreless innings Aug. 16 against Colorado Springs to begin a season-ending 
11.0-inning scoreless streak…also tossed 1.1 scoreless innings (2 so) in one postseason appearance for 
Pawtucket.

2010—Appeared in 56 games, his fourth consecutive season with 50 or more games…joins Dick Radatz 
(1962-65) as the only members of the Red Sox to pitch in at least 50 games in each of their first four Big 
League campaigns…became the 13th American League player overall to do it, the fifth lefty…is just 
the second Japanese-born pitcher to accomplish the feat (Shigetoshi Hasegawa, 1997-2000)…missed 
time due to his first career stint on the disabled list…tallied a career-high four losses and 4.50 ERA…
also set career highs with 59 hits and 24 runs allowed…earned the Opening Day victory April 4 against 
New York (AL), becoming the first Red Sox pitcher ever to win two Opening Day games in relief (also 
2008 against the A’s in Tokyo)…allowed an unearned run to take the loss in the team’s next game April 
6 against New York (AL), becoming the first Red Sox pitcher to earn a decision in each of Boston’s first 
two games of the season since Bill Campbell lost each of the club’s first two games in 1977…held op-
ponents to a .240 batting average and a 2.77 ERA in 29 appearances at Fenway Park compared to a .398 
clip and a 6.75 ERA in 27 games on the road…was placed on the 15-day disabled list Aug. 6 with a right 
hamstring strain…made three rehab appearances with Triple-A Pawtucket before being activated Aug. 
28…allowed runs in just 2 of his final 16 outings after coming off the DL…posted a 1.32 ERA in that 
time, including a season-high 12-game (10.0 ip) scoreless stretch from Aug. 29 to Sept. 21…finished 
second among Red Sox relievers with a 2.37 ERA after the All-Star break, including a club-best 1.38 
mark in Sept./Oct…retired 11 straight batters over three tilts from Sept. 18-21…made his 250th career 
relief appearance Sept. 21 against Baltimore, becoming the 11th player to reach that mark with Boston.

2009—Made a career-high 68 appearances for the Red Sox, which ranked eighth among American 
League left-handers…held opponents scoreless in 52 of 68 games…finished tied for fifth in the AL with 
24 holds, his third straight season to reach 20 in that category…doubled his previous career high in wins 
and equaled total from his first two seasons combined with six victories, which tied for eighth among 
AL relievers…Tom Burgmeier was Boston’s last lefty to post more relief victories in a season, going 
7-0 in 1982…that was also the last time a Sox hurler had more relief wins in a single season without a 
loss…held left-handed hitters to a .167 clip, which was eighth in the AL among pitchers with at least 
60 appearances…allowed just 16.2% (6 of 37) of inherited runners to score, which was third among 
qualifying AL pitchers…went 27 games without allowing an inherited runner to score from May 16 to 
July 24, stranding a total of 16 over that span…posted a 1.04 ERA over a stretch of 25 games from April 
28 to June 29…logged a 2.87 mark over his final 58 games beginning April 28…gave up two runs on 
four hits and did not retire a batter April 24 against New York (AL), the first time in his Major League 
career that he failed to record an out…had 16.1 scoreless innings from April 28 to June 4, which was the 
longest streak by a Boston reliever in 2009…joined Junichi Tazawa and Takashi Saito as the first trio of 
Japanese hurlers ever to appear for a ML team in a single game, Aug. 7 at New York (AL)…made one 
postseason appearance, tossing 0.1 inning in Game 3 of the ALDS against Los Angeles (AL).

2008—Notched his second straight season of at least 60 games, the second Red Sox ever to reach that 
mark in each of his first two Major League campaigns, joining Dick Radatz (1962-63)…tallied 23 holds, 
which ranked sixth in the American League…held lefties to a .184 average, including a .125 clip in his 
final 27 games…went more than 1.0 inning 10 times with a high of 2.0 innings on three occasions…let 
52.0% (13-of-25) of his inherited runners score, which was the second highest mark in the AL among 
relievers with at least 50 appearances…gave up runs in 11 of his 64 games…allowed just one run over 
his first 17 games through May 10, posting a 0.50 ERA in that span…surrendered 11 runs over his next 



16 outings from May 14to June 27, with a 6.32 ERA during that stretch…permitted runs in six of his 
final 31 appearances for a 1.91 ERA from June 29 onward…tossed 1.0 scoreless inning to earn the win 
in Boston’s 6-5, 10-inning victory over Oakland on Opening Day, March 25 in Tokyo, Japan…posted a 
1.80 ERA over eight appearances in Boston’s playoff run…pitched in each of the final three games of the 
ALDS against the Angels, allowing two earned runs in 2.2 innings (6.75 ERA)…surrendered just one hit 
in 7.1 scoreless frames over five ALCS contests, with 2.0 innings of work in Games 2, 5 and 6.

