ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two straight games to improve to a season-high tying two games over .500 at 40-
27 (also 38-25 on June 7)...that is the second best record in the American League and fifth best in the
majors...it is also the eighth best record in Oakland history after 67 games...it is the best since the 1990 club
started the year 43-24...the win last night also moved the A’s into sole possession of first place in the AL
West...are one game ahead of Texas, which is the A’s largest lead in the West since April 19 (1%%)...have spent
four of the last six days with at least a share of first in the West...for the season, have spent 16 days in sole
possession of first, three days tied for first, 46 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two
days tied for fourth and one day in fifth...have won nine of the last 12 games, 15 of the last 19 and 20 of the last
25...the 20-5 mark is the best 25-game stretch in the majors this year...are 22-8 over the last 30 games, which
is the best record in the majors since May 11 (CIN and PIT, 20-10)...went 12-4 over the first 16 games this year
(second best record in the majors through April 18) and 6-15 over the next 21 contests (tied for the worst in the
majors from April 19 to May 10)...are 97-53 (.647) since July 1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors
over that span (CIN, 94-57)...are 103-59 over the last 162 games...lost back-to-back games last Saturday and
Sunday in Chicago for the first time since May 14-15.

SERIES NOTES: By winning the first two games of this series, the A’'s are now 7-0-2 over the last nine
series...the nine consecutive series without a loss is the A’s longest streak since they went 5-0-4 over a nine-
series stretch from Aug. 27-Sept. 27, 2009...have swept seven series this year...last year, the A’'s did not
record their first sweep until June 12-14 at Colorado...have won the first game in each of the last 10 series,
which is tied for the second longest such streak in Oakland history to a 12-game streak from July 2-Aug. 10,
2001...are 16-6 in game one of a series for the season.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-0 on this six-game homestand against New York (2-0) and Seattle (three
games) and now have a 10-game home winning streak...that is tied for the third longest home winning streak in
Oakland history and is the longest since Aug. 11-Sept. 1, 2006 when they also won 10 straight in Oakland...it is
the longest home winning streak in the majors this year...have not lost at home since May 15...the pitching staff
has a 1.78 ERA (18 er in 91.0 ip) and .192 (63 for 328) opponents batting average during the current home
winning streak...are 20-10 (.655) at home for the season, which is the second best home record in the
American League (Detroit, 22-10)...went 4-3 on the last road trip to Milwaukee (2-1) and Chicago (2-2) and
have won 10 of the last 15 road games...are 20-17 (.541) on the road overall, which is fourth best in the AL.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 15-3 with a 2.54 ERA (47 er in 166.2 ip) and .216 (132 for 610)
opponents batting average over the last 25 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272
opponents average over the first 42 contests...have tossed seven or more innings 15 times over the last 25
games, allowed one run or fewer 12 times and walked two batters or fewer 21 times (34 bb in 166.2 ip, 1.84 per
nine innings)...are 29-24 with a 4.05 ERA (183 er in 407.0 ip) for the season...rank third in the American
League lead in wins and innings pitched, fourth in opponents on-base percentage (.299) and fewest walks (105)
and eighth in ERA.

PITCHING: The A’s have a 2.66 ERA (66 er in 223.2 ip) and .222 (184 for 827) opponents batting average over
the last 25 games (since May 17)...have a 3.72 ERA for the season, which ranks fifth in the American
League...have the second lowest opponents on-base percentage in the AL (.296), have issued the third fewest
walks (167), rank fourth in opponents slugging (.388) and tied for fourth in shutouts (5).

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the American League in hit by pitches (27), rank second in walks (264), third in
doubles (132) and fourth in on-base percentage (.330) and intentional walks (15)...have hit 15 home runs in the
last nine games but have just 68 for the season, which is tied for fourth fewest in the AL.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 29-13 (.683) record in night games, which is the best record in the
majors...are 11-14 (.440) during the day, which is the third worst mark in the American League...have a 3.28
ERA (140 er in 384.2 ip) at night compared to 4.50 (109 er in 218.0 ip) during the day...have the lowest night
ERA in the AL and the third highest day ERA.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 10-3 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for second in the American
League in last at bat wins (Kansas City, 11)...have won eight of their last nine one-run games and are 13-7
(.650) in those games for the season...lead the AL in one-run wins and have the second best record
(Cleveland, 11-5)...are 5-2 (.667) in extra inning games...are tied for the AL lead in extra inning wins and own
the fourth best record...have three wins when trailing after eight innings, which is tied with Kansas City and
Toronto for the most in the AL...have four “walk-off” wins, which is tied for third in the AL.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 27-8 (.771) with both Céspedes and Crisp in the lineup, 13-19 (.406)
without...A’s pinch hitters are 6 for 62 (.097) and have the second lowest batting average in the American
League (Baltimore, .091)...led the AL in pinch plate appearances (71), rank second in walks (8) and tied for
second in home runs (2) and RBI (7)...the A’s also lead the AL in plate appearances (89) and grounded into
double plays (7) with the bases loaded...are tied for the lead in bases loaded doubles (6), rank second in RBI
(56) and are third in walks (7).

