game) against the Mariners this
year and .215 (197 for 917) with
95 runs (28 games, 3.4 per game)
over the last two years....over the
previous seven seasons, the A’s
have won the season series in
even numbered seasons (2006,
2008, 2010, 2012) and the
Mariners have won in odd
numbered years (2007, 2009,
2011)...the A’'s are 74-68 (.521)

ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost back-to-back games for the second time since May 17 (also last Saturday and
Sunday at Chicago)...have not lost more than two straight since losing five in a row from May 6-10...are now 3-
4 over the last seven games but have gained 1% games in the standings over that stretch as Texas has gone 2-
6...are 41-29, which is the second best record in the American League and sixth best in the majors...it matches
the best start by an A’s team over the last 21 years (also 2000 and 2003)...are in sole possession of first place
in the AL West for the fourth consecutive day and sixth time in the last nine days...prior to this year, had not
been in first place in the month of June since 2006...have a two-game lead over Texas for the third consecutive
day, which is the A’s biggest lead since a season-high 2% game lead on April 18...the last time the A’s led the
West by more than 2% games was on Oct. 1, 2006, when they finished the season with a four-game lead...for
the season, have spent 19 days in sole possession of first, three days tied for first, 46 days in second, four days
tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth.

BEST IN THE MAJORS: The A's are 21-7 (.750) over the last 28 games, which is tied for the best 28-game
stretch in the majors this year...the pitching staff has a 2.60 ERA (75 er in 259.2 ip) and .223 (213 for 957)
opponents batting average over that span...starters are 15-5 with a 2.64 ERA (55 er in 187.1 ip) and .218 (150
for 687) opponents average...are batting .251 (243 for 968) with 119 runs scored (4.25 per game) and 29 home
runs...the A’s are now 23-10 (.697) since May 11, which is the best mark in the majors over that span (St.
Louis, 22-12)...are 98-55 (.641) since July 1 of last year, which is also the best mark in the majors over that
stretch (Cincinnati, 95-59)...are 101-61 over the last 162 games.

SERIES NOTES: Have lost the first two games of this series, ending the A’s streak of nine consecutive series
without a loss...had seven wins and two splits over that stretch, which was the A’s longest since Aug. 27-Sept.
27, 2009 (also nine)...have been swept in a series twice this year, both on the road (April 19-21 at Tampa Bay;
May 6-9 at Cleveland)...have not been swept in Oakland since Sept. 3-5 of last year by Los Angeles (AL)...lost
the first game of a series Friday for the first time since May 10, also against Seattle...had won 10 consecutive
series openers, which tied for the second longest such streak in Oakland history to a 12-game streak from July
2-Aug. 10, 2001...are 16-7 in game one of a series for the season...that includes 0-3 against Seattle and 16-4
against everyone else...swept a three-game series from New York to start the homestand and have now swept
eight series this year...last year, the A’s did not record their first sweep until June 12-14 at Colorado.

AGAINST THE WEST: The A’s are 20-10 (.667) against American League West competition compared to 21-
19 (.525) against everyone else...have the second best intra-division record in the AL (Texas, 19-9)...are
batting .265 (282 for 1064) with 168 runs (5.60 per game) in 30 games against the AL West compared to .230
(311 for 1353) with 150 runs (3.75 per game) in 40 games against the rest of baseball...are 0-2 in this 10-game
stretch against divisional foes that also features four games at Texas and three games at Seattle.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’'s have a 29-14 (.683) record in night games, which is the best record in the majors
ahead of St. Louis (28-15)...are 12-15 (.444) during the day, which is the third worst mark in the American
League...have a 3.27 ERA (143 er in 393.2 ip) at night compared to 4.22 (115 er in 245.0 ip) during the
day...have the lowest night ERA in the AL and the fifth highest day ERA.

LEAGUE RANKS: The A’'s pitching staff has the lowest opponents on-base percentage in the American
League (.296), ranks third in ERA (3.64) and opponents batting average (.242) and fourth in opponents slugging
percentage (.386)...A’s starting pitchers lead the AL in innings pitched (427.2), rank third in wins (29), fourth in
opponents batting average (.249) and opponents on-base percentage (.299) and eighth in ERA (4.02)...A’s
hitters lead the majors in walks (273)...are tied for the AL lead in hit by pitches (27), rank third in doubles (137),
tied for third in intentional walks (17) and fourth in on-base percentage (.327).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 3-2 on this six-game homestand against New York (3-0) and Seattle (0-
2)...are 21-12 (.636) at home for the season, which is the second best home record in the American League
(Detroit, 22-10)...had their 11-game home winning streak snapped Friday night as the A’s lost in Oakland for
the first time since May 15...it was the third longest home winning streak in Oakland history and was the longest
since a 12-game streak from Aug. 13-Sept. 14, 2002...went 4-3 on the last road trip to Milwaukee (2-1) and
Chicago (2-2) and have won 10 of the last 15 road games...are 20-17 (.541) on the road overall, which is third
best in the AL...leave following the game today for a seven-game road trip to Texas (four games) and Seattle
(three games).

