e The A’s hit back-to-back home runs in the seventh inning (Donaldson and Smith)...it is the fifth time the A’s have hit back-to-back home runs

this season.

e Bartolo Colon is 6-0 with a 1.04 ERA (5 er in 43.0 ip) in his last six starts...the winning streak is an A’s season high and is his longest since
July 21-Sept 10 2005 when he won a career-high eight straight ...has tossed at least seven innings in four of his last five starts.

e Josh Donaldson (2 for 5, 2 r, 2b, hr, rbi, so) snapped his 0 for 16 streak with a double in the fourth inning.

e John Jaso (1 for 1, r, rbi, 3 bb, sf) had a career-high tying three walks (five times, last: July 25, 2012 vs. New York).
