ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Are 5-5 over the last 10 games but have gained 2½ games in the standings over that span 
as Texas has gone 3-8…remain in sole possession of first place in the American League West for the seventh 
consecutive day and ninth day in the last 12 days…have a season-high tying three-game lead (also June 
16)…have not had a larger lead since Oct. 1, 2006 when they finished the season with a four-game lead…have 
not had a larger lead before the All-Star Break since June 19, 1992 when they had a four-game lead…are 43-
30, which is the second best record in the AL and fifth best in the majors…it matches the best start by an A’s 
team over the last 23 years (1992, 2000 and 2003)…are 23-8 over the last 31 games, which is tied for the best 
31-game stretch in the majors this year…are 25-11 (.694) since May 11, which is the best mark in the majors 
over that span (Cincinnati and Pittsburgh, 23-13)…are 100-56 (.641) since July 1 of last year, which is also the 
best mark in the majors over that stretch (Cincinnati, 97-60)…are 102-60 over the last 162 games…for the 
season, have spent 22 days in sole possession of first, three days tied for first, 46 days in second, four days 
tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 17-5 with a 2.84 ERA (65 er in 206.0 ip) and .223 (169 for 759) 
opponents batting average over the last 31 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272 
opponents batting average over the first 42 contests…have tossed seven or more innings in 18 of the 31 games 
allowed two runs or fewer 20 times…are 31-26 with a 4.05 ERA (201 er in 446.1 ip) for the season…lead the AL 
in innings pitched, rank third in wins, fourth in fewest walks (115) and eighth in ERA…have surrendered the 
third most home runs (56). 

PITCHING: The A’s allowed a season-low tying three hits last night for the fourth time this year, including twice 
at Texas (also May 21)…the pitching staff has compiled a 2.74 ERA (87 er in 285.2 ip) and .224 (236 for 1053) 
opponents batting average over the last 31 games (since May 17) after logging a 4.35 ERA and .255 opponents 
average over the first 42 contests…for the season, ranks second in the American League in opponents on-base 
percentage (.296), tied for second in fewest walks (184) and third in ERA (3.66), opponents batting average 
(.242) and opponents slugging percentage (.386). 

OFFENSE: The A’s are 32 for 106 (.302) with 23 runs scored over the last three games after hitting .204 with 
23 runs scored over the previous eight contests…have hit a season-high four home runs twice this year, both in 
the month of June (6th at Chicago, Sunday vs. Seattle)…have 22 home runs this month, which is second most 
in the American League to Boston (25)…for the season, the A’s are tied with Boston for the Major League lead 
in walks (281)…lead the AL in hit by pitches (28), rank third in doubles (145) and extra base hits (231) and 
fourth in runs scored (341) and intentional walks (17). 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 30-15 (.667) record in night games, which is the best record in the 
majors…are 13-15 (.464) during the day, which is the fifth worst mark in the American League…have a 3.35 
ERA (153 er in 410.2 ip) at night compared to 4.15 (117 er in 254.0 ip) during the day…have the second lowest 
night ERA in the AL and the fifth highest day ERA…are batting .254 (400 for 1576) with 234 runs scored in night 
games (5.20 per game) compared to .238 (225 for 947) with 107 runs during the day (3.82 per game). 

AGAINST THE WEST: The A’s are 22-11 (.667) against American League West competition compared to 21-
19 (.525) against everyone else…are tied with Atlanta, Philadelphia and Texas for the best intra-division record 
in the majors…are batting .268 (314 for 1170) with 191 runs (5.79 per game) against the AL West compared to 
.230 (311 for 1353) with 150 runs (3.75 per game) against the rest of baseball...are 2-3 in this 10-game stretch 
against divisional foes that runs through Sunday (1-2 vs. Seattle, 1-1 at Texas, 0-0 at Seattle). 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-1 on this seven-game road trip to Texas (1-1) and Seattle (three 
games)…went 4-3 on the last road trip to Milwaukee (2-1) and Chicago-AL (2-2) and have won 11 of the last 17 
road games…are 21-18 (.538) on the road overall, which is the third best road record in the American 
League…went 4-2 on the last homestand against New York (3-0) and Seattle (1-2) and are 22-12 (.647) at 
home for the season, which is the second best home record in the AL. 

