TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

Grant Balfour is a perfect 18 for 
18 in save opportunities and is 
one of two Major League closers 
without a blown save (Mujica, 
STL)…has now  converted each of 
his last 36 save chances, which is 
the longest active streak in the 
majors and four short of the 
Oakland record of 40 held by 
Dennis Eckersley…has 44 saves 
with the A’s, which is tied for 
eighth in Oakland history. 

Josh Donaldson is batting .439 
(18 for 41) with three home runs 
and 11 RBI in 11 interleague 
games…has the fifth best 
interleague average in the 
majors…ranks second among 
American League third baseman 
in RBI (52) and walks (34), tied for 
second in doubles (21) and third in 
batting (.312). 

Jed Lowrie has hit safely in all 11 
interleague games this year (15 
for 40, .375) and now has a 13-
game interleague hitting streak 
dating back to last year (17 for 46,

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won three of the last four games but are 6-8 over the last 14 contests…are 47-35 for 
the season, which is the third best record in the American League and sixth best in the majors…it matches the 
best mark by an A’s team after 82 games over the last 21 years (2003)…a win today would give the A’s their 
best record after 83 games since 1992 (48-35)…the 47 wins are already the A’s most before the All-Star Break 
since 2008 (51-44)…are in second place in the AL West and trail Texas by ½ game…have spent 16 of the last 
23 days with at least a share of first…overall, have spent 25 days in sole possession of first, six days tied for 
first, 51 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in 
fifth…are 9-10 over the last 19 games…went 12-4 over the first 16 games (second best record in the majors 
through April 18), 6-15 over the next 21 contests (tied for the worst in the majors from April 19 to May 10) and 
20-6 from May 11 to June 7 (best in the majors)…are 3-1 in this eight-day stretch where they have three days 
off (June 24-July 1)…are 104-61 (.630) since July 1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors over that 
span (Atlanta and Cincinnati, 100-66)…swept a two-game series from Cincinnati to start the homestand and 
now have nine sweeps for the season…had 11 all last year. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s have won 15 of the last 18 home games and are 25-13 (.658) for the season, 
which is best mark in the American League and third best in the majors…are 3-1 on this eight-game homestand 
against Cincinnati (2-0), St. Louis (1-1) and the Cubs (three games)…went 2-5 on the last road trip to Texas (1-
3) and Seattle (1-2) and are 22-22 (.500) on the road…have a 3.36 ERA (137 er in 367.0 ip) at home compared 
to 4.14 (173 er in 376.0 ip) on the road…have the second lowest home ERA in the American League. 

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s have the fourth best interleague record in the majors at 8-3 (3-1 vs. San 
Francisco, 2-1 vs. Milwaukee, 2-0 vs. Cincinnati, 1-1 vs. St. Louis)…have a 2.92 ERA (32 er in 98.2 ip), which 
ranks sixth, and a .264 (97 for 368) batting average, which ranks 12th…after this three-game series with the 
Cardinals, the A’s host Chicago for a three-game series…also have a three-game series at Pittsburgh July 8-10 
and a two-game series at Cincinnati Aug. 6-7…went 10-8 against the NL last year, snapping a streak of three 
consecutive seasons with a losing interleague record…it was the ninth time in 16 seasons the A’s had a winning 
interleague record…the A’s are now 162-133 (.549) all-time in interleague play, which is fifth best. 

MONTH-BY-MONTH: The A’s have clinched a winning record in the month of June as they are 15-11 entering 
the final game today…this marks the A’s seventh consecutive month with a winning record dating back to last 
June…that is tied for the fourth longest such streak in Oakland history and is the longest since a 10-month 
streak from June, 2002 to September, 2003…are tied for the third best record in the American League in 
June…have a .235 (211 for 898) opponents batting average, which is the lowest in the AL, and rank third with a 
3.41 (91 er in 240.0 ip) ERA…the offense ranks fourth in home runs (31). 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 33-17 (.660) record in night games, which is the best mark in the majors 
(Pittsburgh, 31-19)…are 14-18 (.438) during the day, which is the fourth worst mark in the American 
League…have a 3.49 ERA (176 er in 453.2 ip) at night, which is the lowest mark in the AL…are batting .254 
(442 for 1738) with 262 runs scored in night games (5.24 per game) compared to .238 (258 for 1082) with 119 
runs during the day (3.72 per game). 

