Oakland won the series opener last night by a score of 8-7 ... after tomorrow’s Fourth of July series

finale, the Cubs return to Chicago for a 10-game stay leading up to the All-Star Break, beginning with a

three-game series against Pittsburgh starting Friday.

©  The Cubs are 18-24 through their first 42 games on the road this season, already just five wins shy of
their final road win total last season.

©  The Cubs have a winning record (28-23) when scoring more than three runs in a game this season
and are 23-6 when reaching five runs ... the Cubs are 6-39 when allowing four or more runs.
