The A’s trail in the season series 
1-3…lost the first game in Oakland 
last night after losing two of three 
in Boston in April…have won nine 
of the last 12 games against the 
Red Sox after losing seven of the 
previous eight…had their six-
game winning streak against 
Boston in the Coliseum snapped 
last night…are 36-32 against the 
Red Sox since 2006…that 
includes 23-10 in Oakland, 12-21 
at Fenway and 1-1 in Tokyo…are 
228-278 since moving to Oakland 
in 1968…that includes 135-115 in 
Oakland, 92-162 in Boston and 1-
1 in Tokyo…all-time, the A’s are 
870-1059 against the Red Sox. 
 

 

TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

The A’s have drawn 976,931 fans 
over the first 43 home dates…this 
will be the earliest the A’s surpass 
1,000,000 fans since 2007 when 
they reached it in home date 41. 

Grant Balfour is the only Major 
League closer without a blown 
save as he has converted each of 
his 24 save opportunities…now 
has a streak of 42 consecutive 
saves dating back to last year, 
which is an Oakland record 
(previous: 40, Dennis Eckersley). 

Josh Donaldson ranks eighth in 
the American League in on-base 
percentage (.380), ninth in 
slugging (.518) and 10th in batting 
(.310)…is also tied for fifth in go-
ahead RBI (17) and tied for sixth 
in multiple hit games (33).

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost back-to-back games for the first time since June 22-23 at Seattle…have not lost 
more than two straight games since a season-high five-game losing streak from May 6-10…have won 10 of the 
last 15 games and are 54-39 overall, which is the second best record in the American League and fourth best in 
the majors…it matches the best start by an A’s team over the last 23 years (also 2002 and 2003)…remain in 
sole possession of first place in the AL West for the 11th consecutive day…lead Texas by one game for the 
second consecutive day…the A’s and Rangers have been separated by one game or fewer for 23 consecutive 
days…have spent 36 days in sole possession of first this year and six days tied for first…the 42 days with at 
least a share of first are the A’s most since 2006 when they had 126…have also spent 53 days in second, four 
days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth…are 111-65 (.631) since July 
1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors over that span (Atlanta and Cincinnati, 106-72)…went 12-4 
over the first 16 games (second best record in the majors through April 18), 6-15 from April 19 to May 10 (tied 
for the worst in the majors), 20-6 from May 11 to June 7 (best in the majors) and 6-9 from June 8 to 24 (tied for 
second worst in majors)…are 10-5 since June 25 (fifth best in the majors)…have won five straight series for just 
the second time since 2008 (also Aug. 17-Sept. 2, 2012)…have swept nine series this year after tallying just 11 
sweeps all last year. 

BEFORE THE BREAK: The A’s will go into the All-Star Break with a winning record for the first time since 2008 
(51-44)…the 54 wins match the most by an A’s team over the last 38 years (also 1988 and 2003)…have not 
won more than 54 games before the break since 1975 (55)…currently have a one-game lead in the American 
League West…over the last 23 years, the only time the A’s have been in first place at the All-Star Break was in 
2006 when they were tied for first with Texas…have not been in sole possession of first at the break since 
1990…the pitching staff is averaging 2.43 walks per nine innings, which is the best pre-break mark in Oakland 
history (2.47 in 1972) and second best in Athletics history (2.36 in 1944)…has 637 strikeouts, which is the most 
in Athletics history at the break (635 in 2008)…the offense has struck out 702 times, which is one short of the 
most in Athletics history (703 in 2008)…has 172 doubles, which is third best (185 in 2003, 183 in 2004). 

