OAKLAND NOTES

e The Oakland Athletics recorded their sixth “walk-off” win of the season...enter the All-Star Break in sole possession of first place for the first
time since 1990...have their best record after 95 games since 1990 (60-35)...have won each of the last six series, their most consecutive
series wins since July 27-Aug. 16, 2006 when they also won six straight...go into the All-Star Break with a winning record for the first time since
2008 (51-44)...the 56 wins match the most by an A’s team before the break (also, 1971, 72, 73).

e Bartolo Colon has tossed six or more innings and allowed three runs or fewer in each of his last 12 starts, which is tied for the second longest
such streak in Oakland history...is 9-1 with a 1.79 ERA (17 er in 85.1 ip) during this 12-game stretch.

e Josh Donaldson (2 for 5, r, hr, 3 rbi, so) recorded his second “walk-off” rbi hit of the season...is batting .333 (20 for 60) with 12 runs, three
doubles, six home runs, 15 RBI, eight walks and six multiple hit games over his last 17 games.

e Josh Reddick (0 for 4, 4 so) recorded a career-high tying four strikeouts...had his streak of reaching base safely in 19 consecutive games via
hit or walk snapped...was 17 for 65 (.265) with seven walks during the streak, which was the longest by an Athletic over the last two years.
