ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Lost two of three at Los Angeles to open post All-Star Break play but improved their lead in 
the American League West to a season-high tying three games (also June 16 and 18) as Texas was swept by 
Baltimore…have not had a larger lead since Oct. 1, 2006 when they finished the season with a four-game 
lead…remain in sole possession of first place in the AL West for the 16th consecutive day (does not include the 
All-Star Break)…the series loss to the Angels snapped a six-series winning streak, which was the A’s longest 
such streak since July 27-Aug. 16, 2006 when they also won six straight…it was the first time the A’s lost a 
series since they dropped two of three at Seattle, June 21-23…have lost four of the last seven games but are 
13-7 over the last 20 games…are 57-41 for the season, which is the third best record in the American League 
and fifth best in the majors…it is the A’s best record after 98 games since the 2002 club was 58-40 (lost game 
99)…with a win tonight, the A’s would match their best record after 99 games over the last 23 years (also 1992, 
2002)…went 12-4 over the first 16 games (second best record in the majors through April 18), 6-15 from April 
19 to May 10 (tied for the worst in the majors), 20-6 from May 11 to June 7 (best in the majors) and 6-9 from 
June 8 to 24 (tied for second worst in majors)…are 13-7 since June 25 (tied for fourth best in the majors)…are 
114-67 (.630) since July 1 of last year, which is the best mark in the majors over that span (Cincinnati, 109-
74)…have spent 41 days in sole possession of first this year, six days tied for first, 53 days in second, four days 
tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth. 

PITCHING: Bartolo Colón tossed the A’s ninth shutout of the season yesterday…it was their second in the last 
five games and fourth in the last 19 contests…the A’s have 2.66 ERA (50 er in 169.0 ip) over the last 19 games 
and now have a 3.58 ERA for the season…lead the American League in ERA, opponents on-base percentage 
(.294) and fewest walks (234), rank second in opponents batting average (.242), third in opponents slugging 
percentage (.383) and fourth in shutouts (9). 

STARTING PITCHING: Colon’s shutout yesterday was the fourth complete game shutout of the season for the 
A’s, which is the most in the American League and the most by an A’s team since 2003 (5)…A’s starters are 
now 28-10 with a 2.97 ERA (120 er in 364.0 ip) and .227 (308 for 1354) opponents batting average over the last 
56 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272 opponents average over the first 42 
contests…are 42-31 with a 3.81 ERA (256 er in 604.1 ip) for the season…lead the American League in innings 
pitched, are tied for the lead in complete games (4), rank second in ERA and tied for third in wins. 

OFFENSE: The A’s scored six runs yesterday after being held to three runs or fewer in each of the previous 
eight games…are now batting .171 (48 for 281) with 19 runs scored over the last nine games, but have won five 
of those contests…are batting .243 for the season, which is third lowest in the American League…rank second 
in the AL in most walks (362)…A’s pinch hitters are batting .131 (11 for 84), which is the lowest mark in the 
AL…the lowest mark in Oakland history is .141 in 1994…lead the AL in pinch plate appearances (99), are tied 
for the lead in walks (14) and tied for third in home runs (2). 

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s began the season by going 13-3 against American League West 
competition compared to 5-15 against all other teams through May 9…are 11-14 against the West since May 10 
while going 28-9 against everyone else…are batting .262 (379 for 1444) with 219 runs (41 games, 5.34 runs per 
game) against the AL West compared to .229 (433 for 1894) with 217 runs (57 games, 3.81 runs per game) 
against the rest of baseball. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-2 on this six-game road trip to Los Angeles (1-2) and Houston (three 
games)…went 4-2 on the last road trip to Kansas City (2-1) and Pittsburgh (2-1) and are 27-26 (.509) on the 
road…this series with the Astros concludes a 15-game stretch where the A’s play 12 games on the road…are 
7-5 over the first 12 games of the stretch…return home following the game Wednesday for a 10-game 
homestand against Los Angeles (four games), Toronto (three games) and Texas (three games)…that begins a 
stretch where the A’s will play 19 of 25 games at home from July 25-August 21…went 2-1 on the last 
homestand against Boston and have won 20 of the last 25 home games…are 30-15 (.667) at home for the 
season, which is the second best record in the majors (Atlanta, 31-15). 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s have won five of their last six one-run games and are 19-11 (.633) for the 
season…lead the American League in one-run wins, have the second best record and the fourth most 
games…are 7-3 (.700) in extra inning games…lead the AL in extra inning wins and have the third best 
record…are 13-6 in games decided in the last at bat and are tied for third in the AL in last at bat wins…have six 
“walk-off” wins. 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have a 38-22 (.633) record in night games, which is the best mark in the majors 
(Pittsburgh, 35-23)…are 19-19 (.500) during the day…have turned just 70 double plays, which is tied with 
Cincinnati for the fewest in the majors…including yesterday, the A’s have gone 74 consecutive days without 
placing a player on the DL, their longest stretch since May 28-Aug. 30, 2005 (94 days)…have sent nine men to 
the plate 19 times this year…did that just 22 times last year…are 48-0 when leading after eight innings and are 
one of three AL teams that has not lost in that situation (Texas and Toronto). 

