OAKLAND NOTES 

 The Oakland Athletics are 0-1 on their current nine-game homestand against Houston (0-1), Cleveland (three games) and Seattle (three 
games)…have gone 11-12 since the All-Star break after finishing the first half with a 56-39 record…fell to 21-15 in one-run games. 

 Bartolo Colon allowed four or more earned runs for his second straight start…had gone previous 15 starts without allowing more than three 
earned runs…also tossed fewer than six innings for the second straight start after going 15 straight starts of at least six innings pitched. 

 Yoenis Cespedes (3 for 4, r, 2b, hr, 2 rbi) is now 7 for his last 23 (.304) over his last five games after going 3 for 23 (.130) over his previous six 
contests…recorded his third three-hit game since July 28 (14 games) after recording two three-hit games in his first 84 contests. 

 Jed Lowrie (1 for 4, r) has gone 1 for 17 over his past four games after going 20 for 52 (.385) over his previous 13 games. 

 Josh Donaldson (2 for 4, r, 3b) is 9 for 23 (.391) over his past six games…hit his second career triple in the fifth inning (also April 16, 2013 vs.

 The Houston Astros snapped a six-game losing streak and are 1-0 on their current nine-game road trip to Oakland (1-0), Anaheim (three 
games), and Texas (three games). 

 Jordan Lyles allowed fewer than three runs in a game for the first time since July 4 vs. Tampa Bay (five starts)...tied a season high by tossing 
seven innings (five times: last, June 18 vs. Milwaukee). 

 Chia-Jen Lo recorded his first Major League save. 

 Jason Castro (1 for 3, r, bb, rbi, sf) extended his career-high hitting streak to 11 games with a single in the fifth inning…the hitting streak also 
ties an Astros team season high (Altuve, 5/29-6/10)...has gone 16 for 42 (.381) during streak. 

 Brandon Barnes (2 for 4, r, 2 2b, 2 rbi, so) had been 3 for his last 27 (.111) entering tonight’s game…had two RBI in the game after driving in 
three runs over his previous 18 games.
