e Josh Reddick (2 for 4, r, so, sb) is 11 for 31 (.355) with nine runs scored, five home runs, nine RBI and five walks over his last eight games.
e Eric Sogard (1 for 3, rbi) is batting .315 (23 for 73) with 12 RBI in 22 games since the All-Star Break after hitting .267 with 32 RBI in 77 games

before the break.
