Cleveland…all-time, the A’s are 
894-1019 against the Indians.

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Are 5-3 over the last eight games but are 6-9 over the last 15 contests…are 13-13 since the 
All-Star Break after going 56-39 before the break…are in second place in the American League West for the 
seventh consecutive day and trail Texas by ½ game…currently have the second Wild Card spot, ½ game 
behind Tampa Bay and four games ahead of third place Baltimore…held at least a share of first place in the 
West for 35 consecutive days from July 2-August 9…that included a streak of 32 consecutive days in sole 
possession of first from July 2-August 6…those were the A’s most consecutive days in first since they spent the 
final 65 days of the 2006 season in first…for the season, the A’s have spent 57 days in sole possession of first, 
nine days tied for first, 60 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days tied for fourth 
and one day in fifth…the A’s are 210-172 (.550) since Bob Melvin took over as manager June 9, 2011, which is 
tied for the eighth best record in the majors over that span. 

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed two runs or fewer in four of the last five games (9 er in 47.0 ip, 1.72 ERA) and 
now have a 3.55 ERA for the season, which is third lowest in the American League…have allowed fewer than 
10 runs in 98 consecutive games, which is the longest streak by an A’s team since Aug. 19, 1988-June 7, 1989 
when they also had a 98-game streak…the last streak longer than 98 games is a 101-game streak from July 21, 
1974-May 18, 1975…it is the second longest streak by an AL team since 1992 (Toronto, 136 from May 17, 
2008-April 24, 2009)…have not allowed 10 runs in a game since April 25 against Baltimore…walked nine 
batters last night, the third time in the last 17 games the A’s have issued nine or more walks…however, have 
walked just 310 batters for the season, which is the fewest in the AL…are on pace to walk 415 batters…the 
Oakland record for fewest walks in a non-strike season is 415 in 1976…have the lowest opponents on-base 
percentage (.297) in the majors…the last time the A’s finished the season with an on-base percentage under 
.300 was in 1972 (.284)…rank second in the AL in opponents batting average (.242) and opponents slugging 
percentage (.380) and fourth in shutouts (10). 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 1-2 over the last seven games but have a 2.23 ERA (11 er in 
44.1 ip) over that span…are 35-18 with a 3.26 ERA (180 er in 496.2 ip) and .236 (442 for 1872) opponents 
batting average over the last 79 games (since May 17) after going 14-21 with a 5.09 ERA and .272 opponents 
average over the first 42 contests…are 49-39 with a 3.86 ERA (316 er in 737.0 ip) for the season…lead the 
American League in complete game shutouts (4), rank third in wins, tied for third in complete games (4) and 
fourth in ERA…are scheduled to start a right-handed pitcher for the 13th consecutive game tonight, which is the 
A’s longest such streak since July 21-Oct. 2, 1999 when they did it in 68 consecutive games…have used just 
seven starting pitchers, which is their fewest since employing six in 2004. 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .228 (243 for 1064) with 119 runs scored (3.72 runs per game) over the last 32 
games (since July 8)…are now hitting .244 for the season, which is fourth lowest in the American 
League…have 14 home runs in the last 10 games after homering just twice over the previous seven 
contests…have 438 walks, which ranks second in the majors to Boston (448)…have 15 sacrifice hits, which is 
second fewest in the majors to Boston (14). 

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s began the season by going 13-3 against American League West 
competition compared to 5-15 against all other teams through May 9…are 18-20 against the West since May 10 
while going 33-14 against everyone else…are averaging 5.00 runs per game (270 runs in 54 games) against AL 
West competition compared to 3.97 (266 runs in 67 games) against everyone else. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-2 on this nine-game homestand against Houston (1-2), Cleveland (1-0) and 
Seattle (three games)…this homestand is part of a stretch where the A’s will play 19 of 25 games (July 25-Aug. 
21) and 29 of 42 (July 25-Sept. 8) at home…went 5-5 on the last homestand against Los Angeles (3-1), Toronto 
(1-2) and Texas (1-2)…have another 10-game homestand from Aug. 30-Sept. 8…have lost six of the last nine 
home games but are 37-22 (.627) in Oakland for the season, which is the fourth best home record in the 
American League…went 3-3 on the last road trip to Cincinnati (0-2) and Toronto (3-1) and are 32-30 (.516) on 
the road. 

