e Martin Perez earned his sixth straight win in as many starts...became the first Texas pitcher to win six consecutive starts since Kenny Rogers
won eight straight starts in a row from April 27-June 5, 2005...his six-game win streak (including no decisions) is the longest by a Rangers
pitcher since Matt Harrison’s seven-game streak from May 22-June 29, 2012...his nine wins are tied for the most ever by a Rangers left-
handed rookie pitcher (Matt Harrison, 2008).

e Mitch Moreland (2 for 4, r, 2b, hr, rbi, bb, so) hit his fifth home run in 11 games against the A’s this season...was his seventh home run in 23
career games at O.co Coliseum...now has 10 home runs against Oakland, the most he has hit against any opponent.

e Alex Rios (2 for 5, r, hr, rbi, so) hit his second home since being acquired by Texas on August 9...was just his second home run in his last 29
games overall (since July 21).
