WINS OF LATE: Texas has won 23 of 32, making this just the 3rd season
in club history with a span of 23 wins in 32 games...club also did it in July/
August 1977 and June/July/August 1990.

DIVISION RACE: The Rangers have lost 3.0 games in the standings in the
last 4 days and are tied with Oakland for the A.L. West lead with 25 games
to play...Texas had held sole possession of first place for 23 straight days
since the last tie with the A’'s on 8/9...club has held at least a share of the
lead for 27 straight days beginning August 7...prior to that, Texas had not
held at least a share of first place since 7/1...in the last 35 days, Texas
has gained 6.0 games in the standings, coming back from a season high
6.0-game deficit on July 28-29...team spent 36 straight days in 2nd from
7/2-8/6 and has now held at least a share of the division lead for 91 days
in 2013...Texas had a season-high 7.0-game lead through games of 5/15
and 5/16...beginning June 8, 2010, the Rangers have spent 555 of 638
days in 1st place.

SHORTS: Texas rookies have 22 wins this season, tied with LAD for 2nd
most in the majors behind STL (29)...David Murphy’s OF assist on Monday
was Texas’ 28th of the season, T3rd most in A.L...in Game 3 of the Domin-
ican Summer League Championship series today, the Rangers and Tigers
were suspended by rain in the top of the 9th with the Rangers leading, 7-1.

TONIGHT: The 22-year-old left-hander is scheduled to make his 15th start and appear-
ance in the middle game of this series at the Coliseum...is coming off month of August
in which he went 5-0 in 5 starts (see below)...is 5-0, 2.74 (13 ER/42.2 IP) his last 6
starts to drop season figure from 4.37 to 3.58...last 3 wins have come in matchups
against Felix Hernandez (twice) and Chris Sale...earned win in last start on Wednes-
day at Seattle, securing a sweep in that 3-game series...has 7+ R of support in 3
straight...quality starts in 5 of last 6...is 8-2, 3.48 ERA (32 ER/82.2 IP) in 13 starts since
his most recent call-up on 6/22...his club-high 8 wins in that span rank T2nd in A.L. and
T5th in MLB...also served as Rangers’ 26th man for split doubleheader on 5/27 at AR,
starting and losing the day game...went 5-1 with a 1.75 ERA (7 ER/36.0 IP) and 28
strikeouts against 8 walks in 6 starts with Round Rock...was vying for a spot in Opening
Day rotation in March, but began the year on the Rangers’ 15-day disabled list with a
fractured bone in his left forearm and stayed in Arizona when the club broke camp.

(including no decisions) in 2013 (also Darvish, 4/19-5/16), and last longer win streak
was 7 games by Matt Harrison, 5/22/12-6/29/12.

--August: Went 5-0, 3.06 (12 ER/35.1 IP) in his 5 August starts, opponents batting .223
(29-130) with 4 HR, 11 BB, and 26 SO...first 5-win month ever by a Texas rookie,
joining Yu Darvish (5-1 in April) as only Rangers w/ 5-win months in 2013...is just the
4th pitcher in club history to go 5-0 or better in a month, winning every start, joining Rick
Helling (5-0 in 5 GS in April 1998), Aaron Sele (5-0 in 5 GS in April 1998), and Kenny
Rogers (6-0 in 6 GS in May 2005)...his 5 wins last month led the A.L., tied for MLB
lead with 4 others: COL’s Jorge De La Rosa, LAD’s Zack Greinke, STL's Joe Kelly,
and LAD’s Ricky Nolasco...Perez was first rookie to win 5 games in one month since
Yankees’ lvan Nova in Aug. 2011 (5-0 in 5 starts), first rookie /lefty to do it since Jays’
Gustavo Chacin in July 2005 (5-0 in 6 starts)...last rookie LHP to win all of 5+ starts in
a month was Marlins’ Dontrelle Willis in June 2003 (5-0 in 5 starts).

--Since most recent call-up: Has posted 8-2 record with a 3.48 ERA (32 ER/82.2
IP) in 13 starts since his most recent call-up on 6/22...his club-high 8 wins since
6/22 rank T2nd in the A.L., 3 more than next-closest Ranger (Yu Darvish-5)...only
other A.L. pitchers w/ 8+ wins since 6/22: Scherzer-9, Shields-8, Weaver-8, and C.J.

--Rookies: Perez’s 8 overall victories are 3rd-most among Rangers and tied with Tam-
pa Bay’s Chris Archer and Oakland’s Dan Straily A.L. rookie lead...also rank T2nd-most
wins by a left-handed rookie in Rangers history, trailing only Matt Harrison’s 9 wins as
a rookie in 2008.

LAST START: Earned win in last start on Wed. at SEA, a 12-4 Texas victory (6.0 IP, 5
H, 2 R-Er, 2 BB, 3 SO, 2 HR, 100 pitches/62 strikes)...gave up a pair of solo HR, both
to LHB (Dustin Ackley and Kyle Seager), this after permitting just 2 HR to LHB in his
career entering that start...was just 3rd time in his career to allow multiple HR, 2nd in
2013 (3 HR on 7/14 at DET)...the win secured a series sweep for Texas, as Felix Her-
nandez was charged with a career-high 9 R (8 ER) in 3.0+ innings.

OAKLAND: Has not faced Oakland in 2013, as all 3 starts came last year: 1-2,
9.90 (11 ER/10.0 IP) in 3 G/GS...lone win vs. A's came in first career start (2nd career
appearance) on 6/30/12 in Arlington (5.1 IP, 2 R-ER), a 7-2 Texas victory over Tommy
Milone which gave Texas a 13.0-game lead on Oakland...made back-to-back starts vs.

Texas defeat that trimmed club’s division lead to 1.0 game with 2 to play.
