ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won three straight, six of the past seven, 11 of the last 14 and 14 of the last 18 to 
improve to a season-high 25 games over .500 at 86-61…have the second best record in the American League 
(Boston, 90-59) and are tied for third best in the majors…have a 4½ game lead in the AL West over Texas, 
which is the A’s largest lead since July 30 when they had a five game lead…have clinched a winning record for 
the second consecutive season, marking the first time the A’s have put together back-to-back winning seasons 
since 1999-2006 when they had eight straight…are 30-22 since the All-Star Break after going 56-39 before the 
break…have a seven game lead over the third place team in the Wild Card race…went 20-22 over the first 42 
games this year and trailed Texas by 7½ games on May 16…then went a Major League best 43-21 from May 
17 to July 29 to gain 13½ games in the standings and take a six-game lead in the AL West…compiled a 12-15 
record from July 30 to August 29 to lose nine games in the standings and fall three back of Texas…are 11-3 
since August 30 and have picked up 7½ games on the Rangers…for the season, have spent 65 days in sole 
possession of first, 11 days tied for first, 78 days in second, four days tied for second, one day in third, two days 
tied for fourth and one day in fifth…are 227-181 (.556) since Bob Melvin took over as manager June 9, 2011, 
which is tied for the seventh best record in the majors over that span. 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .287 (334 for 1163) with 52 home runs over the last 34 games (since August 
9)…lead the majors in home runs, slugging percentage (.497) and extra base hits (131) over that span, are 
tied for first in runs (188), third in doubles (70), tied for third in triples (9) and fourth in batting…rank second in 
the majors with 66 home runs since the All-Star Break (Washington, 67)…for the season, rank second in the 
American League in doubles (274), third in walks (520) and extra base hits (463) and fourth in triples (25)…A’s 
outfielders have combined for a .235 (400 for 1705) batting average, which is second lowest in the majors 
(Minnesota, .232)…the lowest mark by A’s outfielders since at least 1916 is .228 in 1979…however, have 69 
home runs, which is the most in the majors, and 231 RBI, which ranks second…the A’s recorded 18 runs and 
22 hits on Wednesday…the runs were the A’s most in a game since August 31, 2012, a 20-2 win vs. 
Boston…the hits were the most since July 20, 2009 when they also had 22 in a 14-13 win against 
Minnesota…tied Oakland records for doubles (8) and extra-base hits (11) in a game…scored 10 runs in the 
fourth inning, which tied the Oakland record for most runs in a single inning (sixth time, last: June 18, 2000 at 
Kansas City). 

PITCHING: The A’s have a 2.87 ERA (37 er in 116.0 ip) and .239 (105 for 440) opponents batting average over 
the past 13 games (since August 31)…now have a 3.61 ERA for the season, which ranks second in the 
American League…have the lowest opponents on-base percentage (.301) and second lowest batting average 
(.244) and slugging percentage (.383)…the last time the A’s finished the season with an on-base percentage 
under .302 was in 1972 (.284)…have allowed just 391 walks for the season, which is the fewest in the 
American League…Dan Straily became the A’s fifth 10-game winner, which is tied for the most in the majors 
(Detroit) and the most in Oakland history (fifth time, last: 2005). 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 16-5 with a 2.85 ERA (56 er in 176.2 ip) over the last 29 games 
(since August 14) after going 4-8 with a 4.88 ERA over the previous 12 contests…are now 64-44 with a 3.74 
ERA (371 er in 892.1 ip) for the season…lead the American League in complete game shutouts (4), rank 
second in wins, ERA and complete games (6) and are fifth in innings pitched. 

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 8-3 on this season-ending stretch where they will play 19 of their final 
26 games against American League West competition (the exceptions are seven games with 
Minnesota)…started the season by going 13-3 against AL West teams compared to 5-15 against everyone else 
through May 9…are 25-24 against the West since May 10 while going 43-19 against the rest of baseball. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 3-1 on this six-game road trip to Minnesota (2-1) and Texas (1-0)…went 4-3 
on the last road trip to Baltimore (1-2) and Detroit (3-1) and are 39-34 (.534) on the road, which is the third best 
road record in the American League…went 8-2 on the last homestand against Tampa Bay (3-0), Texas (2-1) 
and Houston (3-1)…the eight wins were the A’s most on a homestand since going 8-1 against Texas, Tampa 
Bay and Seattle from August 7-16, 2006…have clinched a winning record at home for the fourth consecutive 
season…are 47-27 (.635) in Oakland, which is the second best home record in the AL (Boston, 48-25). 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s rank last in the majors with 1267 assists and are on pace for 1396…the Major 
League record for fewest assists in a non-strike season is 1393 (San Francisco in 2008)…have just 105 double 
plays, which is also the fewest in the majors…the Oakland record for fewest double plays in a non-strike season 
is 115 in 1980. 

