* Alberto Callaspo (0 for 3, gidp) went 4 for 25 (.160) on the homestand and is now batting .200 (6 for 30) in Oakland compared to .351 (13 for 37) on the
road.

* Josh Donaldson (1 for 3, 2b, bb, gidp) has hit safely in 15 of his last 16 games (23 for 71, .324) after going 2 for 22 (.091) over his first five contests.

e Jed Lowrie (1 for 4) is 11 for 35 (.314) with five doubles, a home run and seven runs scored in his last eight games after going 2 for 18 (.111) over his previ-
ous seven contests.

e Derek Norris (1 for 2, bb) is 7 for 19 (.368) during the day compared to 4 for 20 (.200) at night.
