ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two of the 
last three games to snap a three-game 
losing streak…the losing streak was the 
A’s first of the season and the first time 
the A’s had lost more than two straight 
games since Aug. 20-23, 2013 when 
they lost three straight…have not lost 
more than three in a row since May 6-
10, 2013 when they had a five-game 
losing streak…began the season by going  2-3 and then won 11 of 
their next 13 games before losing three in a row to Texas…are 15-9 for 
the season, which is tied for the best record in the American League 
and tied for the third best in the majors…it is the A’s best start since 
2008 (also 15-9)…are tied for first place in the AL West with Texas 
…have 13 days in sole possession of first place, three days tied for 
first, four days in second, three days tied for second, one day tied for 
third and three days in fourth. 

HOME AND AWAY: Are 2-1 on the second road trip  of the season, a 
10-game trip to Houston (2-1), Texas (three games) and Boston (three 
games)…went 7-2 on the first road trip to Minnesota (3-0), Seattle (2-
1) and Los Angeles-AL (2-1)…have the best road record in the 
American League and second best in the majors (Milwaukee, 9-
1)…this marks the first time the A’s have won the first three road series 
of the season since 1990…the last time the A’s won four straight to 
start the season was 1988 when they won their first eight…the A’s 9-3 
start is the A’s best start on the road since 2008…if they win today, it 
would be the best start since 1990 (10-2)…this road trip concludes a 
25-game stretch from April 7 to May 4 where the A’s are scheduled to 
play 19 of their 25 games on the road…are 12-6 over the first 18 
games of that stretch…went 3-3 on the last homestand against 
Houston (3-0) and Texas (0-3)…the sweep by the Rangers marked the 
first time the A’s were swept at home since Sept. 3-5, 2012 against Los 
Angeles (AL), a streak of 32 consecutive home series without being 
swept…are 6-6 at home for the season. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed three runs 
or fewer in 21 of the first 24 games and have a 2.96 ERA (48 er in 146 
ip), which is the lowest mark in the American League and fifth lowest 
in the majors…have allowed six hits or fewer 20 times and have a .233 
(130 for 557) opponents batting average, which is third lowest in the 
AL…have the lowest on-base percentage (.295) and second lowest 
slugging percentage (.363)…have the third most strikeouts 
(134)…have two 30-year olds (Scott Kazmir and Jesse Chavez) in the 
starting rotation at the same time for the first time since April of 2010 
(Ben Sheets, Justin Duchscherer). 

PITCHING: The A’s have a 2.86 ERA, which is the lowest mark in the 
American League and third lowest in the majors…lead the American 
League in opponents batting average (.227), on-base percentage 
(.290) and slugging percentage (.339). 

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s are 15-8 (.652) in the month of April and 
have clinched a winning record in April for the second consecutive 
season (went 16-12 last year)…also clinched the A’s 11

th
 consecutive 

winning month dating back to June of 2012…that ties the second 
longest such streak in Oakland history (July, 1989-May 1991)…the 
record is 13 consecutive months from Sept., 1970-Sept. 1972. 

ON THE BASES: The A’s have been successful in each of their last 13 
stolen base attempts and are 17 for 18 (94.4%) for the season, which 
is the best percentage in the majors…opponents have been successful 
in 19 of their 21 (90.5%) attempts, which is the second highest 
percentage in the American League. 

OFFENSE: The A’s scored a season-high 12 runs Friday…have  
scored 10 or more runs in two of the last three games and have four 
games of at least 10 runs for the season…rank second in the 
American League in walks (112) and fourth in runs (122)…are ninth in 
fewest grounded into double plays (18)…18 of the A’s 27 home runs 
have come with runners on base, nine have put the A’s ahead and 
eight have come in the ninth inning or later. 

 

 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 22 errors, which is 
second most in the American League…A’s first basemen have 
committed six of those errors after tallying just nine all last year…the 
A’s are 4-5 when going errorless compared to 11-4 when making one 
or more errors…have turned just 18 double plays, which is tied for fifth 
fewest in the AL. 

CLOSE CALLS: Lost 3-0 on Wednesday, the only time this year the 
A’s have lost a game by more than two runs…Oakland is the only team 
in the majors that has not lost a game by more than three runs…the 
A’s are 6-4 in games decided in the last at bat…the 10 games and six 
wins are the most in the majors…have a Major League leading four 
wins when trailing after seven innings, which matches their season 
total from last year…also have a ML leading three losses when leading 
after eight innings…have six come from behind wins, which is third 
most in the American League …are 3-1 in extra inning games…are 
tied for the ML lead in extra inning wins and are tied for the AL lead in 
extra inning games…are 4-4 (.500) in one-run games and the eight 
one-run decisions are tied for second most in the AL. 

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s are 8-2 in day games, which is the best 
record in the American League and second best in the majors 
(Milwaukee, 7-1)…have a 7-7 record at night…have a 1.86 ERA (19 er 
in 92.0 ip) during the day compared to 3.55 (52 er in 131.2 ip) at 
night…the day ERA is the lowest in the American League and third 
lowest in the majors. 

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 9-6 during this stretch of 19 consecutive 
games against American League West competition (April 11-
30)…have five pinch-walks, which is the most in the AL and tied for 
fifth most in the majors…have not used a rookie, marking their longest 
stretch without a rookie on the roster since 2006 when they had no 
rookies for the first 36 days of the season (April 3-May 8)…the A’s 
average time of game is 3 hours and 12 minutes. 

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have five players on the disabled list 
(Elmore, Griffin, O’Flaherty, Parker, Rodriguez)…O’Flaherty and 
Parker are both on the 60-day DL…Rodriguez is on a rehab 
assignment with Sacramento…have used the DL seven times this 
year…used it just 13 times all last year, which was the fewest since 
2005 when they used it eight times…have not had fewer than two 
players on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when they had just 
one. 

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A’s lead the season series 5-1… have won two 
of the first three games of this series after sweeping a three-game 
series in Oakland last weekend…won 
the season series last year, 15-4…the 
15 wins tied for third most in Oakland 
history against one team and were 
the most since going 17-2 against 
Seattle in 2006…went 8-1 in Houston 
and 7-3 in Oakland…have won all 
three season series against the 
Astros and lead the all-time series, 
25-6…that is the best record by a Major League club against 
another club among teams that have played each other 20 or more 
times…all six of the A’s losses to Houston have been by one 
run…are 13-3 in Oakland and 12-3 in Houston. 

TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

Josh Donaldson has hit three home runs in his past three games, 
including two on Thursday for his first career multi-homer game…has 
now hit safely in eight straight (12 for 32, .375) and 18 of his last 19 
games (28 for 83, .337)…Dan Otero has not allowed a home run in 
63.2 career innings, the most innings pitched among active players 
without allowing a home run...Alberto Callaspo’s three at-bats last 
night gives him 3,000 for his career.
