* The Oakland Athletics snapped a three-game losing streak and a six-game home losing streak, which was their longest streak over the last seven years
since Sept. 16-29, 2007 when they also lost six straight.

* Drew Pomeranz made his first start as an Athletic...tossed five innings for the 17th consecutive start dating back to Aug. 1, 2012...that is the longest streak of
consecutive starts of five innings or fewer by a Major Leaguer since at least 1914...has not allowed a run in five appeareances, one start, at the Coliseum (9.0
ip).

* Alberto Callaspo (1 for 3) ended an 0 for 15 hitless streak with a single to right in the fourth inning.

* Yoenis Cespedes (1 for 2, r, hr, rbi, bb) is 9 for 28 (.321) with four doubles, two home runs, six RBI, five walks and eight runs scored over his last nine
games.

» Josh Donaldson (0 for 4, 3 so) failed to reach base...snapped his career-high 29 game streak of reaching base.

» Jed Lowrie (2 for 4, rbi) ended an 0 for 11 hitless streak with a single to center field in the first inning.

* Derek Norris (2 for 3, sb) is batting .500 (17 for 34) with eight walks over his last 13 games...recorded his first stolen base of the season.
