OAKLAND NOTES
•	 The Oakland Athletics won on a walk-off for the fourth time this season...A’s are 2-1 on this seven-game homestand against Detroit (2-1) and Los Angeles-

AL (three games)
•	 A’s starting pitchers have allowed two runs or fewer in 15 of the last 19 games and are 11-3 with a 1.96 ERA (25 er in 115.0 ip).
•	 Scott Kazmir had his first complete game since July 3, 2006 against Boston...has allowed one run or fewer in 6 of his 11 starts this season.
•	 Josh Donaldson (2 for 4, r, hr, 3 rbi, so) hit his second career walk-off home run (previous: Apr. 12, 2013 against Detroit)...has reached base safely in each 

of his last 43 games as a third basemen, which is the longest such streak by an Athletics third basemen since at least 1914...has reached base safely in 46 of 
his last 47 games overall and 48 of 52 for the season.

•	 John Jaso (1 for 4, so) is batting .333 (19 for 57) with four home runs and 10 RBI in 16 games in May after hitting .236 with a home run and four RBI in 22 
games in April...the four home runs are his most ever for a month.

•	 The Detroit Tigers have now lost eight of their last ten games…...are currently 1-2 on their seven-game road trip to Oakland (1-2) and Seattle (three games).
•	 Anibal Sanchez struck out a season-high nine batters.
•	 Miguel Cabrera (1 for 4) is batting .379 (48 for 128) with 23 runs, 13 doubles, seven home runs and 37 RBI over the last 33 games.
•	 Rajai Davis (2 for 3, 2b, so) left the game with a left shoulder contusion. 
•	 Tori Hunter (2 for 3, r, hr, rbi) has hit safely in 31 of his 44 games this season...is batting .302 (39 for 128) with 18 runs scored, nine doubles, four home runs 

and 18 RBI over his last 32 games... has homered in back-to-back games for the 43rd time in his career and the second time this season. He homered in 
three consecutive games from April 4-6, 2013

•	 Victor Martinez (1 for 3) has hit safely in 27 of last 30 games, batting .370 (43 for 116) with nine doubles, nine home runs and 22 RBI during that span.
