each of the last two days and four days this year (May 21-
22)...increased their lead in the American League West to a season-
high six games yesterday...that is the A’'s largest lead before the All-
Star Break since 1988 when they led by as many as 11 games on
June 4...are in sole possession of first place in the AL West for the 53"
consecutive day (since April 28) and have held at least a share of first
for 57 consecutive days (since April 24) and 67 of the last 69...this is
the A’s longest stretch of consecutive days in first place since spending
the final 65 days of the 2006 season in first...have 66 days in sole
possession of first this year, four days tied for first, four days in second,
three days tied for second, one day tied for third and three days in
fourth...have held the best record in the AL every day since May
31...the A’s average time of game is 3 hours and 10 minutes...the
Oakland record is 3:08 in 2000.

OFFENSE: The A’s lead the majors in runs scored (377), walks (309)
and on-base percentage (.338), rank third in home runs (83), sixth in
slugging (.413) and eighth in extra base hits (223).

THE LONG BALL: Four of the A’s last six home runs have been three-
run shots and five of the last eight have come with at least two men on
base...lead the majors with 43 home runs with runners on base and
four grand slams...have 83 home runs overall, which ranks second in
the American League and third in the majors...the pitching staff has
allowed eight home runs in the last five games after yielding just one
over the previous six contests...have surrendered 61 home runs for
the season, which is tied for second fewest in the AL and tied for
seventh fewest in the majors...only 20 of those have come with
runners on base, which is second fewest in the majors (St. Louis, 18).

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are 8 for their last 14 (.571) with two
doubles, a home run, seven RBI and two walks...lead the American
League in pinch walks (14) and RBI (14)...the walks rank third in the
majors and the RBI are sixth...are tied for the AL lead in doubles (4)
and extra base hits (6), rank second in hits (18), on-base percentage
(.429), slugging percentage (.459) and plate appearances (77) and
third in batting (.295).

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have outscored the opposition by 134
runs, which is nearly triple the next closest team (San Francisco, 47)
and nearly quadruple the next closest American League team (Los
Angeles, 34)...the best run differential at the All-Star Break in Athletics
history is 95 in 1973 (first All-Star Game was in 1933).

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed 37 runs in seven games on the
homestand for a 4.86 ERA (34 er in 63.0 ip) after yielding 25 runs in
nine games on the last road trip (2.21 ERA)...that has upped the
season ERA .19 points to 3.02, which is still the lowest in the
majors...also lead the majors in opponents batting average (.228) and
on-base percentage (.289) and have the second lowest slugging
percentage (.345)...have issued the third fewest walks in the American
League (201).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 32-17 with a 3.07
ERA (151 er in 443.1 ip)...have the fewest losses in the majors, the
second lowest ERA (St. Louis, 3.04) and are tied for third in wins...are
tied for second in the American League in complete games (2) and
rank fourth in innings pitched (443.1).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s did not commit an error last night,
ending their streak of six consecutive games with an error...have 14
errors in the last 10 games and 54 for the season, which is tied for
second most in the American League...however, have just 19
unearned runs, which is tied for third fewest in the AL...A’s outfielders
have 13 assists in the last 26 games and 20 for the season, which is
the most in the AL and tied for second most in the majors (Arizona,
22).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’'s are 5-2 on this 10-game homestand
against New York-AL (2-1), Texas (2-1) and Boston (1-0)...went 5-2 on

the last homestand and are 22-14 (.600) at home for the season, which
is the second best home record in the majors (Cleveland, 22-12)...are
16-5 over the last 21 home games after starting the season 6-9...are
batting .269 (325 for 1207) with 47 home runs in 36 games in Oakland
compared to .240 with 36 home runs in 37 games on the road...went
5-4 on the last road trip to New York-AL (2-1), Baltimore (2-1) and Los
Angeles-AL (1-2) and are 23-14 (.622) on the road, which is the best
road record in the majors.

ON THE BASES: The A's are 41 for 49 (83.7%) in stolen base
attempts, which is the second best percentage in the majors
(Washington, 86.0%)...opponents have been successful in 42 of their
48 (87.5%) attempts, which is tied for the second highest percentage in
the majors (Cubs, 91.0%)...the A’s are the only Major League team
without a pickoff.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s have won back-to-back two-run games but
are 14-17 in games decided by two runs or fewer compared to 31-11 in
games decided by three runs or more...are 7-4 in extra inning
games...lead the majors in extra inning wins and are tied with the
Dodgers and Mets for the most extra inning games...have the third
best extra inning record in the AL...are 11-8 in games decided in the
last at bat...are tied with Cleveland for the AL lead in last at bat wins
and rank second in last at bat games (Boston, 21).

