ABOUT THE A’S: Snapped their three-
game losing streak with a win last 
night…have lost more than three 
consecutive games just once dating 
back to May 11, 2013 (4, May 22-25, 
2014)…are 5-5 over the last 10 games 
but are 12-6 over the last 18 
contests…are 52-33 for the season, 
which is the best record in the majors 
for the 16th consecutive day and 18th 
day this year (also May 21-22)…are in 
sole possession of first place in the 
American League West for the 67th 
consecutive day (since April 28) and 
have held at least a share of first for 71 
consecutive days (since April 24) and 
79 of the last 81…this is the A’s longest stretch of consecutive days in 
first place since 1990 (spent the final 86 days alone in first and the final 
172 with at least a share of first)…lead second place Los Angeles by 
3½ games for the third consecutive day…have spent 80 days in sole 
possession of first this year, four days tied for first, four days in second, 
three days tied for second, one day tied for third and three days in 
fourth…have held the best record in the AL every day since May 31. 

OFFENSE: The A’s drew three walks last night after walking just once 
over the previous four games…the four walks over a five-game span 
are the A’s fewest since May 6-11, 1994 when they also walked just 
four times…however, have 335 walks for the season, which is 31 more 
than any other team…also lead the majors in runs scored (429), rank 
third in on-base percentage (.332), tied for third in fewest strikeouts 
(599), tied for fourth in home runs (91) and seventh in slugging 
(.404)…are tied with Baltimore for the Major League lead with four 
grand slams and rank second with 46 home runs with runners on base 
(Toronto, 50). 

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 4.77 ERA (83 er in 156.1 ip) over 
the last 17 games…have a 3.23 ERA for the season, which ranks 
second in the American League and fourth in the majors…rank second 
in the majors in opponents on-base percentage (.295) and slugging 
percentage (.352) and are third in batting average (.233)…are tied for 
third in the AL in fewest home runs (74). 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have tossed five innings 
or fewer in seven of the last 16 games and are 6-4 with a 5.26 ERA (52 
er in 89.0 ip) over that span…are 35-20 with a 3.34 ERA (189 er in 
509.0 ip) for the season…have the fewest losses in the majors and the 
lowest ERA in the American League. 

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have outscored the opposition by 128 
runs, which is the best differential in the majors (Seattle, 70)…the best 
run differential at the All-Star Break in Athletics history is 95 in 1973 
(first All-Star Game was in 1933)…the last team with a run differential 
greater than 127 at the break is Seattle in 2001 (149). 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-0 on this six-game homestand 
against Toronto (1-0) and San Francisco (two games)…went 7-3 on 
the last homestand against New York-AL (2-1), Texas (2-1) and 
Boston (3-1) and are 25-15 (.625) at home for the season, which is the 
second best home record in the majors (Los Angeles-AL, 27-14)…are 
19-6 over the last 25 home games after starting the season 6-9…went 
4-4 on the last road trip to New York-NL (1-1), Miami (3-0) and Detroit 
(0-3) and are 27-18 (.600) on the road, which is the third best road 
record in the American League…are batting .263 (352 for 1336) with 
50 home runs in 40 games in Oakland compared to .244 with 41 home 
runs in 45 games on the road. 

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are 9 for their last 25 (.360) with two 
doubles, two home runs, eight RBI and three walks…are batting .264 
(19 for 72) with three home runs, 15 RBI and 15 walks for the 
season…the walks lead the American League and rank third in the 
majors…also lead the AL in extra base hits (7), are tied for the lead in 
RBI, doubles (4) and home runs (3), rank second in hits, slugging 
percentage (.444) and plate  appearances  (89), third  in  on-base 
percentage (.393) and fourth in batting average. 

ON THE BASES: The A’s are 48 for 58 (82.8%) in stolen base 
attempts, which is the second best percentage in the majors 
(Washington, 83.3%)…opponents have been successful in 48 of their 
58 (82.8%) attempts, which is the fourth highest percentage in the 

majors…A’s pitchers have just two pickoffs, which is tied for second 
fewest in the majors. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 9-5 (.643) in extra inning games…lead 
the majors in extra inning games and wins and have the fifth best 
record…the 14 extra inning games are already one more than the A’s 
played last year (7-6)…are 15-10 in games decided in the last at 
bat…lead the majors in last at bat wins and rank third in games 
decided in the last at bat…have won six of the last eight games 
decided by two runs or fewer after starting the season 12-17…are 34-
14 in games decided by three runs or more. 

NO ROOKIES: The A’s are the only Major League team that has not 
used a rookie in 2014…the streak of 85 consecutive games without 
playing a rookie is the longest single-season streak in Oakland 
history…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, it is the longest season-
opening streak by a Major League team since the 1971 Baltimore 
Orioles went the first 152 games without using a rookie. 

