ABOUT THE A’'S: The A’s are 5-3

MLB BEST RECORDS SINCE 2012
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24...have a two-game lead in the West over the Angels...have held the
best record in the AL every day since May 31.

WINNING MONTHS: The A’'s are 13-8 in July and have clinched a
winning record for the 14™ consecutive month...that is the longest
streak in Oakland history (previous: 13, Sept. 1970-Sept. 1972) and
second longest in Athletics history (15, July 1928-Sept. 1930)...the
only American League team with more than 13 consecutive winning
months over the last 36 years is the New York Yankees (20, Sept.
1996-April 2000)...the last time the A’s had a losing record in a month
was May of 2012 (11-16)...all winning month notes exclude March and
October.

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have outscored the opposition by 164
runs, which is the most in the majors (Los Angeles-AL, 90)...it is
currently the third best season run differential in Oakland history (239
in 2001, 180 in 1988, 163 in 1990, 152 in 1975)...have won seven
games by 10 or more runs, which is one short of the Oakland record of
eight in 2000.

OFFENSE: The A’'s hit four home runs last night, which was their
fourth game of four or more home runs this season and one short of
their season-high of five (May 26 vs. Detroit)...the home runs included
back-to-back homers by Jaso and Céspedes in the sixth inning, the
third time the A’s have gone back-to-back...are now batting .295 (64
for 217) with 40 runs scored over the last six games (6.7 runs per
game) after hitting .237 with 61 runs scored over the previous 17
contests (3.6 runs per game)...lead the majors in runs scored (515)
and walks (383), have the third fewest strikeouts (715), are tied for
fourth in home runs (109), sixth in on-base percentage (.329), seventh
in slugging percentage (.405) and eighth in extra base hits (304).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed one earned
run or fewer in 12 of the last 19 games and are 11-5 with a 2.21 ERA
(30 er in 122.0 ip) over that span...have a 3.14 ERA (218 er in 624.0
ip) for the season, which is tied with Los Angeles-NL for the lowest in
the majors...have the fewest losses in the majors (25) and the third
most wins (45)...are tied for third in the American League in complete
games (3).

PITCHING: The A’'s have compiled a 2.34 ERA (45 in 173.0 ip) over
the last 19 games...lead the majors in opponents slugging
percentage (.348), rank second in batting average (.232) and on-base
percentage (.292) and third in ERA (3.09)...have issued the third
fewest walks in the American League (276) and have the fourth most
shutouts (9).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: A's outfielders have 28 assists, which is tied
with Arizona for the most in the majors and three more than the A’'s
season total from last year...the A’s have committed 11 errors in the
last 13 games, which has led to six unearned runs...have 69 errors for
the season, which is tied for fourth most in the American League, but
they have led to just 27 unearned runs, which is fourth fewest.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-1 on this six-game road trip to
Texas (1-1) and Houston (three games)...went 2-3 on the last road trip
to San Francisco (1-1) and Seattle (1-2)...that snapped a streak of 11
consecutive road trips with a .500 record or better, which matched the
second longest such streak in Oakland history...it was the first time the
A’s finished a trip with a losing record since going 2-5 at Texas and

Seattle June 17-23, 2013...have lost seven of the last 10 road games
but are 30-22 (.577) for the season, which is the third best road record
in the American League...went 4-2 on the last homestand against
Baltimore (2-1) and Houston (2-1)...have won 10 of the last 12 home
games, 28 of the last 36 and are 34-17 (.667) for the season...that is
the best home record in the majors.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 10-6 (.667) in extra inning games...lead
the majors in extra inning games and are tied for the lead in wins...are
tied for the second best record in the American League...are 17-11 in
games decided in the last at bat...are tied with Miami for the ML lead in
last at bat wins and rank fourth in games decided in the last at
bat...have 10 wins when trailing after seven innings, which is the most
in the majors and tied for second most in Oakland history (12 in
1969)...have seven walk-off wins...have won 10 of their last 14 games
decided by two runs or fewer after starting the season 12-17...are 42-
18 in games decided by three runs or more.

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are 3 for their last 26 (.115)...are 21
for 86 (.244) for the season and the pinch hits are one more than the
season total from last year...lead the American League in walks (16),
doubles (5) and extra base hits (8), are tied for the lead in hits and
plate appearances (104), rank second in RBI (15), tied for second in
home runs (3), fourth in on-base percentage (.365) and fifth in slugging
percentage (.407).

ON THE BASES: The A’'s are 59 for 71 (83.1%) in stolen base
attempts, which is the second best percentage in the majors
(Washington,  84.4%)...the  Athletics record is 80.7% in
2008...opponents have been successful in 56 of their 68 (82.4%)
attempts, which is fourth highest in the majors...the Oakland record is
81.3% in 2005.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have not used a rookie this year, which is
the longest season-opening streak by a Major League team since the
1971 Baltimore Orioles went the first 152 games (source: Elias)...11 of
the A’s next 14 games and 31 of their final 59 are against teams
currently under .500...the A’s had six players named to the AL All-Star
team and one named to the National League All-Star team...had six
players appear in the game, matching the most in Athletics history
(1973 and 1975).

AT THE BREAK: The A’s were 59-36 (.621) at the All-Star Break...the
wins are the most in Athletics history before the All-Star Break and the
winning percentage is fourth best...the pitching staff compiled a 3.09
ERA, which is the lowest by an American League team since the
Angels had a 2.89 ERA in 1989...it was the lowest by an A’s team
since 1981 (2.81)...outscored the opposition 466-321 and the run
differential of 145 was the best in Athletics history, seventh best in AL
history and 14™ best in Major League history...it was the best by any
team since Seattle in 2001 (149).

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A’s lead the season series, 6-5...are 2-4 in
Oakland and 4-1 in Texas...have won each of the previous two season
series after losing five of the previous six...are 27-22 over the last
three years...are 319-329 all-time against the Texas Rangers...that
breaks down to 169-155 in Oakland and 150-174 in Texas...including
83-85 at Globe Life Park...have an all-time record of 416-411 against
the Rangers/Senators.

Sean Doolittle has 15 saves, which is three short of the Athletics
record for saves by a left-handed pitcher (17, Embree in
2007)...Brandon Moss extended his hitting streak to 10 games last
night, which is an ongoing career-high...is 10 for 41 (.244) with four
home runs and eight RBI during the hitting streak...Stephen Vogt is
batting .358, which is the best mark in the majors among batters with
100 or more plate appearances.
