® Duffy navigated through 5.2 innings on Wednesday at home, striking out 4 while holding the Twins to a run on 4 hits and 6 walks, which matched a career
high from his debut on May 18, 2011 vs. Texas...he left trailing 1-0, with the Royals scoring 3 in the sixth on their way to a 3-2 win.

® Danny’s 9 quality starts have been superb...he has a 0.92 ERA and .149 opponents average in the outings, though his record is 3-5.

® The lefty is receiving 2.34 runs of support per 9.0 innings, lowest in the Major Leagues among pitchers who have worked at least 100.0 innings.

® Danny will oppose the D-backs for the first time...he’s 1-2 with a 3.25 ERA in 5 starts vs. the N.L. and 1-1 this year, posting a 0.75 ERA as he held St. Louis
scoreless on 1 hit and 1 walk on June 2, then lost on June 24 vs. the Dodgers (6.0 IP, 4 H, 1 ER, 4 BB, 5 SO)...he’s looking for his first career hit, entering at 0-for-5.

@ Duffy has a 2.22 ERA over 12 road games (8 starts), going 4-6 on the year...he’s 10-8 with a 3.42 road ERA in his career, compared to 3-12 and 4.25 at home.

JUST A CREW CHIEF CHALLENGE--Neither manager had a challenge on Saturday, but the umpire crew chief, Hunter Wendelstedt wanted to make certain that
Rule 7.13 was enforced properly in the fourth inning yesterday...after exactly 1-minute of review in New York, the call came back confirmed and Alex Gordon was
indeed out at the plate...Ned Yost has made just three replay requests in the last 29 games, most recently challenging a call at second base on a stolen base attempt by
Eduardo Nunez in the sixth inning on Tuesday night...after a 1:08 discussion with New York, the call was ruled as “stands” and the Kansas City replay request record
fell to 17-10...Minnesota won a review request on Tuesday night giving KC’s opponents a 13-15 mark in challenges.

GORDO SEEKING MILESTONE KNOCK--Alex Gordon was 1-for-3 with a double yesterday and is now just two hits shy of the coveted 1,000 career-hit mark, all
as a member of the Royals...Gordo will become the 10th player in franchise history to collect 1,000 career hits, joining active teammate in the Top 10, Billy Butler, who
has 1,227 and ranks seventh on KC’s all-time hit list...to put 1,000 hits in today’s perspective, currently 87 of the active 750 big league players have reached the mark.

today’s opponent, Oakland, leads the American League in stolen base pct. with an 83.3 mark, but has 39 fewer stolen base attempts than the Royals.
