Toronto July 3-6...have now spent 126
days in first place (119 alone, seven tied), which are the A’s most days
in first place since 1992 (136)...have also spent eight days in second,
three days tied for second, one day tied for third and three days in
fourth...have a seven-game lead over the third place team in the Wild
Card race (Detroit)...have won three of the last four games but are 4-8
over the last 12 contests...are 19-19 over the last 38 games (since
July 9) after starting the year 57-33...are 76-52 for the season, which
is tied with the Angels for the best record in the majors...had the best
record from June 18 to August 15 and have been in the top two every
day since May 31...spent 112 straight days with at least a share of first
from April 24 to August 17...including 106 consecutive days alone in
first from April 28 to August 15...snapped their season-high five-game
losing streak Tuesday night.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 3-1 on this five-game homestand
against New York-NL (1-1) and Los Angeles (2-0)...have clinched a
winning record at home for the fifth consecutive season...are 43-22
(.662) in Oakland, which is the best home record in the majors
ahead of the Angels (41-23, .641)...are 33-30 (.523) on the
road...went 6-9 over the first 15 home games but are 37-13 since
then...went 18-6 over the first 24 road games but are 15-24 since
then...leave following the game tonight for a seven-game road trip to
Houston (three games) and Los Angeles (four games)...went 1-6 on
the last road trip to Kansas City (1-3) and Atlanta (0-3) and have a
season-high five-game road losing streak, which matches the A’s
longest road losing streak over the last three years.

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have outscored the opposition by 165
runs, which is the most in the majors (Seattle, 104)...it is currently
the third best season run differential in Oakland history (239 in 2001,
180 in 1988, 163 in 1990, 152 in 1975).

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .218 (61 for 280) with 29 runs scored
over the last nine games (3.22 runs per game)...lead the majors in
runs (615) and walks (471), have the second fewest strikeouts (871),
rank sixth in home runs (128) and on-base percentage (.325) and
eighth in slugging percentage (.398).

PITCHING: The A's rank second in the American League in ERA
(3.23) and on-base percentage (.293) and third in opponents batting
average (.234) and slugging percentage (.354)...have issued the third
fewest walks (339) and rank fourth in shutouts (11).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 8-12 with a 4.73 ERA
(77 er in 146.2 ip) over the last 24 games (since July 28) after going
46-25 with a 3.15 ERA over the first 104 contests...for the season, the
starters are tied for the American League lead in wins (54), rank third
in ERA (3.45) and tied for third in complete game shutouts (2)...are
tied for the second fewest losses (37)...have three of the top 11
individual ERA’s in the AL (Lester 6", Kazmir 9", Gray 11").

IN AUGUST: The A’s are hitting .230 (155 for 675) in August, which is
the second lowest mark in the American League...have a 10-11 record
and need to go 5-3 over the remaining eight games to finish with a
winning record...have not posted a losing record in a month since May
of 2012 when they went 11-16...currently have a streak of 14
consecutive months with a winning record, which is the longest streak
in Oakland history (previous: 13, Sept. 1970-Sept. 1972) and second
longest in Athletics history (15, July 1928-Sept. 1930)...it is the second
longest streak by an AL team over the last 36 years (20, New York,
Sept. 1996-April 2000)...all winning month notes exclude March and
October.

AGAINST THE WEST: The A’'s have 34 games remaining and 27 of
those will be played against American League West competition (8 vs.
Los Angeles, 7 vs. Texas, 6 vs. Houston, 6 vs. Seattle)...the
exceptions are a four-game series at Chicago-AL (Sept. 8-11) and a
three-game series against Philadelphia (Sept. 19-21)...the A’'s are 29-
20 (.592) against the AL West for the season...have the best intra-
division record in the West.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s lead the majors with 11 wins when trailing
after seven innings and six when trailing after eight innings...the 11
wins when trailing after seven innings is the second best total in
Oakland history (12 in 1969) and the six wins when trailing after eight
is tied for second best (10 in 1971)...are 20-11 in games decided in the
last at bat and rank second in the majors in last at-bat wins (Miami,
21)...are tied for third in the American League in walk-off wins (8)...are
11-6 (.647) in extra-inning games...are tied for the AL lead in extra
inning games and rank second in wins and winning percentage...are
26-26 in games decided by two runs or fewer, 50-26 in games decided
by three runs or more.

