2012.

Erick Aybar (1 for 4, so) is batting .343 (37 for 108) over his last 31 games.

Cole Calhoun (1 for 4, r, 2b, so) snapped his 0 for 12 hitless streak with a leadoff double in the first inning.

RBI prior to his age 35-year-old season (others: Jimmy Foxx, Lou Gehrig, Alex Rodriguez, Mel Ott, Hank Aaron).

¢ Mike Trout (1 for 3, r, rbi, so) is batting .315 (23 for 73) with four doubles, three triples, five home runs, 16 RBI and 22 runs scored over his last 21 games.