2007—In his first Major League season, led the Red Sox and all American League rookies with 66 ap-
pearances, a club record for a first-year player…was selected as the Major League Setup Man of the 
Year in fan voting in MLB.com’s This Year in Baseball Awards…also named Red Sox Unsung Hero by 
Boston BBWAA Chapter…earned a spot as the left-handed pitcher on the Topps Major League Rookie 
All-Star Team…had the eighth-best ERA among AL qualifying relievers at 2.22…opponents hit just 
.130 with runners in scoring position and .168 with runners on base, both the second-lowest marks 
among AL relievers with 50.0 or more innings…held opponents to a .255 on-base percentage, which 
was eighth lowest in AL among relief pitchers…permitted just 4 of 28 (14.3%) inherited runners to 
score…surrendered a home run to John Buck on the first pitch he threw in the Major Leagues, a sixth 
inning blast on Opening Day, April 2 at Kansas City…was the third pitcher in Red Sox history to do 
that along with Charlie Mitchell (Aug. 9, 1984 at Texas) and Jeff Suppan (July 17, 1995 against Kansas 
City)…tossed 20.2 scoreless innings over his next 20 games after Opening Day through May 20, the 
longest scoreless streak by a Red Sox lefty since Bruce Hurst’s 21.2 innings from May 5-15, 1987…
posted a 0.71 ERA in 12 April appearances to earn AL Rookie of the Month honors…was just the second 
AL middle/setup reliever to ever receive that award, joining Texas’ Frank Francisco in August 2004…
ended a span of 17.0 scoreless innings by allowing a home run to Paul Konerko July 9 against Chicago 
(AL)…earned a spot on the AL All-Star team by virtue of winning online All-Star Final Vote…received 
over 4.3 million votes…became the seventh native of Japan ever selected as an All-Star and the ninth 
Red Sox rookie…did not pitch in the July 10 game at San Francisco…beginning Aug. 10, compiled a 
7.24 ERA over his final 15 games…did not pitch from Sept. 15-26 due to left shoulder fatigue…had a 
2.45 ERA in a team-best eight appearances during the playoffs…worked 9.2 scoreless frames in his first 
six postseason outings before issuing three runs, including two homers, over 1.1 innings in Games 3 and 
4 of the World Series at Colorado…pitched 2.1 shutout frames in two ALDS outings against the Angels 
and 5.0 scoreless innings in three ALCS games versus Cleveland…was the first native of Japan to ever 
pitch in a World Series game with 2.1 scoreless innings in Game 2 at Fenway Park.

2006—After 11 seasons with Yomiuri, he pitched for Nippon-Ham in his final season in Japan before 
signing with Boston…tied for seventh in the Pacific League in saves (4) and ranked 10th in appearances 
(55)…was 2-2 with a 2.14 ERA…held opposition to a .230 batting average and had 22 holds…appeared 
in four of five games in the Japan Series against the Chunichi Dragons…Nippon-Ham won the series, 
4-1, for the franchise’s first championship since 1962.

2005—Appeared in 42 games in his final season with the Giants…was 1-0 with a 4.75 ERA…struck out 
56 and walked 19 in 53.0 innings.

2004—Was eighth in the Central League and second on the Yomiuri staff in appearances (53)…added 
five saves and a 3.09 ERA while compiling a 4-3 record…struck out 53 batters in 46.2 innings.

2003—Pitched in just 41 games, his lowest work load since 1999 (37)…his 38.2 innings were his lowest 
since tossing only 12.2 in 1996…was 2-3 with a 4.89 ERA for Yomiuri.

2002—Tied for sixth in the Central League and was second on the Giants pitching staff in appearances 
(52)…won a career-best 6 games…selected to pitch in NPB All-Star Game…was 6-3 with a 3.40 ERA 
in 52 relief appearances.

2001—Ranked fourth in Central League in saves (25) and seventh in games (58)…the saves were a 
career-high and the games pitched were his most in Japan…had a 2-1 record and a 2.76 ERA in 58 relief 
appearances.

2000—Tallied the first seven saves of his career in 56 relief appearances with Yomiuri…was 5-4 with a 
3.11 ERA…matched his career-high with 102 strikeouts in just 72.1 innings…averaged 12.69 strikeouts 
per nine innings.

1999—Pitched mostly in relief for the first time in his career…was 4-1 with a 2.97 ERA in 37 games, 
including three starts, with Yomiuri…the three starts were the final starts of his career.

1998—Was 3-6 with a 4.33 ERA in 14 games, 12 starts, with Yomiuri in his final season in which he 
was primarily a starter.

1997—Logged a 4-9 record and a 3.46 ERA in 25 games, 19 starts, in his first extensive action with 
Yomiuri…struck out a career-high 102 batters in a career-high 109.1 innings.

1996—Went 1-0 with a 0.71 ERA in five games, one start, with Yomiuri.

1995—Made one start in his NPB debut with Yomiuri…allowed a run on five hits and two walks in 5.0 
innings while striking out nine in a no decision.