AGAINST LEFT-HANDERS: The A’s had faced a left-handed starting pitcher in each of their previous five
games and 11 of the previous 16 prior to last night...went 8-3 in those 11 games against lefties and are 15-10
(.600) in games in which the opponent starts a left-hander for the season...the 25 games against lefties are the
most in the American League and tied for second most in the majors (Milwaukee, 26)...are batting .257 (214 for
834) against left-handed pitchers compared to .243 (354 for 1459) against right-handers.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 20-8 (.714) against American League West competition compared to
20-19 (.513) against everyone else...are tied with Atlanta the best intra-division record in the majors...are
batting .268 (269 for 1002) with 166 runs (5.93 per game) in 28 games against the AL West compared to .232
(299 for 1291) with 147 runs (3.87 per game) in 39 games against the rest of baseball.

6 against New York (AL), becoming the first Red Sox pitcher to earn a decision in each of Boston’s first
two games of the season since Bill Campbell lost each of the club’s first two games in 1977...held op-
ponents to a .240 batting average and a 2.77 ERA in 29 appearances at Fenway Park compared to a .398
clip and a 6.75 ERA in 27 games on the road...was placed on the 15-day disabled list Aug. 6 with a right
hamstring strain...made three rehab appearances with Triple-A Pawtucket before being activated Aug.
28...allowed runs in just 2 of his final 16 outings after coming off the DL...posted a 1.32 ERA in that
time, including a season-high 12-game (10.0 ip) scoreless stretch from Aug. 29 to Sept. 21...finished
second among Red Sox relievers with a 2.37 ERA after the All-Star break, including a club-best 1.38
mark in Sept./Oct...retired 11 straight batters over three tilts from Sept. 18-21...made his 250th career
relief appearance Sept. 21 against Baltimore, becoming the 11th player to reach that mark with Boston.

Set an Oakland record for hits in the month of April with 34...broke the previous mark of 33 held
by Stan Javier (1994) and Ben Grieve (1998)...had 11 doubles, which tied the Oakland April record
(Mark Ellis, 2003).



BRANDON MOSS

Matched his career high with five RBI April 10 at Los Angeles (also September 29, 2012 vs. Seattle)
after driving in four runs the night before.

Had a career-high four strikeouts April 12 against Detroit...matched that figure April 29 against Los
Angeles and May 12 at Seattle.

Was on the paternity list from April 16 to 18 for the birth of his second son, Brody. (April 16).
Went 0 for 4 April 21 at Tampa Bay to snap a 15-game road hitting streak dating back to Sept. 20,
2012...hit .463 (25 for 54) during the streak.

Hit the game-ending home run in the bottom of the 19th inning April 29 against Los Angeles, his
third career walk-off home run (last: September 29, 2012 vs. Seattle) and fifth career game-ending
hit (also a double and single)...also homered in the sixth inning, his second career multi-homer game
(June 12,2012 at Colorado)...had 12 innings between home runs to become the 17th player in Major
League history to go at least 12 innings between home runs in one game...is the second Athletic to
do it...Reggie Jackson also went 12 innings between home runs June 11, 1969...had four strikeouts
to become the second Major Leaguer since 1916 to have at least two home runs and four strikeouts
in one game...Evan Longoria did it August 4, 2009 for Tampa Bay against Boston.

Made his first career appearance in center field May 9 (also May 13).

Hit the 7000th home run in Oakland history May 13 against Texas off Justin Grimm in the third
inning...hit the 12,000th home run in Athletics franchise history June 5 at Milwaukee, a three-run
homer off Michael Gonzalez in the seventh inning.

Played third base for the second time as a professional May 24 at Houston in the ninth inning...the
other time was in 2002 with the Red Sox affiliate in the Gulf Coast League.

PAT NESHEK

Did not allow a run in nine spring training appearances (8.1 ip) and has not allowed a run in 19
games (17.1 ip) over the last two springs.
Is on his fifth Opening Day roster (2007-08 and 2010 with Minnesota, 2011 with San Diego).

DEREK NORRIS

Arizona.

Is in his eighth season in the majors...the first seven came with Arizona...is on his seventh Opening