CLOSE CALLS: Lost for just the second time in their last 11 one-run games Friday night and are now 14-8
(.636) in one-run games for the season...lead the American League in one-run wins, have the second best
record (Cleveland, 12-6) and are tied for third in most games...are 6-2 (.750) in extra inning games...lead the
AL in extra inning wins and have the third best record...are 11-3 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied
with Baltimore and Kansas City for the AL lead in last at bat wins...have five “walk-off" wins, which is tied for
second in the AL (Cleveland, 6)...have three wins when trailing after eight innings, which is tied with Kansas
City and Toronto for the most in the AL.

AGAINST LEFT-HANDERS: The A’'s completed a stretch Friday where they faced a left-handed starting pitcher
12 times in 19 games...went 8-4 in those 12 games and are 15-11 (.576) in games in which the opponent starts
a left-hander for the season...the 26 games against lefties are tied with the Dodgers and Brewers for the most
in the majors...are 26-18 (.591) when the opponent starts a right-hander...are batting .255 (221 for 868) against
left-handed pitchers compared to .240 (372 for 1549) against right-handers.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 27-9 (.750) with both Céspedes and Crisp in the lineup, 14-20 (.412)
without...A’s pinch hitters are 7 for 65 (.108) and have the second lowest batting average in the American
League (Chicago, .105)...lead the AL in pinch plate appearances (75), rank second in walks (9) and tied for
second in home runs (2) and RBI (7)...the A’s also lead the AL in plate appearances (90) and grounded into
double plays (7) with the bases loaded...are tied for the lead in bases loaded doubles (6), rank second in RBI
(57) and tied for third in walks (7).

April 21-May 17, 2007 when he also won five straight...went 3-0 with a 2.42 ERA, .235 opponents batting
average and two home runs allowed in 26.0 innings over his first four starts...was 0-2 with a 7.17 ERA, .314
opponents batting average and five home runs in 21.1 innings in four starts in between (April 28 to May 14).

WINS: Picked up his eighth win of the season in his last start, which is tied for third in the American
League...those are his most wins before the All-Star Break since 2005 when he was 11-5 at the break in his
Cy Young season with Los Angeles (AL)...the last A’s pitcher to win his eighth game on or before June 11
was Mark Mulder in 2003 (May 29)...Mulder is the last A’s pitcher with nine wins on or before June 16 (June
13).

AMONG THE LEADERS: Leads the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (1.08), is tied for
the lead in complete games (2) and shutouts (2), ranks fourth in winning percentage (.800), fifth in strikeout
to walk ratio (4.90), tied for seventh in grounded into double plays (11), ninth in opponents on-base
percentage (.279) and 10" in ERA (2.92)...is averaging the second fewest pitches per inning (13.9) and
fourth fewest pitches per game (89.2)...is one of three qualifying pitchers in the AL that has not allowed a
stolen base...has the second highest run support (7.02).

AT HOME: Is 3-0 with a 2.70 ERA (12 er in 40.0 ip) in six starts at home this year...now has a six-game
winning streak in the Coliseum dating back to Aug. 2 of last year...has a 1.86 ERA (13 er in 63.0 ip) and
.213 (49 for 230) opponents batting average over that nine-start stretch, during which he has walked just six
batters (0.86 per nine innings)...has not lost in Oakland since July 17, 2012 against Texas.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 4-0 with a 2.53 ERA (9 er in 32.0 ip) in five starts against American League West
teams compared to 4-2 with a 3.16 ERA (18 er in 51.1 ip) in eight starts against everyone else...in two
seasons with the A’s, he is 9-3 with a 2.42 ERA (26 er in 96.2 ip) in 14 starts against the AL West compared
to 9-8 with a 3.82 ERA (59 er in 139.0 ip) in 23 starts against all other teams.

NOT WILD: Does not have a wild pitch in two seasons with the A’s, a stretch of 37 starts and 235.2 innings
pitched...the 37 consecutive starts without a wild pitch is third longest in Oakland history...Barry Zito had a
38-start streak (July 2, 2002-July 13, 2003) and Catfish Hunter holds the record with 42 (June 25, 1972-
June 27, 1973)...now has a streak of 420.0 innings pitched since his last wild pitch on May 26, 2009 at Los
Angeles (AL), which is the longest active streak in the majors.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 5-0 with a 2.06 ERA (11 er in 48.0 ip) and .216 (37 for 171) opponents batting
average in seven starts at night compared to 3-2 with a 4.08 ERA (16 er in 35.1 ip) and .312 (44 for 141)
opponents average in six starts during the day...ranks fourth in the American League in night ERA...now
has a nine-game winning streak in night games dating back to July 28 of last year...has a 1.41 ERA (12 er
in 76.2 ip) over that 11-start stretch...his last loss at night was July 17, 2012 against Texas...in two seasons
with the A’s, he is 14-5 with a 2.62 ERA (44 er in 151.1 ip) in 23 starts at night compared to 4-6 with a 4.38
ERA (41 er in 84.1 ip) in 14 starts during the day.