SERIES NOTES: Have lost the first game of each of the last two series after winning 10 straight…that tied for 
the second longest winning streak in series openers in Oakland history to a 12-game streak from July 2-Aug. 
10, 2001…are now 16-8 in the first game of a series…that includes 0-3 against Seattle and 16-5 against 
everyone else…lost two of three to the Mariners over the weekend, snapping a nine series unbeaten streak (7-
0-2)…it was the A’s first series loss since May 13-15 against Texas…have now swept eight series this 
year…last year, the A’s did not record their first sweep until June 12-14 at Colorado. 

CLOSE CALLS: Have lost each of their last two one-run games after winning nine of the previous 10…are 14-9 
(.609) in one-run games for the season…lead the American League in one-run wins, have the fourth most 
games (23) and have the fourth best record…are 6-2 (.750) in extra inning games…lead the AL in extra inning 
wins and have the third best record…are 11-3 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for second in the 
AL in last at bat wins…have three wins when trailing after eight innings, which is tied for the most in the 
AL…have five “walk-off” wins. 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 4 for 4 with a home run, walk and two sacrifice flies in their last seven plate 
appearances with the bases loaded…lead the majors in plate appearances with the bases loaded (94) and are 
tied for the lead in doubles (6) and grounded into double plays (7)…are tied for the American League lead in 
bases loaded sacrifice flies (7), rank second in RBI (62) and third in walks (8)…A’s pinch hitters are batting .118 
(8 for 68), which is tied for second lowest in the AL…lead the AL in pinch plate appearances (78), rank second 
in walks (9) and tied for second in home runs (2) and RBI (7)…are 35-0 when leading after eight innings and 
are one of three AL teams that has not lost in that situation (Texas and Toronto)…sent 10 men to the plate in 
the fourth inning Monday, the 17th time this year they sent at least nine men to the plate in an inning…did that 
just 22 times last year…have faced a right-handed starting pitcher in each of the last four games after facing a 
lefty 12 times over the previous 19 contests…have faced a left-handed starting pitcher 26 times this year, which 
is tied with the Dodgers and Brewers for the most in the majors.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 15th start of the season…the A’s are 7-
7 (.500) in his starting assignments this 
year and 27-18 (.600) in his career…his 
teams are 32-18 (.640) in his 50 career 
starts…has tossed at least six innings in 
11 of his 14 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer eight times and walked two batters 
or fewer nine times. 

BRIEFLY: Is 3-1 with a 3.49 ERA (15 er in 
38.2 ip) and .233 (35 for 150) opponents 
batting average over his last six 
starts…went 3-0 with a 3.86 ERA and .260 
opponents average over his first three 
starts and 0-5 with a 3.62 ERA and .254 
opponents average in five starts in 
between…the five-game losing streak was 
the longest of his career…was the first pitcher on an A’s Opening Day roster to win each of his first three 
starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990…that extended his winning streak to five 
games dating back to last year…had never won more than two consecutive games in his career. 

RUN SUPPORT: Received just one run of support in his last start, a 3-2 loss to Seattle…has received just 
five runs of support in his six losses this year (38.2 ip, 1.16 RSA)…has received just 17 runs of support in 
his 16 losses in two seasons with the A’s (97.1 ip, 1.57 RSA)…has received no support eight times over the 
last two years and one run of support eight times…the A’s have been shut out five times this year, twice in 
games started by Milone…is 5-0 with three runs of support or more this year and 14-2 in his career. 