UNEARNED RUNS: The A’s pitching staff has not been charged with an unearned run in each of the last 19 
games, which is tied for the third longest streak in Oakland history…it is the longest since a 19-game streak 
from July 11-30, 1996…the only longer streaks are 26 games from June 8-July 6, 1994 and 21 from June 21-
July 11, 1976…have 12 unearned runs for the season, which is third fewest in the American League. 

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 3.14 ERA (127 er in 364.0 ip) in 40 games since May 17…that includes a 
2.09 ERA (40 er in 172.0 ip) in 18 home games…logged a 4.35 ERA over the first 42 contests and have a 3.76 
ERA for the season, which ranks third in the American League…have issued 202 walks, which is tied with 
Minnesota for the fewest in the AL…are on pace to issue 399 walks, which would be the fewest in Oakland 
history in a non-strike season (415 in 1976)…have a .297 opponents on-base percentage, which is the lowest 
mark in the majors…the last time an A’s team had a mark under .302 was in 1972 (.284)…rank second in the 
AL in opponents batting average (.244) and third in slugging percentage (.389). 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 20-6 with a 2.94 ERA (85 er in 260.1 ip) and .223 (214 for 958) 
opponents batting average over the last 40 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272 
opponents batting average over the first 42 contests…are 34-27 with a 3.97 ERA (221 er in 500.2 ip) for the 
season…lead the American League in innings pitched and complete game shutouts (3), are tied for second in 
complete games (3), rank third in wins and sixth in ERA. 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .266 (107 for 403) with 63 runs scored and 15 home runs over the last 12 
games…lead the majors in walks (315)…are tied for second in the AL in hit by pitches (28), rank third in 
doubles (158) and fourth in extra base hits (253). 

CLOSE CALLS: Have lost each of their last three one-run games after winning nine of the previous 10…are 
14-10 (.583) in one-run games for the season…rank second in the American League lead in one-run wins and 
have the fourth best record…are 6-3 (.667) in extra inning games…are tied for the AL lead in extra inning 
wins…are 11-5 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for third in the AL in last at bat wins…have five 
“walk-off” wins, which is tied for third in the AL. 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have turned 60 double plays, which is the fewest in the American League and 
second fewest in the majors (Cincinnati, 59)…lead the majors in plate appearances with the bases loaded 
(103)…lead the AL in bases loaded grounded into double plays (7), rank second in doubles (6) and RBI (68) 
and third in walks (9)…A’s pinch hitters are batting .123 (9 for 73), which is second lowest in the AL…lead the 
AL in pinch plate appearances (84), rank second in walks (10) and tied for second in home runs (2) and RBI 
(9)…sent 10 men to the plate in the second inning Friday, the 18th time this year they have sent at least nine 
batters to the plate in an inning…did that just 22 times last year…have faced a right-handed starting pitcher in 
each of the last 13 games after facing a lefty 12 times over the previous 19 contests.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 17th start of the season…the A’s are 8-
8 (.500) in his starting assignments this 
year and 28-19 (.596) in his career…his 
teams are 33-19 (.635) in his 52 career 
starts…has tossed at least six innings in 
11 of his 16 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer eight times and walked two batters 
or fewer 10 times. 