OFFENSE: The A’s were held to a season-low tying three hits last night for the eighth time this year, the second 
time in the last four games…have been held to five hits or fewer in each of the last four games (16 for 118, 
.136), which is the longest streak by an A’s team since June 14-18, 2001 when they had an Oakland record 
tying five-game streak (also had five from June 25-30, 1980)…have scored six runs over the last four games 
and have tallied two runs or fewer in seven of the last 12 games…have won three of those seven games…for 
the season, the A’s rank second in the American League in walks (345) to Boston (353)…are fourth in the AL in 
doubles (172)…are tied for the AL lead in bases loaded grounded into double plays (7), rank second in plate 
appearances (107), tied for second in doubles (6), third in walks (10) and fourth in RBI (69)…A’s pinch hitters 
are batting .123 (10 for 81), which is the lowest mark in the AL…lead the AL in pinch plate appearances (93), 
rank second in walks (11), tied for third in home runs (2) and fourth in RBI (9). 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 37-20 (.649) record in night games, which is the best mark in the majors 
(Detroit 33-20)…are 17-19 (.472) during the day, which is the fifth worst mark in the American League…have a 
3.49 ERA (200 er in 515.2 ip) at night, which is the lowest mark in the AL…are averaging 4.96 runs per night 
game (283 runs in 57 games) compared to 3.89 per day game (140 in 36). 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-1 on this brief three-game homestand against Boston before returning to the 
road after the All-Star Break…went 6-2 on the last homestand against Cincinnati (2-0), St. Louis (2-1) and the 
Cubs (2-1) and have won 18 of the last 23 home games…are 28-15 (.651) at home for the season, which is the 
second best mark in the American League (Boston, 31-16)…went 4-2 on the last road trip to Kansas City (2-1) 
and Pittsburgh (2-1) and are 26-24 (.520) on the road…have the fourth best road record in the AL…these three 
games with the Red Sox are the A’s only home games over a 15-game stretch from July 5-24…open up post 
All-Star Break play with a six-game road trip to Los Angeles (three games) and Houston (three games)…after 
that, the A’s will play 19 of their next 25 games at home from July 25-August 21. 

PITCHING: The A’s have posted a 3.05 ERA (42 er in 124.0 ip) over the past 15 games and now have an 
American League leading 3.69 ERA for the season…also have the lowest opponents on-base percentage in the 
AL (.296) and have issued the fewest walks (227)…rank second in opponents batting average (.243) and third 
in slugging percentage (.386). 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed three runs or fewer in each of the last nine games 
and are 5-2 with a 2.54 ERA (16 er in 56.2 ip) and .213 (45 for 211) opponents batting average over that 
span…are 26-8 with a 3.07 ERA (112 er in 328.2 ip) and .226 (276 for 1220) opponents batting average over 
the last 51 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272 opponents average over the first 
42 contests…are 40-29 with a 3.92 ERA (248 er in 569.0 ip) for the season…are tied for the American League 
lead in complete game shutouts (3), rank third in wins, ERA and innings pitched and tied for third in complete 
games (3). 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 18-11 (.621) in one-run games…are tied for the American League lead in one-run 
wins and have the fourth best record…are 6-3 (.667) in extra inning games…are tied for the AL lead in extra 
inning wins and have the third best record…are 12-6 in games decided in the last at bat…have five “walk-off” 
wins. 

ALL-STAR: Bartolo Colón was named as the A’s lone representative to the American League All-Star team a 
week ago today…it is his third career All-Star selection (1998, 2005)…he is the oldest All-Star in Athletics 
history (Dennis Eckersley, 37 in 1992)…Yoenis Céspedes was named to the AL Home Run Derby team 
Tuesday…he will be the first Athletic to compete in the Derby since 2001 (Jason Giambi). 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have turned 65 double plays, which is the fewest in the majors (Cincinnati, 
66)…have committed at least one error in five of the last six games (eight errors total)…including yesterday, the 
A’s have gone 65 consecutive days without placing a player on the DL, their longest stretch since May 28-Aug. 
30, 2005 (94 days)…have sent nine men to the plate 19 times this year…did that just 22 times last year…are 
46-0 when leading after eight innings and are one of three AL teams that has not lost in that situation (Texas 
and Toronto).

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 19th start of the season…the A’s are 
10-8 (.556) in his starting assignments this 
year and are 22-11 (.667) when he starts 
in his career…has tossed six or more 
innings in 12 of his 18 starts, allowed two 
runs or fewer nine times and walked two 
batters or fewer 16 times. 

MONTH BY MONTH: Is 1-0 with a 7.59 
ERA (9 er in 10.2 ip) in two starts in 
July…has seen his ERA decrease each of 
the first three months…went 2-2 with a 
4.65 ERA in five starts in April, 3-2 with a 
3.55 ERA in six starts in May and 1-2 with 
a 2.60 ERA in five starts in June…had the 
seventh lowest June ERA in the American 
League and also ranked third with a .190 
opponents batting average. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Ranks sixth in 
the American League in opponents on-
base percentage (.281)…has allowed a 
.152 (23 for 151) batting average the first time through the lineup, which is the lowest mark in the majors 
among pitchers with 80 or more innings pitched…has a .267 (76 for 285) opponents average after that…his 
career numbers are .173 (47 for 271) the first time through the lineup, .271 (130 for 479) after 
that…opponents are batting .114 (4 for 35) with runners in scoring position and two outs, which is fourth in 
the AL (min. 80 ip). 