AT THE BREAK: The A’s went into the All-Star Break with a 56-39 record and a two-game lead in the 
American League West…the 56 wins matched the most in Athletics history prior to the break (also 1971, 1972, 
1973)…it marked the first time the A’s have been in sole possession of first place in the AL West at the break 
since 1990…it was the eighth time in Athletics history (excludes 1981) and the A’s have gone on to win the 
West each of the previous seven times (1971-75, 88, 90)…the .589 winning percentage was ninth best in 
Athletics history at the break and the best since 1990 (.622)…the pitching staff averaged 2.42 walks per nine 
innings, which was the second best mark at the break in A’s history (2.36 in 1944)…set a record with 650 
strikeouts but the offense also set a record with 716 strikeouts. 

ALL-STARS: The A’s had two players named to the American League All-Star team (Grant Balfour and Bartolo 
Colón)…Colón is the oldest All-Star in Oakland history (40 years, 53 days) and Balfour was fifth oldest (35 
years, 198 days)…in addition, Yoenis Céspedes won the Home Run Derby…hit 32 home runs, including nine in 
the finals to defeat Bryce Harper…is the second Athletic to win the derby (Mark McGwire, 1992).

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 20th start of the season…the A’s are 
10-9 (.526) in his starting assignments this 
year and 30-20 (.600) in his career…his 
teams are 35-20 (.636) in his 55 career 
starts…has tossed at least six innings in 
13 of his 19 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer eight times and walked two batters 
or fewer 13 times. 

BRIEFLY: Is 2-3 with a 5.61 ERA (21 er in 
33.2 ip) and .287 (39 for 136) opponents 
batting average over his last six 
starts…went 3-0 with a 3.86 over his first 
three starts, 0-5 with a 3.62 ERA over his 
next five and 3-0 with a 3.66 ERA over his 
next five after that…the five-game losing 
streak was the longest of his career…was 
the first pitcher on an A’s Opening Day 
roster to win each of his first three starts 
since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first 
six starts in 1990…that extended his 
winning streak to five games dating back 
to last year…had never won more than 
two consecutive games in his career. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .208 (20 for 96) batting average with runners in scoring position, 
which is sixth lowest in the American League…opponents are batting .325 (38 for 117) with 13 doubles, 
seven home runs (.615 slugging percentage) and five walks (.352 on-base percentage) when leading off an 
inning…the slugging percentage in fourth highest in the AL and the batting average is eighth 
highest…allowed a .319 batting average, .555 slugging percentage and .358 on-base percentage to hitters 
leading off an inning last year. 

THE LONG BALL: Has not allowed a home run in his last two starts after surrendering at least one home 
run in eight consecutive starts from May 24 to June 30 (12 home runs total)…has allowed 19 home runs for 
the season, which is tied for ninth most in the American League…those are the most home runs allowed by 
an A’s pitchers before the All-Star Break since Gil Heredia had 21 in 2001…16 have been hit by right-
handers, which is second most in the majors (Sabathia, NYY 18)…surrendered a home run to Dunn June 8, 
his first home run allowed to a left-hander since Sept. 14, 2012 (Chris Davis, BAL)…14 of the 19 home runs 
have been solo shots…10 have come in the first two innings of a game. 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 7-5 with a 3.92 ERA (37 er in 85.0 ip) and 10 home runs allowed in 14 starts at night 
compared to 1-3 with a 5.12 ERA (18 er in 31.2 ip) and nine home runs allowed in five starts during the 
day…is tied for fifth in the American League in wins at night…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 17-10 with a 
3.44 ERA (83 in 217.0 ip) in 35 starts at night compared to 4-8 with a 5.12 ERA (51 er in 89.2 ip) in 15 starts 
during the day. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 4-3 with a 3.20 ERA (18 er in 50.2 ip) in eight starts at home compared to 4-5 with a 
5.05 ERA (37 er in 66.0 ip) in 11 starts on the road…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 11-7 with a 2.89 ERA 
(48 er in 149.1 ip) and .242 (137 for 566) opponents average in 23 starts in Oakland compared to 10-11 
with a 4.92 ERA (86 er in 157.1 ip) and .297 (190 for 640) opponents average in 27 starts on the road…has 
allowed 27 of his 43 home runs with the A’s on the road. 