CLOSE CALLS: Three of the four games on the homestand have been decided by one-run and the A’s are 1-2 
in those games…are 22-16 (.579) in one-run games for the season…are third in the American League in one-
run wins and have the fourth best record…are 7-5 (.583) in extra inning games, which is the fourth best record 
in the AL…have six “walk-off” wins…are 14-9 in games decided in the last at bat. 

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are batting .147 (15 for 102), which is the second lowest mark in the American 
League (Baltimore, .141)…the lowest mark in Oakland history is .141 in 1994…lead the AL in pinch strikeouts 
(31), are tied for the lead in plate appearances (119), rank second in home runs (4) and walks (15) and tied for 
second in RBI (13)…the four pinch hit home runs are the most by an A’s team since the 2002 club had five…the 
15 walks are also the most since 2002 (15)…the 119 plate appearances are the most since 2004 (120). 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 14 errors in the last 15 games, which has led to 11 unearned 
runs…made 61 errors over the first 106 games leading to 23 unearned runs…have turned 89 double plays, 
which is second fewest in the majors (Cincinnati, 84)…rank last in the majors in assists (1046). 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 43-5 when outhomering the opposition, which is the best mark in the 
majors…are 43-29 (.597) in night games, which is the second best record in the American League, compared to 
26-23 (.531) during the day…are 6-7 in the month of August…went 15-10 in July and have posted a winning 
record in eight consecutive months dating back to last June…that is the fourth longest such streak in Oakland 
history and is the longest since a 10-month streak from June, 2002 to September, 2003…placed John Jaso on 
the 7-day disabled list on July 25, ending a streak of 77 consecutive days without placing a player on the 
DL…that was the second longest streak by an A’s team since 1990 (94, May 28-Aug. 30, 2005)…have now 
used the DL 10 times this year…have not used the DL fewer than 15 times since 2005 (8)…are 13-6 on 
Sundays which is tied with Tampa Bay for the best mark in the majors.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 20th start of the season, his sixth since 
being recalled from Sacramento July 
20…the A’s are 11-8 (.579) in his starting 
assignments this year and are 16-10 
(.615) in his career…has tossed six or 
more innings in 10 of his 19 starts, allowed 
two runs or fewer 11 times and walked two 
batters or fewer 12 times. 

FOUR-GAME LOSING STREAK: Is 0-4 
with a 3.95 ERA (12 er in 27.1 ip) and .303 
(33 for 109) opponents batting average in 
five starts since he was recalled from 
Sacramento July 20…the four losses are 
tied for the most in the majors since the 
All-Star Break…the four-game losing 
streak is the longest of his career and one 
short of the A’s season high of five 
(Milone)…it comes on the heels of a five-
game winning streak from May 21 to July 
9…posted a 2.83 ERA and .196 
opponents batting average during the 
winning streak, which spanned nine starts. 

RUN SUPPORT: Has received no run support in three of his five starts since the All-Star Break and has two 
runs of support or fewer in all five starts (3 rs in 27.1 ip, 0.99 RSA)…has received two runs of support or 
fewer in 13 of his 19 starts for the season and is 4-6 in those games…his season run support of 3.44 is 
seventh lowest in the American League among pitchers with 100 or more innings pitched. 

ROOKIE LEADERS: Leads American League rookies in games started (19), strikeouts (85) and innings 
pitched (107.1) and is tied for second in wins (6).  

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .361 opponents slugging percentage, which is ninth lowest in the 
American League among pitchers with 100 or more innings…has yielded a .209 (33 for 158) batting 
average the first time through the lineup, .237 (37 for 156) the second time and .300 (27 for 90) after 
that…the mark the first time through the lineup is third lowest in the AL among pitchers with 100 or more 
innings…opponents are batting .353 (12 for 34) with runners in scoring position and two outs, which is 
fourth highest in the AL among pitchers with 100 or more innings…the opponents number three hitter is 
batting .388 (19 for 49), which is fourth highest in the AL…has issued 22 of his 34 walks to left-handed 
hitters.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on four days rest today…is 5-2 with a 2.77 ERA (19 er in 61.2 ip) in 10 
starts on five days rest or more compared to 1-4 with a 6.11 ERA (31 er in 45.2 ip) in nine starts on four 
days rest…his career numbers are 7-2 with a 2.47 ERA (24 er in 87.1 ip) in 14 starts on five days rest or 
more compared to 1-5 with a 6.52 ERA (43 er in 59.1 ip) in 12 starts on four days rest. 