ROSTER NOTES: The A’s have 34 players on the active roster…have used 44 players this year, marking the 
first time the A’s have used fewer than 48 players in a season since 2006 (40)…have used 18 pitchers, which is 
the fewest since 2004 (17)…the 18 pitchers are tied for the fewest in the majors this year (Kansas City)…have 
used just seven starting pitchers, which is their fewest since employing six in 2004…in the majors, only Detroit 
has used fewer starters this year (6)…used the disabled list four times over a 33-day stretch from July 25-
August 26 after a 77-day streak without placing a player on the DL…the 77-day streak is the second longest by 
an A’s team since 1990 (94, May 28-Aug. 30, 2005)…have used the DL 13 times for the season, which is the 
fewest since 2005 (8). 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 28-19 (.596) in one-run games…lead the American League lead in one run wins 
and have the third best record…A’s pinch hitters are batting .134 (17 for 127), which is the lowest mark in the 
AL…the lowest mark in Oakland history is .141 in 1994…lead the AL in pinch strikeouts (38) and rank second in 
plate appearances (146), home runs (4) and walks (16)…the plate appearances are the A’s most since 2000 
(162)…went 14-13 in August to extend their streak of consecutive months with a winning record to nine dating 
back to last June…that is the fourth longest such streak in Oakland history and the longest since a 10-month 
streak from June, 2002 to September, 2003…it matches the longest active streak in the majors (Atlanta).

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 28th start of the season…the A’s are 
18-9 (.667) in his starting assignments this 
year and 32-19 (.627) over the last two 
years…his teams are 229-173 (.570) in 
his career…has tossed seven or more 
innings in 12 of his 27 starts, allowed two 
runs or fewer 17 times and walked two 
batters or fewer 24 times. 

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks third in 
the American League in ERA (2.85) and is 
tied for fourth in wins (15)…the last A’s 
pitcher with an ERA under 2.97 is Tim 
Hudson in 2003 (2.70)…is also tied for the 
AL lead in shutouts (3), tied for second in 
complete games (3), fourth in fewest 
home runs per nine innings (0.63), fifth in 
winning percentage (.714), eighth in 
opponents grounded into double plays 
(20) and 10th in opponents slugging 
percentage (.377)…is averaging the third 
fewest pitches per inning (14.5) and fourth 
fewest pitches per game (91.8)…has the 
fourth highest run support (6.18). 

CAREER BESTS: Currently has career 
lows in ERA (2.85) and fewest home runs 
per nine innings (0.63)…his .377 
opponents slugging percentage is second 
lowest (.371 in 2000)…his 15 wins are his 
most since 2005 when he went 21-8 for 
the Angels and won the Cy Young Award…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the first pitcher in AL 
history with 15 wins with four different teams (Indians, White Sox, Angels)…his 27 starts and 170.1 innings 
pitched are also his most since 2005 (33 starts, 222.2 ip). 

DON’T WALK: Has walked just 26 batters in 170.1 innings, an average of 
1.37 per nine innings…that is the second lowest mark in the American 
League (Price, TB 1.24) and fourth lowest in the majors…has 94 strikeouts 
for a strikeout to walk ratio of 3.62…that ranks ninth in the AL. 

THE DISABLED LIST: Was placed on the 15-day disabled list August 18 
retroactive to August 14 with a strained left groin…it was his 11th career 
stint on the DL…was reinstated August 29 and is 1-1 with a 1.69 ERA (3 er 
in 16.0 ip) in three starts since his return…has walked just one batter in 
16.0 innings. 

RECENTLY: Is 1-3 with a 5.16 ERA (13 er in 22.2 ip) and .347 (34 for 98) 
opponents batting average over his last five starts since August 
7…however, is 12-4 with a 2.20 ERA (30 er in 123.0 ip) in 19 starts since 
May 20 and has allowed just five home runs in 123.0 innings…the ERA is 
the lowest in the American League and third lowest in the majors over that 
span among pitchers with 100.0 or more innings pitched…went 3-2 with a 
4.56 ERA and seven home runs in 47.1 innings over his first eight starts. 