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s are 11-6 in June...went 16-12 in May
after going 18-9 in April...have now posted a winning record in 12
consecutive months dating back to June of 2012...that is the second
longest such streak in Oakland history...the record is 13 consecutive
months from Sept. 1970-Sept. 1972.

NO ROOKIES: The A’s are the only Major League team that has not
used a rookie in 2014...the streak of 73 consecutive games without
playing a rookie is the longest single-season streak in Oakland
history...according to the Elias Sports Bureau, it is the longest season-
opening streak by a Major League team since the 2005 Cleveland
Indians went the first 82 games without playing a rookie.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have five players on the disabled list
(Griffin, O’Flaherty, Parker, Pomeranz, Reddick)...Griffin, O’Flaherty
and Parker are on the 60-day DL...O’Flaherty and Reddick are on
rehab assignments...have used the DL 10 times this year after using it
13 times last year.

A’s vs. RED SOX: The season series is even at two games each...the
A’s won the first game in Oakland last night after losing two of three in
Boston in May...the two clubs split the season series last year, 3-
3...each team won two of three games in its home ballpark...the A’s
have won 13 of the last 18 games against the Red Sox after losing
seven of the previous eight...have won nine of the last 10 and 14 of
the last 17 in Oakland...since 2006, the A's have won three season
series, lost two and split three...are 40-34 over that span, which
includes 26-10 in Oakland, 13-23 at Fenway and 1-1 in Tokyo...are
232-280 since moving to Oakland in 1968...that includes 138-115 in
Oakland, 93-164 in Boston and 1-1 in Tokyo...all-time, the A’s are 874-
1061 against the Red Sox.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Coco Crisp is batting .383 (23 for 60) with 17 runs, six doubles, two
home runs, nine RBI and 12 walks over his last 17 games...Sean
Doolittle has a 22.1-inning scoreless streak, which is a career-high
and the longest active streak in the American League...Derek Norris
is tied for the lead among AL catchers in home runs (7) and RBI (29)
and ranks second with a .302 (45 for 149) batting average.

THIS DATE IN A’s HISTORY

In 1932 Roger Cramer ties an American League record by collecting
six hits in six at bats in a nine inning game...in 1972 Catfish Hunter
pitches all 11 innings of the A’s 3-2 win over Detroit...Joe Rudi has
three hits including the game winning homer to lead off the bottom of
the 11th...in 1990 Terry Steinbach drives in six runs on a grand slam
and a two-run single as the A’s defeat the Tigers at Detroit, 12-7...in
2002 Billy Koch records the save in a 5-3 win at Pittsburgh, giving him
the save in all three games of the three-game series against
Pittsburgh.

BRIEFLY: Was acquired from Milwaukee on Tuesday in a minor
league trade for cash considerations...spent the entire season at
Triple-A Nashville where he was 4-2 with a 1.56 ERA in 14 games,
including 12 starts...was selected from Triple-A Sacramento today and
added to the 40-man roster.

WITH NASHVILLE: Went 4-2 with a 1.56 ERA in 14 games, including
12 starts, with Triple-A Nashville...the ERA is the lowest in the Pacific
Coast League and second lowest among all full season minor leaguers
(Daniel Winkler, Tulsa, 1.41)...also ranks third in the PCL in opponents
batting average (.190) and fourth in strikeouts (77)...walked just 18
batters for a strikeout-to-walk ratio of 4.28...surrendered five home
runs in 75.0 innings, an average of 0.60 per nine innings.

LAST FIVE STARTS: Allowed one earned run or fewer in each of his
last five starts but was just 1-2 despite a 0.87 ERA (31.0ip, 20 h, 7r, 3
er, 9 bb, 40 so).

OPPONENTS BATTING: Allowed a .190 batting average, including
.190 (40 for 211) against right-handed hitters compared to .193 (11 for
57) against left-handers...surrendered four of his five home runs to
righties...four were solo shots...opponents batted .157 with four walks
(.213 on-base percentage) when leading off an inning...yielded a .193
batting average with runners in scoring position.

MONTH BY MONTH: Has lowered his ERA each month of the