BEFORE THE BREAK: The A’s pitching staff struck out seven last 
night to bring their season total to 653…that is an Athletics franchise 
record for strikeouts before the All-Star Break, topping the previous 
mark of 650 set in 2013…the A’s .612 (52-33) winning percentage is 
currently seventh best…are averaging 5.05 runs per game, which is 
fifth best. 

WINNING MONTHS: The A’s went 17-9 in June, which was the best 
record in the majors…have now posted a winning record in 13 
consecutive months, which matches the longest such streak in 
Oakland history (Sept. 1970-Sept. 1972)…the Athletics record is 15 
from July 1928-Sept. 1930…the last Major League team with 13 
consecutive winning months is the Boston Red Sox (July 2004-July 
2006)…the last time the A’s had a losing record in a month was May of 
2012 (11-16)…all winning month notes exclude March and October. 

THIS AND THAT: A’s outfielders have 24 assists, which is second 
most in the majors (Arizona, 25) and one short of the A’s season total 
from last year…the A’s are 28-3 when outhomering the opposition, 
which is the best record in the majors…are 34-9 (.791) when scoring 
first, which is second best (Atlanta, 30-7, .811)…today marks the A’s 
fifth consecutive game against a division leader. 

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have five players on the disabled list 
(Blanks, Griffin, Parker, Pomeranz, Reddick)…Griffin and Parker are 
on the 60-day DL and will miss the remainder of the season…have 
used the DL 12 times this year after using it 13 times last year, which 
was the fewest since 2005 when they used it eight times…have not 
had fewer than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006 
season when they had just one. 

A’s vs. BLUE JAYS: The A’s trail in the season series 1-3…won the 
first game in Oakland last night after being swept in a three-game 
series at Toronto May 23-25…won the season series last year 4-3 and 
have won each of the previous two season series…however, are 25-31 
against the Blue Jays since 2008…the A’s are 208-182 all-time against 
Toronto…that includes 101-93 in Oakland, 107-87 in Toronto and 0-2 
in Las Vegas. 

TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

The A’s are 25-19 on the Fourth of July since moving to Oakland in 
1968…that includes 13-7 at home and 12-12 on the road…this is the 
third meeting between the A’s and Toronto on July 4, all in 
Oakland…won 3-2 in 1985 and lost 10-3 in 2007…Coco Crisp is 
hitting .367 (36 for 98) with 24 runs, seven doubles, four home runs 
and 15 RBI over his last 27 games. 
 

THIS DATE IN A’s HISTORY 
 

In 1905 Rube Waddell defeats Boston’s Cy Young in a 20-inning 
marathon In the afternoon game of a doubleheader, 4-2…A’s catcher 
Ossee Schreckengost works all 29 innings of the doubleheader to set 
a major league record…in 1974 California's Winston Llenas hits a 
pinch hit home run off Vida Blue in the sixth inning to end Oakland's 
club record streak of 136 2/3 innings without allowing a home run…in 
1988 Mark McGwire homers in the 16th inning for the second 
consecutive day as the A's defeat the Cleveland Indians 4-2…McGwire 
has a solo shot in the 16th inning the day before at Toronto as the A’s 
have a two-day span where they play 32 innings and 9 hours and 54 
minutes of baseball in two cities.

SIX-GAME WINNING STREAK: Is 6-0 with a 2.87 ERA (20 er in 62.2 
ip) and .237 (56 for 236) opponents batting average over his last 10 
starts…the winning streak is a career high (previous: 5, Sept. 19, 
2012-April 15, 2013) and an A’s season high…it matches the longest 
winning streak in the American League for the season and matches 
the longest active winning streak in the majors (Kershaw, LAD and 
Morris, PIT/MIA)…went 0-3 with a 5.86 ERA and .274 opponents 
average over his first five starts…is averaging 1.87 walks per nine 
innings during the winning streak (13 bb) after averaging 3.90 walks 
per nine innings over his first five starts (14 bb). 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-0 with a 3.12 ERA (15 er in 43.1 ip) in seven 
starts in Oakland compared to 3-3 with a 4.40 ERA (23 er in 47.0 ip) in 
nine starts on the road…last year, he went 5-4 with a 3.44 ERA in 12 
games at home compared to 7-5 with a 4.69 ERA in 16 games on the 
road…in three seasons with the A’s, he is 15-8 with a 3.04 ERA (71 er 
in 210.0 ip) in 34 games in Oakland compared to 16-14 with a 4.69 
ERA (118 er in 226.2 ip) in 40 games on the road. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has held the opponents number three, four 
and five hitters to a .168 (20 for 119) batting average…has yielded five 
of his 12 home runs to the number nine hitter, which is tied for the 
most in Athletics history (Greg Smith, 2008 and Barry Zito, 2004)…no 
other pitcher in the majors has allowed more than three home runs to 
the nine hitter this year…has allowed a .208 (15 for 72) batting 
average with runners in scoring position…last year, opponents hit .216 
with RISP, which ranked eighth in the American League…nine of his 
12 home runs have been solo shots…has walked just four batters to 
lead off an inning…has issued 22 of his 25 walks to right-handed 
hitters. 