ON THE BASES: The A’s have been successful in 70 of 84 (83.3%)
stolen base attempts, which is the second best percentage in the
majors (Washington, 84.6%)...the Athletics record is 80.7% in
2008...opponents have been successful in 73 of their 87 (83.9%)
attempts, which is third highest in the majors...the Oakland record is
81.3% in 2005.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: A’s outfielders have 32 assists, which is tied
with Minnesota for second in the majors (Arizona, 36)...the A’s have
committed 15 errors in the last 18 games and now have 85 for the
season, which ranks third in the American League.

IN THE PINCH: A’s pinch hitters are 5 for their last 43 (.116) with five
walks...lead the American League in walks (19), doubles (6) and extra
base hits (9), are tied for second in hits (24), home runs (3) and RBI
(18) and rank third in plate appearances (129).

THIS AND THAT: The A’s have used just 22 replay challenges, which
is tied with the Yankees for the fewest in the American League...the
A’s average time of game is 3 hours and 6 minutes, which is fifth
fastest in the AL...however, the Oakland record for longest average
time of game is 3:08 in 2000.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have five players on the disabled list
(Blanks, Griffin, Lowrie, Parker and Punto)...Griffin and Parker are on
the 60-day DL and will miss the remainder of the season...have used
the DL 16 times this year after using it 13 times last year...have had at
least three players on the DL all year.

A’s vs. ANGELS: The A’'s lead the season series 8-3...are 5-0 in
Oakland and 3-3 in Anaheim...the five-game winning streak in Oakland
matches the A’s longest home winning against the Angels over the last
21 years...the last longer streak was a six-game streak from Aug. 15,
1992-Oct. 1, 1993...are now 11-4 in Oakland over the last two
years...have scored just one run in two of the three losses this year
and have been held to one run or fewer in 15 of their last 20 losses to
the Angels (including seven shutouts)...have won each of the previous
three season series and are 40-28 (.588) against the Angels over the
last four years...including 32-3 when scoring four or more runs...since
moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’'s are 405-324 against the
Angels...that includes 210-153 in Oakland and 195-171 in
Anaheim...all-time, the A’s are 454-401 against the Angels.

The A’s are hosting their first ESPN Sunday Night baseball game since
Sept. 25, 2005, a 6-2 loss to Texas...prior to last Sunday, the A’s had
not had a ESPN Sunday night game since May 28, 2006...Fernando
Abad has stranded all 26 of his inherited runners, the most among
Major League relievers that have not allowed an inherited runner to
score...Craig Gentry has hit safely in all nine of his games against Los
Angeles this year (13 for 34, .382) and now has a 13-game hitting
streak against the Angels (21 for 49, .429)...Stephen Vogt is batting
.324, which ranks fifth in the American League and sixth in the majors
among players with 200 or more plate appearances .

THIS DATE IN A’'s HISTORY

In 1969, a doubleheader turns into a tripleheader as the A's need 18
innings to win the second game of the twinbill, 9-8...the doubleheader,
which starts at 1:34 ends at 9:06 when Ted Kubiak's RBI single ends
the 5 hour and 8 minute second game...in 1986 Mark McGwire collects
his first major league hit, a second inning single off Tommy John, in the
A’s 11-4 victory at New York...in 2003 the A’s set a franchise record
and tie a major league record by hitting two grand slams in a 17-2 win
at Toronto...Ramon Hernandez has a grand slam in the first and
Miguel Tejada hits his sixth career slam in the sixth inning.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Scott Kazmir (14-5, 2.73 ERA)