ACTIVE LEADERS: Tossed the 34" complete game of his career May 31...among active pitchers, only
Roy Halladay (67) and CC Sabathia (36) have more...also ranks fifth among active pitchers in wins (179),
sixth in games started (388) and shutouts (11), seventh in strikeouts (1882) and eighth in innings pitched
(2476.2).

40-YEAR OLD: Has two shutouts, which are the most in a season by an Athletics 40-year old since Jack
Quinn had four for the Philadelphia A’s in 1928...the last American League pitcher with two shutouts as a
40-year old is Dennis Martinez, who had two in 1995 for Cleveland at age 41...the last A’s 40-year old with
two complete games is Tom Candiotti in 1998 (3)...ages are based on a players age as of June 30".

DOMINICAN LEADERS: His 179 wins are third most among Dominican-born pitchers behind Juan Marichal
(243) and Pedro Martinez (219)...also ranks third among Dominicans in games started (388), innings
pitched (2476.2) and strikeouts (1882).

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed six of his seven home runs to left-handed hitters...has surrendered
58 home runs over his last four seasons, 45 of which have been hit by lefties...has a .208 (20 for 96)
opponents batting average over his first 30 pitches in a game, .323 (53 for 164) with six of his seven home
runs from pitches 31-75 and .154 (8 for 52) after that...has yielded a .312 (48 for 154) batting average to the
first four hitters in the order, .209 (33 for 158) against the bottom five.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 6-4 victory over New York on Tuesday...tossed 6.0
shutout innings and allowed just three hits but walked four batters, his most in two seasons with the
A’s...loaded the bases with one out in the first but got Youkilis and Overbay to foul out...did not allow a
runner past first base over his final five innings.

COLON vs. SEATTLE: Is 16-12 with a 3.97 ERA (208.2 ip, 205 h, 102 r, 92 er, 47 bb, 142 so, 18 hr) in 33
career appearances, all starts...the 16 wins are the most among active pitchers against the Mariners...the
12 losses and 33 starts are his most against any team...is 10-1 with a 1.91 ERA (18 er in 84.2 ip) in 12
career starts at Safeco Field, 5-9 with a 5.09 ERA (63 er in 111.1 ip) in 18 starts in his home ballparks and
1-0 with a 1.13 ERA (1 er in 8.0 ip) in one start in Tokyo...was 0-2 with a 19.29 ERA (10 er in 4.2 ip) in two
starts in the Kingdome...has not faced the Mariners this year...went 2-1 with a 2.89 ERA (28.0 ip, 23 h, 9,
9 er, 2 bb, 19 so, 1 hr) in four starts last year...was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-1 victory over Seattle in
Tokyo March 29...was the losing pitcher in the A’s 8-7 loss to Seattle April 7 in Oakland...yielded seven
earned runs, which were his most since July 6, 2007 at New York (AL)...combined with Cook and Balfour
on a three-hit shutout in the A’s 4-0 win at Seattle April 13...had a no decision in the A’s 2-1, 13-inning win
over Seattle July 8 in Oakland...has three career complete games against the Mariners, most recently July
5, 2006 at Seattle, a four-hit shutout.

in three career starts against Texas...including 1-1 with a 3.18 ERA (11.1ip, 6 h, 5, 4 er, 4 bb, 2 so) in two starts this year.

Hit .139 in April, which was the third lowest April batting average in Oakland history (min. 75
PA)...Don Baylor hit .129 in 1976 and Ben Grieve hit .132 in 1999.

Was on the 15-day disabled list from May 7 to 30 with a sprained right wrist...it was his first career
stint on the DL...went 3 for 14 (.214) with five runs, three walks, one strikeout and two stolen bases
during a four-game rehab assignment with Single-A Stockton (May 27) and Triple-A Sacramento
(May 28-30)...appeared in two games in right field and two at designated hitter.



Walked with the bases loaded in the 10th inning June 1 against Chicago to force in the winning
run...it was the 25th “walk-off” walk in Oakland history, the first since Bobby Crosby did it in the
17th inning against Los Angeles (NL) June 17, 2006...it was his third career walk-off RBI (single,
double).

Is in his eighth season in the majors...the first seven came with Arizona...is on his seventh Opening
Day roster.



Made his A’s debut April 3 against Seattle and homered in the seventh inning...became the 20th
player in Oakland history to homer in his first game with the A’s (last: Jonny Gomes, March 29,
2012 vs. Seattle at Tokyo).