BASES ON BALLS: Walked a season-high three batters in his last start for the fifth time this year…has 
walked one batter or fewer in each of his other nine starts, including five starts without a walk…has issued 
19 walks in 89.2 innings, an average of 1.91 per nine innings…that is the 10th lowest mark in the American 
League…walked three batters in back-to-back starts for the first time in his career May 12-18…did not walk 
a batter and matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts May 1 against Los Angeles…has three career 10-
strikeout games and has not walked a batter in any of those contests…is the third A’s pitcher since 1916 
with three career games of 10 or more strikeouts and no walks (Catfish Hunter, Vida Blue). 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 6-3 with a 3.09 ERA (22 er in 64.0 ip) and eight home runs allowed in 10 starts at 
night compared to 0-3 with a 4.91 ERA (14 er in 25.2 ip) and six home runs allowed in four starts during the 
day…is tied for third in the American League in wins at night…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 16-8 with a 
3.12 ERA (68 in 196.0 ip) in 31 starts at night compared to 3-8 with a 5.06 ERA (47 er in 83.2 ip) in 14 starts 
during the day. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-3 with a 2.48 ERA (11 er in 40.0 ip) in six starts at home compared to 3-3 with a 
4.53 ERA (25 er in 49.2 ip) in eight starts on the road…has the seventh lowest home ERA in the American 
League…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 10-7 with a 2.66 ERA (41 er in 138.2 ip) and .237 (124 for 523) 
opponents average in 21 starts in Oakland compared to 9-9 with a 4.72 ERA (74 er in 141.0 ip) and .296 
(169 for 571) opponents average in 25 starts on the road…has allowed 26 of his 38 home runs with the A’s 
on the road. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .173 (13 for 75) batting average with runners in scoring position, 
which is fourth lowest in the American League…opponents are 30 for 88 (.341) with 10 doubles, five home 
runs (.625 slugging percentage) and five walks (.376 on-base percentage) when leading off an inning…the 
batting average is fourth highest in the AL, the slugging percentage is sixth highest and the on-base 
percentage is seventh highest…allowed a .319 batting average, .555 slugging percentage and .358 on-base 
percentage to hitters leading off an inning last year. 

THE LONG BALL: Has allowed 14 home runs, which is tied for sixth most in the American League…13 
have been hit by right-handers, which is the most in the majors…surrendered a home run to Dunn June 8, 
his first home run allowed to a left-hander since Sept. 14, 2012 (Chris Davis, BAL)…11 of the 14 home runs 
have been solo shots. 

THE FIRST INNING: Has allowed 10 of his 40 runs this year in the first inning (25.0%)…has a 5.14 ERA (8 
er 14.0 ip) in the first inning, a 1.71 ERA (8 er in 42.0 ip) in innings two through four and a 5.35 ERA (20 er 
in 33.2) from the fifth inning on. 

2013 HIGHLIGHTS: Won each of his first three starts: a 6-2 win over Seattle April 3 in Oakland, an 11-5 
win at Los Angeles April 10 and an 11-2 win over Houston April 15 in Oakland…then lost each of his next 
five starts, beginning with an 8-1 loss at Tampa Bay April 21…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-0 loss to 
Baltimore April 26 in Oakland…blanked the Orioles on four hits and a walk over the first six innings before 
allowing an unearned run in the seventh…lost his third consecutive start in the A’s 5-4 loss to Los Angeles 
May 1 in Oakland…did not walk a batter and matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts…was the losing 
pitcher in the A’s 1-0 loss at Cleveland May 7…tossed seven innings and allowed just one unearned run in 
the fifth inning…snapped his five-game losing streak in the A’s 2-1 win over Kansas City May 18 in 
Oakland…allowed his only run in the first inning when Gordon doubled with two outs and scored on a Butler 
single…had a no decision in the A’s 6-5 win at Houston May 24…shutout the Astros on two hits over the 
first four innings before allowing five runs in the fifth…had a no decision in the A’s 4-1 loss at Chicago June

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-2 loss to Seattle last Friday in Oakland…tossed 113 
pitches, which was second most in his career to his previous start when he had 118…allowed a run to score 
in the second inning when Zunino grounded into a double play with runners on first and third…Zunino also 
homered off him in the sixth…Saunders held the A’s to a run on five hits in seven innings. 