STREAKING: Is 0-2 with a 5.94 ERA (11 
er in 16.2 ip) and .288 (19 for 66) 
opponents batting average over his last 
three starts…went 3-0 with a 3.86 over his 
first three starts, 0-5 with a 3.62 ERA over 
his next five and 3-0 with a 3.66 ERA over 
his next five after that…the five-game 
losing streak was the longest of his 
career…was the first pitcher on an A’s 
Opening Day roster to win each of his first 
three starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990…that extended his winning streak 
to five games dating back to last year…had never won more than two consecutive games in his career 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-3 with a 2.82 ERA (14 er in 44.2 ip) in seven starts at home compared to 3-4 with 
a 5.07 ERA (31 er in 55.0 ip) in nine starts on the road…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 10-7 with a 2.76 
ERA (44 er in 143.1 ip) and .240 (130 for 541) opponents average in 22 starts in Oakland compared to 9-10 
with a 4.92 ERA (80 er in 146.1 ip) and .297 (177 for 595) opponents average in 26 starts on the road…has 
allowed 27 of his 40 home runs with the A’s on the road. 

THE LONG BALL: Has allowed at least one home run in each of his last seven games (nine home runs 
total)…has surrendered 16 for the season, which is tied for seventh in the American League…14 have been 
hit by right-handers, which is the most in the majors…surrendered a home run to Dunn June 8, his first 
home run allowed to a left-hander since Sept. 14, 2012 (Chris Davis, BAL)…12 of the 15 home runs have 
been solo shots. 

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Is 2-0 with a 4.86 ERA (9 er in 16.2 ip) in three interleague starts this year…is tied 
for second in the majors in interleague wins (Zimmerman, WAS 3)…is now 3-0 despite a 5.71 ERA (22 er in 
34.2 ip) in five career interleague starts…has allowed nine home runs in 34.2 career interleague innings. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .173 (14 for 81) batting average with runners in scoring position, 
which is third lowest in the American League…opponents are 33 for 99 (.333) with 10 doubles, six home 
runs (.616 slugging percentage) and five walks (.365 on-base percentage) when leading off an inning…the 
batting average is fourth highest in the AL, the slugging percentage in fifth highest and the on-base 
percentage is 10th highest…allowed a .319 batting average, .555 slugging percentage and .358 on-base 
percentage to hitters leading off an inning last year. 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 6-4 with a 3.77 ERA (31 er in 74.0 ip) and 10 home runs allowed in 12 starts at night 
compared to 0-3 with a 4.91 ERA (14 er in 25.2 ip) and six home runs allowed in four starts during the 
day…is tied for fifth in the American League in wins at night…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 16-9 with a 
3.36 ERA (77 in 206.0 ip) in 33 starts at night compared to 3-8 with a 5.06 ERA (47 er in 83.2 ip) in 14 starts 
during the day. 

RUN SUPPORT: Has received just eight runs of support in his seven losses this year (44.0 ip, 1.64 
RSA)…has received just 20 runs of support in his 17 losses in two seasons with the A’s (102.2 ip, 1.75 
RSA)…has received no support eight times over the last two years and one run of support eight times…the 
A’s have been shut out five times this year, twice in games started by Milone…is 5-1 with three runs of 
support or more this year and 14-3 in his career. 

INNING BY INNING: Has a 4.22 ERA (15 er in 32.0 ip) over the first two innings of a game, a 1.13 ERA (4 
er in 32.0 ip) in innings three and four and a 6.56 ERA (26 er in 35.2) from the fifth inning on. 

2013 HIGHLIGHTS: Won each of his first three starts: a 6-2 win over Seattle April 3 in Oakland, an 11-5 
win at Los Angeles April 10 and an 11-2 win over Houston April 15 in Oakland…then lost each of his next 
five starts, beginning with an 8-1 loss at Tampa Bay April 21…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-0 loss to 
Baltimore April 26 in Oakland…blanked the Orioles on four hits and a walk over the first six innings before 
allowing an unearned run in the seventh…lost his third consecutive start in the A’s 5-4 loss to Los Angeles 
May 1 in Oakland…did not walk a batter and matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts…has three career 
10-strikeout games and has not walked a batter in any of those contests…is the third A’s pitcher since 1916 
with three career games of 10 or more strikeouts and no walks (Catfish Hunter, Vida Blue)…was the losing 
pitcher in the A’s 1-0 loss at Cleveland May 7…tossed seven innings and allowed just one unearned run in 
the fifth inning…walked three batters in back-to-back starts for the first time in his career May 12 Seattle 
and May 18 against Kansas City…snapped his five-game losing streak in the A’s 2-1 win over the 
Royals…had a no decision in the A’s 6-5 win at Houston May 24…shutout the Astros on two hits over the 
first four innings before allowing five runs in the fifth…had a no decision in the A’s 4-1 loss at Chicago June 
8…tossed a career-high 118 pitches, topping his previous high of 112 (June 20, 2012 vs. LAD)…then 
tossed 113 pitches in his next start, a 3-2 loss to Seattle June 14…lost his seventh game of the season 
June 19 at Texas, which is tied for eighth in the American League. 