THE LONG BALL: Has allowed 18 home runs, which is tied for ninth most in the American 
League…including two grand slams, which is tied for the AL lead…13 of the home runs he has surrendered 
have been solo shots…12 have come on the road. 

BY INNING: Has a 0.50 ERA (1 er in 18.0 ip) in the first inning this year and 1.09 (4 er in 33.0 ip) in his 
career…has a 8.50 ERA (17 er in 18.0 ip) in the fourth inning this year and 7.55 (26 er in 31.0 ip) in his 
career…has allowed 43 of his 53 runs this year (81.1%) in the fourth through sixth innings…has a 1.33 ERA 
(8 er in 54.0 ip) over the first three innings of a game, 7.30 (40 er in 49.1 ip) in innings four through six and 
0.82 (1 er in 11.0 ip) from the seventh inning on. 

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to pitch on five days rest today…is 2-4 with a 3.47 ERA (22 er in 57.0 ip) in nine 
starts on four days rest compared to 5-2 with a 4.40 ERA (28 er in 57.1 ip) in nine starts on five days rest or 
more. 

LOSING STREAK SNAPPED: Had his career-high three-game losing streak snapped June 26 against 
Cincinnati…posted a 4.02 ERA and .220 opponents batting average during the streak, which spanned five 
starts. 

THE WEST AND THE REST: Is 4-1 with a 3.26 ERA (16 er in 44.0 ip) in seven starts against American 
League West competition compared to 3-5 with a 4.35 ERA (34 er in 70.1 ip) in 11 starts against everyone 
else…is 7-1 with a 2.76 ERA (22 er in 71.2 ip) in 12 career starts against intra-division foes and 7-6 with a 
4.03 ERA (56 er in 125.0 ip) in 21 starts against everyone else. 

2013 HIGHLIGHTS: Won each of his first two starts: an 8-2 win over Seattle April 4 in Oakland and an 8-1 
win at Los Angeles April 11…walked a career-high four batters in six innings but struck out eight in a no 
decision against Houston April 16 in Oakland…left after six innings with the A’s leading 3-2 but Doolittle 
allowed a run in the eighth for the blown save…allowed a career-high nine runs in 4.0 innings for the loss at 
Boston April 22…allowed a grand slam to Napoli in the Red Sox five run fifth inning…combined with 
Doolittle and Balfour on a six-hit 2-0 shutout at New York May 3…tossed 7.0 innings and allowed all six of 
the hits…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 4-3 loss at Cleveland May 8…blanked the Indians on two hits 
over the first four innings to extend his scoreless streak to a career-high tying 14.0 innings…allowed a 
career-high tying three home runs, all solo shots, but picked up the win in an 11-5 decision at Houston May 
25…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 5-2 loss at San Francisco May 30…blanked the Giants on one hit and 
one walk over the first five innings and had a 1-0 lead when he allowed a two-run single to Sandoval in the 
sixth…had a no decision in the A’s 4-3, 10 inning loss at Milwaukee June 4…tossed 7.0 shutout innings 
and allowed just four hits while walking one…left after seven innings with a 3-0 lead but Doolittle allowed 
three runs in the eighth (Cook blown save)…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 4-2 loss at Chicago June 
9…allowed a solo home run to Flowers in the third, two runs in the fourth and a solo home run to Rios in the 
eighth…lost his third consecutive decision in the A’s 4-0 loss to Seattle June 15 in Oakland… Hernandez, 
Furbush and Medina combined to shutout the A’s on six hits and two walks…had a no decision in the A’s 4-
3 loss at Texas June 20…left with a 2-1 lead, one out and a runner on second base in the sixth inning but 
Cook allowed the run to score for the blown save…tossed his first career complete game, a two-hit shutout 
in the A’s 5-0 win over Cincinnati June 26…is the first A’s pitcher to allow two hits or fewer in a complete 
game since Dallas Braden's perfect game on May 9, 2010…allowed a one out single to Mesoraco in the 
fifth and a two-out double to Paul in the seventh…had a no decision in the A’s 8-7 win over the Cubs July 2 
in Oakland…allowed a career-high 10 hits and matched his career-high with seven earned runs. 

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 10-4 win at Kansas City last Sunday…the A’s scored 
five times in the second inning and he allowed a run in the bottom of the second on a Kottaras home 
run…had a 7-1 lead when he allowed another run in the fifth on a Gordon home run…was relieved by 
Blevins to start the sixth with the A’s leading 8-2. 