RUN SUPPORT: Has received just eight runs of support in his eight losses this year (46.2 ip, 1.54 
RSA)…has received just 20 runs of support in his 18 losses in two seasons with the A’s (105.1 ip, 1.71 
RSA)…has received no support nine times over the last two years and one run of support eight times…the 
A’s have been shut out seven times this year, three times in games started by Milone…is 7-1 with three 
runs of support or more this year and 16-3 in his career. 

INNING BY INNING: Has a 4.26 ERA (18 er in 38.0 ip) over the first two innings of a game, a 1.96 ERA (8 
er in 36.2 ip) in innings three and four and a 6.21 ERA (29 er in 42.0) from the fifth inning on. 

2013 HIGHLIGHTS: Did not walk a batter and matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts May 1 against 
Los Angeles…has three career 10-strikeout games and has not walked a batter in any of those contests…is 
the third A’s pitcher since 1916 with three career games of 10 or more strikeouts and no walks (Catfish 
Hunter, Vida Blue)…walked three batters in back-to-back starts for the first time in his career May 12 
Seattle and May 18 against Kansas City…snapped his five-game losing streak in the A’s 2-1 win over the 
Royals…tossed a career-high 118 pitches in a no decision in the A’s 4-1 loss at Chicago June 8…walked a 
career-high tying four batters a no decision in the A’s 7-3 win over Cincinnati June 25 in Oakland…it was 
his first four-walk game in over a year (June 13, 2012 at Colorado…allowed a career-high tying three home 
runs but picked up the win in a 7-5 decision against St. Louis June 30 in Oakland 

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 5-0 loss at Pittsburgh July 10…it was his eighth loss of 
the season, which is tied for eighth most in the American League…tossed 80 pitches in a career-low 2.2 
innings…allowed three hits and a walk over the first two innings but did not surrender a run…then allowed a 
RBI double to Tabata and a two-run single by Alvarez in the third inning…was relieved by Neshek with 
runners on first and second and two outs in the third. 

MILONE vs. HOUSTON: Is 1-0 with a 4.66 ERA (19.1 ip, 24 h, 10 r, 10 er, 0 bb, 15 so) in three career 
starts…including 1-0 with a 4.61 ERA (13.2 ip, 16 h, 7 r, 7 er, 12 so) in two starts this year…the win came in 
an 11-2 A’s victory in Oakland April 15… the A’s scored six times in the first inning and he retired 10 of the 
first 11 batters he faced before allowing a RBI single to Pena in the fourth…also allowed a RBI single to 
Altuve in the seventh…then had a no decision in the A’s 6-5 win at Houston May 24, his only career 
appearance at Minute Maid Park…shutout the Astros on two hits over the first four innings and struck out 
each of the first two batters in the fifth…then allowed five straight hits, including a solo home run by 
Dominguez, a RBI single by Altuve and a three-run home run by Martinez…then retired seven of the final 
eight batters he faced and left trailing 5-3.

 Has now converted each of his last 43 save chances, which is an Athletics record and the sixth longest 
streak in Major League history…has not blown a save since April 29, 2012 at Baltimore.

Hit his ninth career leadoff home run April 5 at Houston, his seventh with the A’s…added two more •	
on June 3 at Milwaukee and June 11 against New York (AL)…in Oakland history, only Rickey 
Henderson (43) and Campy Campaneris (10) have more…is tied for fourth in Athletics history with 
Max Bishop behind Henderson, Eddie Joost (19) and Campaneris (13).
Homered and doubled in all three games at Houston April 5-7 to become the second player in Oak-•	
land history with both a double and a home run in three consecutive games (Matt Stairs, August 
14-16, 1997).
Homered in a career-high four consecutive games from April 5-9…is the first leadoff hitter in Oak-•	
land history to homer in four straight games…the last Athletic to do it was Wally Moses (July 21-23, 
1937).