THE WEST AND THE REST: Is 2-4 with a 6.32 ERA (33 er in 47.0 ip) in nine starts against American 
League West competition compared to 4-2 with a 2.54 ERA (17 er in 60.1 ip) in 10 starts against all other 
teams…his career numbers are 3-4 with a 5.84 ERA (45 er in 69.1 ip) in 13 starts against the West, 5-3 with 
a 2.56 ERA (22 er in 77.1 ip) in 13 starts against everyone else.

BRIEFLY: Was recalled from Triple-A Sacramento July 20 for his fifth stint with the A’s this year and is 0-4 
with a 3.95 ERA (12 er in 27.1 ip) in five starts since his return…was on the A’s Opening Day roster and 
started the fifth game of the season April 5 at Houston…was optioned to Sacramento the next day when 
Bartolo Colón was reinstated from the suspended list…went 3-0 with a 0.96 ERA in three starts with the 
River Cats before being recalled from Sacramento April 29 to start for Brett Anderson…started that night, 
was optioned to Sacramento April 30 and recalled May 1 when Anderson went on the DL…went 3-2 with a 
4.69 ERA in 10 starts before he was optioned to Sacramento June 23 as the A’s had three days off over an 
eight-day stretch…returned July 4 and went 2-0 with a 0.68 ERA in two starts before he was sent back to 
Sacramento July 10 with the All-Star Break approaching. 

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 5-1 win at Toronto last Monday…tossed a career-high 7.1 
innings…the A’s scored a run in the first and he shutout the Blue Jays on four hits over the first seven 
innings…retired Bonifacio to start the eighth inning but then allowed back-to-back singles to Reyes and 
Izturis…was relieved by Cook who allowed the tying run to score for the blown save…the A’s then scored 
four times in the ninth for the win.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 25th start of the season and the 400th 
of his career…will become the 126th 
pitcher in Major League history to make 
400 starts (source: Stats, Inc.)…the A’s 
are 17-7 (.708) in his starting assignments 
this year and 31-17 (.646) over the last 
two years…his teams are 228-171 (.571) 
in his career…has tossed seven or more 
innings in 12 of his 24 starts, allowed two 
runs or fewer 15 times and walked two 
batters or fewer 21 times. 

RECENTLY: Has tossed four innings or 
fewer in each of his last two starts and is 
0-2 with a 13.50 ERA (10 er in 6.2 ip) and 
.438 (14 for 32) opponents batting 
average over that span…however, is 11-2 
with a 2.27 ERA (27 er in 107.0 ip) in 16 
starts since May 20 and has allowed just 
four home runs in 107.0 innings…the ERA 
is the lowest in the American League over 
that span among pitchers with 79.1 or 
more innings pitched…is tied for second 
in wins (Scherzer, DET 12)…went 3-2 
with a 4.56 ERA and seven home runs in 
47.1 innings over his first eight starts.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks seventh in the American League in ERA (2.97)…has logged an ERA 
under 3.00 just once in his career (2.93 in 2002)…is also tied for the AL lead in shutouts (3), ranks second 
in fewest walks per nine innings (1.46), tied for second in complete games (3), tied for third in opponents 
grounded into double plays (19), fourth in winning percentage (.737) and sixth in fewest home runs per nine 
innings (0.64)…is averaging the third fewest pitches per inning (14.4) and ninth fewest pitches per game 
(92.8)…has the eighth highest run support (6.01). 