AS A 40-YEAR OLD: His 15 wins are an Oakland record for a 40-year old and are tied for second most in 
Athletics history…Jack Quinn also won 15 in 1927 and then had 18 in 1928…the last Major League 40-year 
old with at least 15 wins is Jamie Moyer in 2008 (16)…his 94 strikeouts are four short of Candiotti’s Athletics 
record of 98 in 1998…currently has a 2.82 ERA…the last American League 40-year old with an ERA under 
2.88 is Johnny Niggeling, who had a 2.32 ERA in 1944 for Washington…has tied Tom Candiotti’s Oakland 
record of three complete games set in 1998…is the first Athletics 40-year old with three shutouts since Jack 
Quinn had four for the 1928 Philadelphia A’s…the last Major Leaguer with three shutouts is Dennis Martinez 
in 1994…ages are based on a players age as of June 30th. 

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 9-2 with a 2.69 ERA (23 er in 77.0 ip) in 12 starts against American League West 
teams compared to 6-4 with a 2.99 ERA (31 er in 93.1 ip) in 15 starts against everyone else…in two 
seasons with the A’s, he is 14-5 with a 2.54 ERA (40 er in 141.2 ip) in 21 starts against the AL West 
compared to 11-10 with a 3.58 ERA (72 er in 181.0 ip) in 30 starts against all other teams. 

THIS AND THAT: Has a 3.88 ERA (46 er in 106.2 ip) and has yielded 11 home runs over the first four 
innings of a game…has a 1.11 ERA (8 er in 64.2 ip) and has surrendered just one home run from the fifth 
inning on…has allowed 10 of his 12 home runs to a left-handed hitter…is 8-2 following an A’s loss. 

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 7-2 win over Houston last Sunday in 
Oakland…allowed a single to Villar and a RBI double to Altuve to start the game but that was the only run 
he allowed in six innings…the A’s scored seven times in the third inning for the win. 

COLÓN vs. TEXAS: Is 19-8 with a 3.61 ERA (209.2 ip, 179 h, 92 r, 84 er, 55 bb, 172 so, 28 hr) in 32 career 
appearances, all starts…the 19 wins are his most against any team and are tied for the most by any 
pitcher against the Texas Rangers (Bert Blyleven, Dennis Leonard and Jack Morris)…is 14-3 with a 3.10 
ERA (43 er in 124.2 ip) over his last 19 starts against Texas after going 5-5 with a 4.34 ERA over his first 13 
starts…is 8-3 with a 4.32 ERA (45 in 93.2 ip) in 14 starts at Rangers Ballpark, including 6-0 with a 3.17 ERA 
(17 er in 48.1 ip) over his last seven starts…among visiting pitchers, only Barry Zito (11) has more career 
wins at Rangers Ballpark…is 11-5 with a 3.03 ERA (39 er in 116.0 ip) in 18 starts in his home ballparks, 
including 1-2 with a 2.77 ERA (8 er in 26.0 ip) in four starts in the Coliseum…is 1-1 with a 3.00 ERA (18.0 
ip, 18 h, 9 r, 6 er, 3 bb, 6 so, 2 hr) in three starts this year…the no decision in the A’s 6-5, 10-inning loss in 
Oakland May 14…allowed three runs in the fourth inning on a Cruz sacrifice fly and a Moreland two-run 
home run…the A’s scored twice in the fifth and sixth and he left the game after six innings with a 4-3 
lead…Cook allowed a run in the eighth for the blown save…was the winning pitcher in the A’s 9-2 win at 
Texas May 20…had a 1-0 lead when Soto scored on a Profar ground out in the third…had a 5-1 lead when 
he allowed a sacrifice fly to Profar in the fifth…then took the loss in a 5-1 decision in Oakland September 
3…the A’s scored a run in the first and he allowed a two-out solo home run to Moreland in the fourth to tie 
the game…his own error led to three unearned run in the fifth inning…Profar had a BRI double and scored 
on a ground out and Pierzynski had a RBI single.

2012), an A’s season high and is tied for third longest in the majors this year…is 6-1 with a 2.93 ERA (46.0 ip, 32 h, 15 r, 15 er, 13 bb, 39 so, 5 hr) 
in seven career starts against Texas…the six wins are his most against any team.