THE FIRST INNING: Has allowed 12 of his 42 runs in the first inning 
for a 6.60 ERA (11 er in 15.0 ip)…has a 2.44 ERA (16 er in 59.0 ip) in 
innings two through five and a 6.06 ERA (11 er in 16.1 ip) from the 
sixth inning on…has issued nine of his 25 walks in the first inning. 

AGAINST THE EAST: Is 1-1 with a 6.97 ERA (16 er in 20.2 ip) in four 
starts against American League East teams compared to 5-2 with a 
2.84 ERA (22 er in 69.2 ip) in 11 starts against everyone else…his 
career numbers are 3-8 with a 5.55 ERA (51 er in 82.2 ip) in 14 starts 
against the AL East, 29-14 with a 3.53 ERA (149 er in 380.0 ip) in 65 
games against the rest of baseball. 

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 4-1 with a 3.27 ERA (20 er in 55.0 ip) in nine 
starts at night compared to 2-2 with a 4.58 ERA (18 er in 35.1 ip) in six 
starts during the day…has yielded five home runs in 55.0 innings at 
night, seven home runs in 35.1 innings during the day…in three 
seasons with the A’s, he is 23-12 with a 3.57 ERA (117 er in 295.0 ip) 
in 50 games at night, 8-10 with a 4.57 ERA (72 er in 141.2 ip) in 24 
starts during the day. 

RUN SUPPORT: Has received two runs of support or fewer in seven 
of his 15 starts and is 0-3 in those games…is 6-0 in eight starts with 
support of three or more runs…is 6-19 in 37 career starts with support 
of two runs or fewer, 26-3 in 40 starts with support of three runs or 
more…has received no run support in his three losses this year…last 
year, he received just 10 runs of support in his nine losses (1.78 
RSA)…has received just 22 runs of support in his 22 losses in three 
seasons with the A’s (124.2 ip, 1.59 RSA). 

THIS AND THAT: Has left with the lead in three of his starts only to 
have the bullpen blow the save (Gregerson each time)…is averaging 
92.9 pitches per games, which is fifth fewest in the American 
League…the A’s are 8-7 (.533) in his starting assignments this year 
and are 44-28 (.611) in his career…his teams are 48-28 (.636) in his 
74 career starts. 

2014 START-BY-START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 6-4 loss 
at Seattle April 11…left after five innings trailing 5-0 and Hernandez 
shutout the A’s three hits over the first seven innings…had a no 
decision in the A’s 5-4, 11-inning loss at Los Angeles (AL) April 
16…left with a 4-1 lead but Gregerson allowed a run in the ninth for the 
blown save…had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 loss to Texas April 22 in

AMONG THE LEADERS: Ranks fourth in the American League in 
opponents on-base percentage (.270), fifth in ERA (2.61) and 
opponents batting average (.216), tied for fifth in wins (9) and winning 
percentage (.750) and ninth in slugging percentage (.339)…also has 
the highest run support (6.27), is tied for fourth in fewest pitches per 
game (92.6), tied for fifth in complete games (1), tied for sixth in wild 
pitches (6), seventh in fewest pitches per inning (15.2), and 10th in 
strikeout-to-walk ratio (3.79).

MONTH BY MONTH: His ERA and opponents batting average has

ERA and .220 opponents average in five starts in May and 3-1 with a

•	 Matched his career-high with four runs scored, two doubles and three extra base hits May 18 at 

Cleveland.
•	 Was named AL Player of the Week for the week of May 12 to 18 after going 10 for 22 (.455) with 

eight runs, five doubles, one triple, three home runs, 11 RBI and five walks in six games…had a .556 
on-base percentage and 1.182 slugging percentage…it was his third career weekly honor.

•	 Had a streak from May 13 to 23 where each of his 12 hits were for extra bases (six doubles, one 
triple, five home runs)…that is the longest such single season streak in Oakland history, breaking the 
mark of 11 that he set to conclude the 2013 season.

•	 Hit his fourth career pinch hit home run June 17 against Texas…had five RBI in the game to become 

the fourth Athletic since 1914 to have five RBI off the bench (Seth Smith, July 27, 2012 vs. BAL; 
Erubiel Durazo, July 10, 2004 vs. CLE; Mickey Tettleton, Aug. 24, 1986 vs. NYY)…it was his 
second career game of five or more RBI (6, May 11, 2014 vs. Washington).

ERIC O’FLAHERTY
•	 Was placed on the 60-day disabled list February 17 as he continues his recovery from Tommy John 

surgery.

JARROD PARKER
•	 Had no decisions and a 10.61 ERA in three spring training starts before it was announced he would 

undergo Tommy John surgery for the second time in his career.