14-GAME WINNER: Became the second 14-game winner in the
American League (Scherzer) with a win in his last start...the 14 wins
are a new career high, surpassing his 13 from 2007 with Tampa
Bay...they match the most by an A’s pitcher before the end of August
over the last eight years...the last A’s pitcher with more than 14 wins
before the end of August is Barry Zito, who had 15 in 2006...this is his
seventh season with 10 or more wins...had 11 wins at the All-Star
Break, joining Mark Mulder (12 in 2003 and 2004) and Barry Zito (11 in
2002) as the only A’s left-handers over the last 39 years to win at least
10 games before the break.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for the American League lead in wins
(14), ranks sixth in opponents batting average (.225), seventh in
opponents on-base percentage (.275) and slugging percentage (.333),
eighth in winning percentage (.737) and ninth in ERA (2.73)...also has
the highest run support (5.98), is tied for sixth in opponents grounded
into double plays (18) and tied for ninth in complete games (1).

LAST 10 STARTS: Is 5-3 with a 3.75 ERA (25 er in 60.0 ip) and .258
(58 for 225) opponents batting average over his last 10 starts (since
June 24)...went 9-2 with a 2.08 ERA and .203 opponents batting
average over his first 15 starts.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 8-2 with a 2.28 ERA (21 er in 83.0 ip) in 12
starts at home compared to 6-3 with a 3.25 ERA (26 erin 72.0 ip) in 13

2007 with Tampa Bay when he had 206.2...is 7-2 with a 2.01 ERA (13
er in 58.1 ip) in nine starts following an A’s loss...the A’'s are 18-7
(.720) in his starting assignments...has walked two batters or fewer in
20 of his 25 starts and has tossed six or more innings 20 times...has
not allowed a run five times...had a three-game winning streak from
June 30 to July 27, during which he posted a 1.44 ERA while allowing
a .209 opponents batting average...was named to his third American
League All-Star team and entered the game to start the sixth inning
(0.2ip, 1 h, 1 so)...has not allowed a run in three career All-Star Game
appearances (3.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb, 2 so), including a win in 2008...had a
four-game winning streak from May 28 to June 198 (1.27 ERA, .184
opponents batting average)...was charged with his first loss of the
season May 5 against Seattle, snapping a career-high tying six-game
winning streak over an eight-start stretch dating back to Sept. 29, 2013
(1.75 ERA, .207 opponents batting average.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 6-2 win over the
Mets last Tuesday in Oakland...shutout New York on three hits and
two walks over the first three innings before allowing a leadoff home
run to d’Arnaud in the fourth inning...then retired nine of the final 10
batters he faced...the A’s scored four times in the bottom of the fourth
and twice more in the eighth.

KAZMIR'S 2014 STARTS

Was recalled from Sacramento May 7 for the doubleheader against Seattle but did not pitch in either
game...was sent back to Sacramento following the game.

JON LESTER

Made his fourth straight Opening Day start March 31 at Baltimore but was the losing pitcher in the
Red Sox 2-1 loss...is the first left-hander in Boston history to make four straight Opening Day starts.
Struck out a career-high 15 batters May 3 against Oakland while tossing 8.0 shutout innings and
allowing just one hit in a 6-3 win...those were the most strikeouts by a Red Sox since April 8, 2001
(16, Pedro Martinez).

Struck out 12 batters while tossing 7.0 shutout innings June 1 against Tampa Bay.

Allowed a career-high tying 12 hits in 4.1 innings June 7 at Detroit.

Picked up the 107th win of his career June 12 against Cleveland, passing Joe Dobson for sole pos-
session of ninth place on the Red Sox” all-time wins list.

Struck out six on June 17 against Minnesota to move past Cy Young (1341 strikeouts) for sole pos-
session of fourth place on the Red Sox” all-time strikeout list.

Finished June with a 4-1 record and a 1.98 ERA in six starts...tied for first in the American League
in June wins and ranked fifth in ERA.

Became the first Boston pitcher since Pedro Martinez in 2002 with back-to-back starts of eight in-
nings or more an no earned runs June 28 at New York and July 5 against Baltimore in the first game
of the double header.