MILONE vs. TEXAS: Is 0-2 with a 2.50 ERA (18.0 ip, 21 h, 12 r, 5 er, 1 bb, 13 so, 3 hr) in three career 
starts, all last year and all at Texas…the first loss came in a 4-1 decision May 16…allowed four runs in 7.0 
innings pitched and all four runs came in the fourth inning…allowed a two-run home run to Beltre, a RBI 
single to Gentry and a RBI single to Andrus…also lost in a 7-2 decision June 30…faced just one batter over 
the minimum over the first three innings, allowing a leadoff home run to Beltre in the second…was charged 
with five unearned runs in the fifth inning because of errors by Inge and Hicks…allowed a two-run single to 
Kinsler and a three-run home run to Hamilton…the no decision came in the A’s 3-2 win September 25…did 
not allow an earned run in 6.0 innings…was charged with two unearned runs in the first inning…the 
Rangers started the game with three consecutive singles but a Moss error on the third single by Hamilton 
allowed two runs to score…shutout the Rangers on three hits the rest of the way.

percentage (75.0%)…has the fewest losses (4) and is tied for the fewest walks (69)…first batters faced are 39 for 190 (.205) with nine walks and a 
hit by pitch (.241 on-base percentage)…the on-base percentage against first batters is the lowest in the majors and the batting average is second 
lowest…the bullpen tossed 10.0 innings last Thursday against New York and did not allow a run…it was only the third time in Oakland history that 
A’s relievers tossed 10 or more innings without allowing a run (also Sept. 20, 1997 vs. Seattle, 10.0 ip; June 12, 1992 vs. Texas, 12.0 ip).

April 29, 2012 at Baltimore and has now converted each of his last 35 save chances…is tied for fifth in 
the AL in saves. 

 Has not allowed a run in his past nine games and 8.1 innings…has not allowed a run in 20 of his last 21 
appearances overall (1 er in 20.2 ip, 0.44 ERA) and has a 1.21 ERA for the season, which ranks sixth 
among AL relievers.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Leads the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (1.00), is tied for 
the lead in complete games (2) and shutouts (2), ranks third in winning percentage (.818), fifth in strikeout to 
walk ratio (5.20), tied for fifth in grounded into double plays (12), tied for eighth in fewest home runs per nine 
innings (0.70), ninth in opponents on-base percentage (.280) and 10th in ERA (2.89)…is averaging the 
fewest pitches per inning (13.9) and third fewest pitches per game (89.7)…is one of three qualifying pitchers 
in the AL that has not allowed a stolen base…has the second highest run support (7.27). 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 5-0 with a 2.06 ERA (11 er in 48.0 ip) and .216 (37 for 171) opponents batting 
average in seven starts at night compared to 4-2 with a 3.83 ERA (18 er in 42.1 ip) and .308 (52 for 169) 
opponents average in seven starts during the day…ranks fourth in the American League in night ERA…now 
has a nine-game winning streak in night games dating back to July 28 of last year…has a 1.41 ERA (12 er 
in 76.2 ip) over that 11-start stretch…his last loss at night was July 17, 2012 against Texas…in two seasons 
with the A’s, he is 14-5 with a 2.62 ERA (44 er in 151.1 ip) in 23 starts at night compared to 5-6 with a 4.24 
ERA (43 er in 91.1 ip) in 15 starts during the day.

from July 15 to Aug. 11…missed 52 team games in that stretch…tied his career high with a nine-game 
hitting streak from April 27 to May 6, during which he hit .469 with three home runs and nine RBI…hit 
home runs in three consecutive games from June 7-9, becoming the first Astros shortstop to do so since 
Andujar Cedeno from April 9-12, 1994…prior to Lowrie, the last Astro at any position to homer in three 
straight games was Lance Berkman (four games) from July 4-8, 2010…combined to play in six minor 
league games while on injury rehab assignments, including four playoff games…appeared in games for 
Double-A Corpus Christi and Single-A Lancaster during their playoff runs in September.