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 7-3 win over Cincinnati on Tuesday…walked a career-high 
tying four batters…it was his first four-walk game in over a year (June 13, 2012 at Colorado…shutout the 
Reds on a hit and a walk over the first three innings and had a 6-0 lead when he allowed a leadoff home run 
to Votto in the fourth…the A’s added another run in the bottom of the fourth but he allowed two runs in the 
fifth…Choo had a sacrifice fly and he then walked three consecutive batters, including a bases loaded walk 
to Bruce…was relieved by Neshek with two outs in the fifth and did not qualify for the win.

RHP A.J. Griffin (6-6, 3.56 ERA): Is scheduled to make his 17th start of the season…went 1-2 with a 2.60 ERA and .190 opponents batting 
average in five starts in the month of June…the batting average is third lowest in the American League and the ERA ranked sixth…for the season, 
is tied for seventh in the AL in opponents batting average (.226) and ranks eighth in opponents on-base percentage (.273)…tossed his first career 
complete game in his last start, a two-hit shutout in the A’s 5-0 win over Cincinnati last Wednesday (2 bb, 7 so)…has never faced the Cubs in his 
career…is 1-1 with a 1.66 ERA and .145 opponents batting average in three interleague starts this year…the ERA is sixth lowest in the majors 
among pitchers with three or more interleague starts.

The A’s bullpen allowed a season-high seven runs yesterday afternoon (previous: 5, June 22 at Seattle)…is now 1-5 with one save, three blown 
saves, a 6.75 ERA (22 er in 29.1 ip) and .309 (38 for 123) opponents batting average over its past 10 games…has a 3.31 ERA for the season, 
which ranks fifth in the American League…has issued the fewest walks (71) in the AL and is tied for second in opponents on-base percentage 
(.297)…first batters faced are 44 for 212 (.208) with nine walks and two hit by pitches (.243 on-base percentage)…the on-base percentage against 
first batters is the lowest in the majors.

 Is a perfect 18 for 18 in save opportunities and is one of two Major League closers without a blown save 
(Mujica, STL)…ranks seventh in the American League in saves. 

 Has recorded 44 saves with the A’s, which is tied with Billy Koch and Keith Foulke for eighth in Oakland 
history. 

 Was charged with the loss in his last appearance a week ago today after allowing a three-run “walk-off” 
home run to Morales…had allowed four runs total over his first 31 games for a 1.17 ERA. 

 The three runs were the first he has allowed on the road this season…had not allowed a run in 13 
games and 12.1 innings away from Oakland. 

 His streak of 18 consecutive saves to start the season is the longest such streak by an A’s pitcher since Dennis Eckersley set the record by 
converting each of his first 36 saves in 1992…has not blown a save since April 29, 2012 at Baltimore and has now converted each of his last 36 
save chances, which is the longest active streak in the majors and second longest in Oakland history…since 1999, the only AL closer with a 
longer streak is Jose Valverde (51, Sept. 4, 2010-Sept. 28, 2011). 

 Opponents are 3 for 24 (.125) with runners in scoring position, including 1 for 15 with RISP and two outs. 
 Has never faced the Cardinals in his career. 
 Had two stints as the A’s closer in 2012 and saved a team-leading 24 games in a team-high 75 appearances while posting a 2.53 ERA…was 

charged with just two blown saves and his save percentage of 92.3 ranked fourth in the American League…was 10th in saves.