GRIFFIN vs. BOSTON: Is 1-1 with a 5.29 ERA (17.0 ip, 15 h, 12 r, 10 er, 3 bb, 11 so, 2 hr) in three career 
starts…the loss came in his only start this year, a 9-6 decision at Boston April 22…allowed a career-high 
nine runs in 4.0 innings…allowed just one run over the first three innings on a Napoli RBI double in the 
second…had a 2-1 lead when he allowed a three-run home run to Middlebrooks in the fourth…also allowed 
a grand slam to Napoli in the Red Sox five run fifth inning…his other two starts came last year…the no 
decision came in a 3-2 A’s win July 4…did not allow a run over the first three innings to extend his scoreless 
streak to a career-high 14.0 innings…the streak ended when Ortiz hit his 400th career home run to lead off 
the fourth inning…picked up the win in a 7-1 decision September 1…retired each of the first 14 batters 
before Saltalamacchia had a bunt single with two outs in the fifth inning. 

TOMORROW’S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER 
 

RHP Bartolo Colón (12-3, 2.69 ERA): Is scheduled to make his 19th start of the season…it will be the 400th appearance of his career…has tossed 
six or more innings and allowed three runs or fewer in each of his last 11 starts, which is tied for the second longest such streak in Oakland 
history…is 9-1 with a 1.71 ERA over that span…was named to the American League All-Star team for the third time in his career (1998, 2005)…at 
the age of 40, he is the oldest All-Star in Athletics history…his 12 wins match the most by an A’s pitcher before the break since 1991 (Mulder 12 in 
2004 and 2003)…was the winning pitcher in his last start, a 2-1 A’s win at Pittsburgh on Monday (7.0 ip, 7 h, 1 r, 1 er, 1 bb, 5 so)…is 9-11 with a 
3.82 ERA in 27 career appearances, including 26 starts, against the Red Sox…was the winning pitcher in his only start this year, a three-hit shutout 
in the A’s rain-shortened 13-0, seven-inning win at Boston April 23 (1 bb, 7 so).

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 19th start of the season…it will be the 
400th appearance of his career…the A’s 
are 14-4 (.778) in his starting assignments 
this year and 28-14 (.667) over the last 
two years…his teams are 225-168 (.573) 
in his career…has tossed seven or more 
innings in 11 of his 18 starts, allowed two 
runs or fewer 11 times and walked two 
batters or fewer 17  times…including nine 
games with no walks. 

SIX INNINGS OR MORE, THREE RUNS 
OR FEWER: Has tossed six or more 
innings and allowed three runs or fewer in 
each of his last 11 starts, which is tied for 
the second longest such streak in 
Oakland history…the only longer streak is 
a 14-game streak by Dan Haren from April 
18-June 26, 2007…Colon is 9-1 with a 
1.71 ERA (15 er in 79.0 ip) during this 11-
start stretch…has surrendered just three 
home runs and issued 14 walks in 79.0 innings while allowing a .247 (72 for 292) opponents batting 
average…went 3-2 with a 4.57 ERA over his first seven starts. 

ALL-STAR: Was named to the American League All-Star team for the third time in his career (1998, 
2005)…at the age of 40, he is the oldest All-Star in Athletics history…Dennis Eckersley, at age 37 in 1992, 
is second oldest. 

12-GAME WINNER: Picked up his 12th win of the season in his last start, which matches the most by an A’s 
pitcher before the break since 1991 (Mulder 12 in 2004 and 2003)…since 1975, only two Oakland pitchers 
have won 13 games before the break (Stewart, 13 in 1989; Welch, 13 in 1990)…the 12 wins surpass his 
season total of last year (10) and are his most since 2005 when he went 21-8 for the Angels and won the 
Cy Young Award…the 12 wins are his most ever before the All-Star Break (11-5 in 2005). 

AMONG THE LEADERS: Leads the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (1.12), ranks 
second in ERA (2.69), is tied for second in complete games (2) and shutouts (2), ranks third in wins (12), 
fourth in winning percentage (.800), tied for fifth in strikeout to walk ratio (4.40), tied for sixth in opponents 
grounded into double plays (15), seventh in opponents on-base percentage (.281), tied for seventh in home 
runs per nine innings (0.67) and ninth in opponents slugging percentage (.360)…is averaging the fewest 
pitches per inning (13.9) and fourth fewest pitches per game (92.7)…has the third highest run support 
(6.58). 