AS A 40-YEAR OLD: His 14 wins are an Oakland record for a 40-year old…the previous mark was 13 by 
Don Sutton (1985)…the only Athletic with more wins is Jack Quinn (18 in 1928, 15 in 1927)…the last Major 
League 40-year old with at least 14 wins is Jamie Moyer in 2008 (16)…has tied Tom Candiotti’s Oakland 
record of three complete games set in 1998…is the first Athletics 40-year old with three shutouts since Jack 
Quinn had four for the 1928 Philadelphia A’s…the last Major Leaguer with three shutouts is Dennis Martinez 
in 1994…currently has a 2.97 ERA…since 1953, the only American League 40-year old with an ERA under 
3.00 is Nolan Ryan of the 1991 Texas Rangers (2.91)…won each of his first seven starts after turning 40 on 
May 24…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the first pitcher in Major League history to win at least 
each of his first six starts in his forties…ages are based on a players age as of June 30th. 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 9-2 with a 2.56 ERA (25 er in 88.0 ip) in 13 starts at night compared to 5-3 with a 3.53 
ERA (26 er in 66.1 ip) in 11 starts during the day…ranks fifth in the American League in night ERA…his first 
night loss came on July 3 against Chicago (NL), snapping an 11-game winning streak in night games dating 
back to July 28 of last year…in two seasons with the A’s, he is 18-7 with a 2.73 ERA (58 er in 191.1 ip) in 
29 starts at night compared to 6-7 with a 3.98 ERA (51 er in 115.1 ip) in 19 starts during the day. 

STREAK SNAPPED: Allowed five runs in 2.2 innings August 7 at Cincinnati, snapping his streak of 15 
consecutive starts with six innings or more and three runs or fewer…the streak was the longest by an 
Athletics pitcher since at least 1916, topping the previous high of 14 by Dan Haren from April 18-June 26, 
2007…over the last 30 years, the only American League pitcher with a longer streak is Johan Santana (21, 
June 9-Sept. 24, 2004)…Colón was 11-1 with a 1.69 ERA and .248 opponents batting average during the 
streak…surrendered just four home runs and issued 20 walks in 106.1 innings. 

ACTIVE LEADERS: Ranks third among active pitchers in complete games (35), tied for fourth in shutouts 
(12), fifth in wins (185), sixth in games started (399), seventh in strikeouts (1916) and eighth in innings 
pitched (2547.2). 

DOMINICAN LEADERS: His 185 wins are third most among Dominican-born pitchers behind Juan Marichal 
(243) and Pedro Martinez (219)…also ranks third among Dominicans in games started (399), innings 
pitched (2547.2) and strikeouts (1916). 

THIS AND THAT: Has a 4.09 ERA (43 er in 94.2 ip) and has yielded 10 home runs over the first four 
innings of a game…has a 1.21 ERA (8 er in 59.2 ip) and has surrendered just one home run from the fifth 
inning on…has allowed nine of his 11 home runs to a left-handed hitter…has yielded 48 of his 62 home 
runs over his last four seasons to lefties…is 8-2 following an A’s loss…made his 400th career appearance 
July 14 against Boston…was named to the American League All-Star team for the third time in his career 
(1998, 2005)…had 12 wins at the All-Star Break, which matched the most by an A’s pitcher before the 
break since 1991 (Mulder 12 in 2004 and 2003)…went 5-0 with a 1.75 ERA in five starts in June to win 
American League Pitcher of the Month honors for the fourth time in his career. 

LAST START: He lost his second consecutive start in the A’s 5-4 loss to Houston on Monday…allowed a 
two-run double to Barnes in the second, a Castro sacrifice fly and a Carter RBI double in the third and one 
more run in the fourth on a grounded into double play…was relieved by Chavez to start the fifth inning with 
the A’s trailing 5-0. 

COLÓN vs. CLEVELAND: Is 6-4 with a 3.84 ERA (72.2 ip, 68 h, 32 r, 31 er, 18 bb, 45 so, 9 hr) in 11 career 
appearances, all starts…is 5-2 with a 3.33 ERA (18 er in 48.2 ip) in seven starts in his home ballparks and 
1-2 with a 4.88 ERA (13 er in 24.0 ip) in four starts at Progressive Field as a visitor…spent the first five and 
one-half seasons of his big league career with the Indians and is 37-23 with a 4.01 ERA (246 er in 551.2 ip) 
in 86 career appearances, including 84 starts, at Progressive Field…was the losing pitcher in his only start 
this year, a 9-2 A’s loss at Cleveland on May 9…allowed a two-run home run to Kipnis in the first and three 
more runs in the second on a Gomes RBI double, a Stubbs RBI single and a Kipnis sacrifice fly…also 
allowed a leadoff home run to Swisher in the third…was relieved by Scribner after allowing six runs on eight 
hits in 4.0 innings.

header Aug. 16 against Tampa Bay…it was just the second triple play turned by Boston since 1980 and 
the club’s first since shortstop John Valentin’s unassisted triple play July 8, 1994 against Seattle.