11-GAME WINNER: Picked up his 11th win of the season in his last start to become the second Oakland 
pitcher since 1991 to win 11 games before the end of June (Mark Mulder, 2003)…the 11 wins surpass his 
season total of last year (10) and are his most since 2005 when he went 21-8 for the Angels and won the 
Cy Young Award…the 11 wins match his personal best before the All-Star Break (11-5 in 2005)…since 
1991, the only Oakland pitcher with more wins before the break is Mark Mulder, who had 12 in both 2003 
and 2004. 

AS A 40-YEAR OLD: Has won each of his seven starts since turning 40 on May 24…according to the Elias 
Sports Bureau, he is the first pitcher in Major League history to win at least each of his first six starts in his 
forties…his 11 wins are tied with Tom Candiotti (1998) for second most in Oakland history…the record is 13 
by Don Sutton in 1985…is the first Major Leaguer to win 11 games since Jamie Moyer (12) and Tim 
Wakefield (11) in 2009…has a 2.79 ERA…since 1952, the only American Leaguer to post an ERA under 
3.00 is Nolan Ryan (2.91 in 1991)…has two shutouts, which are the most in a season by an Athletics 
pitcher since Jack Quinn had four for the Philadelphia A’s in 1928…the last AL pitcher with two shutouts is 
Dennis Martinez (2 in 1995)…the last A’s pitcher with two complete games is Tom Candiotti in 1998 
(3)…ages are based on a players age as of June 30th. 

IN JUNE: Went 5-0 with a 1.75 ERA in five starts in June…tied with Scherzer (DET) and Tillman (BAL) for 
the Major League lead in June wins…ranked second in the American League in ERA (Santana, KC 
1.56)…it marked the third time in his career he won five games in a month (August 1999 and August 
2005)…it was the fourth lowest single month ERA of his career (1.13 in May 2002, 1.39 in June 1998 and 
1.72 in August 2005)…since 2006, the only other Oakland pitcher to win five games in a month is Gio 
Gonzalez (Sept., 2011). 

AMONG THE LEADERS: Leads the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (1.10), is tied for 
the lead in complete games (2) and shutouts (2), ranks second in wins (11), third in winning percentage 
(.846), tied for third in grounded into double plays (14), fifth in strikeout to walk ratio (4.69), seventh in home 
runs per nine innings (0.68), eighth in ERA (2.79) and ninth in opponents on-base percentage (.278) and 
slugging percentage (.353)…is averaging the fewest pitches per inning (13.7) and third fewest pitches per 
game (90.9)…has the second highest run support (7.19). 

ACTIVE LEADERS: Has 2499.2 innings pitched and needs 0.1 more to become the 242nd pitcher in Major 
League history to reach 2500 innings (source: Stats, Inc.)…ranks eighth among active pitchers in 
innings…also ranks third in complete games (34), fifth in wins (182), sixth in games started (391) and 
shutouts (11) and seventh in strikeouts (1894). 

AT HOME: Is 5-0 with a 2.45 ERA (15 er in 55.0 ip) in eight starts at home and ranks eighth in the American 
League in home ERA…now has an eight-game winning streak in the Coliseum dating back to Aug. 2 of last

NOT WILD:  Does not have a wild pitch in two seasons with the A’s, a stretch of 40 starts and 258.2 innings 
pitched…the 40 consecutive starts without a wild pitch is the second longest streak in Oakland history to the 
record of 42 held by Catfish Hunter (June 25, 1972-June 27, 1973)…now has a streak of 443.0 innings 
pitched since his last wild pitch on May 26, 2009 at Los Angeles (AL), which is the longest active streak in 
the majors. 

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Is 2-0 with a 2.57 ERA (2 er in 15.0 ip) in two interleague starts this year…is now 
20-13 with a 3.88 ERA (112 er in 260.0 ip) in 41 career interleague appearances, all starts.