AS A 40-YEAR OLD: His 12 wins are second most in Oakland history to the record of 13 by Don Sutton in 
1985…is the first Major Leaguer to win 12 games since Jamie Moyer in 2009 (12)…the last American 
Leaguer to win more than 12 is Tim Wakefield in 2007 (17)…has a 2.69 ERA…since 1952, the only AL 
pitcher with an ERA under 3.00 is Nolan Ryan (2.91 in 1991)…won each of his first seven starts after 
turning 40 on May 24…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the first pitcher in Major League history 
to win at least each of his first six starts in his forties…ages are based on a players age as of June 30th. 

AT HOME: Was charged with his first home loss of the season in his last home start July 3 against Chicago 
(NL), snapping an eight-game winning streak in the Coliseum dating back to Aug. 2 of last year…that was 
the longest home winning streak by an A’s pitcher since Mark Mulder won 10 straight from July 31, 2002-
June 19, 2003…posted a 1.85 ERA during the winning streak, which spanned 11 starts, and walked just 
seven batters (0.81 per nine innings)..is now 5-1 with a 2.47 ERA (17 er in 62.0 ip) in nine starts at home for 
the season…has the fifth lowest home ERA in the American League. 

ACTIVE LEADERS: Ranks third among active pitchers in complete games (34), fifth in wins (183), sixth in 
games started (393) and shutouts (11), seventh in strikeouts (1899) and eighth in innings pitched (2513.2). 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 8-1 with a 2.08 ERA (18 er in 78.0 ip) and .231 (66 for 286) opponents batting 
average in 11 starts at night compared to 4-2 with a 3.83 ERA (18 er in 42.1 ip) and .308 (52 for 169) 
opponents average in seven starts during the day…leads the American League in night ERA…his one night 
loss came on July 3 against Chicago (NL), snapping an 11-game winning streak in night games dating back 
to July 28 of last year…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 17-6 with a 2.53 ERA (51 er in 181.1 ip) in 27 
starts at night compared to 5-6 with a 4.24 ERA (43 er in 91.1 ip) in 15 starts during the day. 

WINNING STREAK SNAPPED: Had his career-high tying eight-game winning streak snapped July 3 by the 
Cubs…also won eight straight from July 21-Sept. 10, 2005…had a 1.37 ERA and surrendered just one 
home run in 59.0 innings during the streak, which spanned eight starts…fell one short of the Oakland record 
for consecutive starts with a win. 

WILD PITCH: Was charged with a first wild pitch July 3 against the Cubs, his first since May 26, 2009 at 
Los Angeles (AL)…it snapped a streak of 443.0 innings without a wild pitch…it was his first wild pitch in 40 
starts with the A’s, which was the second longest streak in Oakland history. 

IN JUNE: Went 5-0 with a 1.75 ERA in five starts in June to win American League Pitcher of the Month 
honors for the fourth time in his career…led the AL in ERA and tied for second in wins…it marked the third 
time in his career he won five games in a month (August 1999 and August 2005)…it was the fourth lowest 
single month ERA of his career (1.13 in May 2002, 1.39 in June 1998 and 1.72 in August 2005)…since 
2006, the only other Oakland pitcher to win five games in a month is Gio Gonzalez (Sept., 2011). 

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 2-1 win at Pittsburgh last Monday…shutout the Pirates 
on four hits over the first six innings and had a 2-0 lead entering the bottom of the seventh…allowed a one 
out double to Barmes and a single to Snider to put runners on first and third…after Marte struck out, Tabata 
had an infield single to drive in Barmes. 

COLÓN vs. BOSTON: Is 9-11 with a 3.82 ERA (169.2 ip, 178 h, 77 r, 72 er, 65 bb, 140 so, 25 hr) in 27 
career appearances, including 26 starts…is 5-5 with a 3.87 ERA (34 er in 79.0 ip) in 13 games, 12 starts, at 
Fenway Park and 4-6 with a 3.77 ERA (38 er in 90.2 ip) in 14 starts in his home ballparks…is 9-10 with a 
3.86 ERA (71 er in 165.1 ip) in his 26 starts…was the winning pitcher in his only start this year, a three-hit 
shutout in the A’s rain-shortened 13-0, seven-inning win at Boston April 23…walked one and struck out 
seven…allowed a two-out single to Pedroia in the first but then retired 12 straight before allowing back-to-
back two-out singles to Saltalamacchia and Gomes in the fifth…also walked Ellsbury to start the sixth 
before retiring each of the final six batters.