Tossed a three-hit shutout in the A’s rain-shortened 13-0 seven-inning win at Boston April 23…it •	
was his 10th career shutout, his first since May 30, 2011 at Oakland…the seven-inning shutout was 
third shortest in Oakland history and the shortest since Vida Blue fired 6.0 innings April 9, 1971 
against Kansas City…the last complete game of fewer than eight innings by an A’s pitcher was by 
Steve Ontiveros on May 16, 1995 against Chicago (5.0 ip).
Walked Jacoby Ellsbury to lead off the sixth inning April 23 at Boston, snapping a streak of 32.0 •	
innings and 121 batters faced without a walk dating back to his last walk on August 12, 2012 at 
Chicago (AL)…the 32.0-inning streak was the longest in Oakland history by a starter and second 
longest overall to Dennis Eckersley’s streak of 50.1 innings from Aug. 17, 1989-June 12, 1990.
Did not strike out a batter May 14 against Texas, his eighth career start without a strikeout…it was •	
the first time in a game in which he pitched more than 4.0 innings.
Walked two batters May 20 at Texas, snapping a season-opening streak of eight consecutive starts •	
with one walk or fewer and two innings or more…that was the longest season-opening streak by an 
Athletics pitcher since at least 1916.
Had an 18.0-inning scoreless streak from May 20 to 31.•	
Struck out nine batters May 26 at Houston in his first start after turning 40 to set an Athletics record •	
for strikeouts by a 40-year old…the previous high was seven by Tom Candiotti (July 31, 1998 vs. 
Cleveland) and Don Sutton (April 22, 1985 vs. California)…is just the fourth pitcher in Oakland 
history to start a game at age 40…the other three are Tommy John (last start at 42 years, 126 days), 
Candiotti (last start at 41 years, 275 days) and Sutton (last start at 40 years, 155 days)

history with a shutout (Don Sutton: 40 years, 85 days on June 26, 1985 against Chicago).
Had his career-high tying eight-game winning streak snapped July 3 by Chicago (NL)…also won •	
eight straight from July 21-Sept. 10, 2005…had a 1.37 ERA and surrendered just one home run in 
59.0 innings during the streak, which spanned eight starts…it was the longest winning streak by an 
Athletic since Dan Haren had a 10-game winning streak from April 18-July 1, 2007…fell one short 
of the Oakland record for consecutive starts with a win.

Was named to the American League All-Star team for the third time in his career (1998, 2005)…•	
at the age of 40 years and 53 days, he is the oldest All-Star in Athletics history…Dennis Eckersley, 
at age 37 in 1992, is second oldest…pitched the Sunday before the game and was replaced on the 
active roster.



Ryan Cook
Allowed his first run of the season on the road May 26 at Houston, snapping a 22.2-inning scoreless •	
streak on the road dating back to Aug. 11, 2012…the road scoreless streak is third longest in Oakland 
history by a reliever.

Coco Crisp
Was on his ninth Opening Day Roster (2004-09, 11-13), his third straight with the A’s…made his •	
eighth career Opening Start April 1 against Seattle, including three straight with the A’s.
Hit his ninth career leadoff home run April 5 at Houston, his seventh with the A’s…added two more •	
on June 3 at Milwaukee and June 11 against New York (AL)…in Oakland history, only Rickey 
Henderson (43) and Campy Campaneris (10) have more…is tied for fourth in Athletics history with 
Max Bishop behind Henderson, Eddie Joost (19) and Campaneris (13).
Homered and doubled in all three games at Houston April 5-7 to become the second player in Oak-•	
land history with both a double and a home run in three consecutive games (Matt Stairs, August 
14-16, 1997).
Homered in a career-high four consecutive games from April 5-9…is the first leadoff hitter in Oak-•	
land history to homer in four straight games…the last Athletic to do it was Wally Moses (July 21-23, 
1937).
Had a 12-game hitting streak from April 3 to 19… went 20 for 51 (.392) with 18 runs, seven doubles, •	
one triple, five home runs, nine RBI, nine walks and seven multiple hit games during the streak, 
which was his 11th of 10 or more games.
Had the fourth “walk-off sacrifice bunt” in Oakland history April 28 against Baltimore…the last was •	
by Marco Scutaro on April 16, 2005 against Anaheim…had two walk-off sacrifice flies last year, in 
addition to a single.
