LEADING OFF: Halos (96-60) have a +2.5 game lead on Orioles 
(93-62) for best record race…Today, Angels open final road trip of 
season to Oakland (9/22-24) and Seattle (9/26-28)…LAA is in span 
of 43 games in 45 days (next off day is 9/25)…Halos have won last 
eight road games…On Wednesday (9/17), Angels clinched the 
ninth division crown in club history, first since 2009…Marks 10th 

all-time postseason berth, seventh with Mike Scioscia at the helm 
(sixth division title under Scioscia – tied for most among active 
managers)…Angels lead MLB with a 96-60 record, one game off 
best record in club history thru 156 matching games (97-59 in 
2008)…Club has reached 95+ wins for fifth time in team history 
(club record is 100 wins in 2008)…LAA has won 19 of last 26 
games but have dropped five of last eight…Halos are 51-25 since 
July 1, 39-23 in second half and 28-11 in last 39 G…Club finished 
5-5 final game during final homestand vs. Houston (2-1), Seattle 
(2-2) and Texas (1-2)…Club has reached 50 home wins (52-29) for 
ninth time, first since 2008 (50-31)…Angels reached 3 million fans 
Friday (9/19) for 12th consecutive season, an active streak only 
matched in A.L. by the New York Yankees. 
 
C.J. WILSON TONIGHT:  The veteran lefty is 5-0 with a 2.79 ERA 
(51.2 IP – 16 ER) over his last eight starts against the A's -- 4-0 
with a 2.56 ERA (31.2 IP – 9 ER) in last five visits to Oakland 
(AP)…Since 2011, he is 12-4 in Sept., tied for A.L. lead for most 
Sept. wins in span (STATS LLC)...2014 marks his fifth straight 
season with 13+ wins. 
 
KNOW THIS:  Halos are riding an eight-game road win streak and 
have won nine of last 11 away games…Current streak matches 
fourth longest in club history…Club record for consecutive road 
wins in a single-season is 11 set July 6-Aug. 2, 1988. 
 
…AND THIS:  Albert Pujols sits on 1,599 career RBI…With his next 
RBI, he will become one of six all-time to reach 1,600 RBI before 
age 35 season (J. Foxx, L. Gehrig, ARod, M. Ott, H. Aaron)…Mike 
Trout’s 97 career HRs prior to age-23 season are sixth-most all 
time and one shy of matching Frank Robinson for fifth (98). 
 
RBI GUY: Pujols has logged his 12th 100-RBI season…He is one of 
five all-time to post as many by age-35 campaign (ARod, Foxx, 
Gehrig, A. Simmons)…Pujols has 33 go-ahead RBI to lead MLB in 
2014 (club record is 34 by Vlad in 2006). 

 

ROOMIES: Roommates Mike Trout and Garrett Richards took 
home some hardware Saturday…Richards was voted as the Nick 
Adenhart Award recipient for team pitcher of the year…Trout 
joins Bobby Knoop (1964-66) and Garret Anderson (2001-03) as 
only players to earn Angels team MVP in three straight seasons. 

 

ONWARD AND UPWARD: LAA is 28-11 in last 39 games to move 
14.5 games in standings from -4 to +10.5 in AL West…Halos have 
spent last 37 days in first place (94 days in 2nd place in 2014)…LAA 
has a 20-win improvement after 156 games from 2013 (76-80; 77-
80 after 157 games). 
 
ABOUT THE BULLPEN: Halo bullpen has logged a 2.93 ERA (307.2 
IP – 100 ER) its last 83 appearances to rank 5th in MLB in span 
since June 20th (.224 BAA; 28/33 saves)…Bullpen posted a 4.46 
ERA (.243 BAA) over first 69 outings (16/27 saves) to rank 11th in 
circuit…Since July 1, Halo bullpen has worked 3+ scoreless frames 
to end a game 20 times…Since 2011, Huston Street has converted 
124 of 134 save opps (93%), best mark among all relievers over 
span (min. 50 SVO)…In 2014 (SD/LAA), he has converted 39 of 42 
save opps (15/17 with LAA)…39 saves are a new career-high (prev. 
37 in 2006)…65th scoreless appearance for Joe Smith yesterday 
extended new Angels single-season club record (prev. 63 by 
Francisco Rodriguez in 2008)…Kevin Jepsen has 64 scoreless 
outings for the Halos this season.

FIELD GOOD STORY: Halos rank third in A.L. with a .986 fielding 
pct…Club has committed 81 errors on season (fewest in a non-
strike shortened season are 85 in 2009).  
 
THE ACE: Jered Weaver became A.L.’s first 18-game winner 
Saturday…He joins Nolan Ryan as only Angels with three 18+ win 
seasons…Also became 17th A.L. pitcher to record 1,400 strikeouts 
in his first nine big league seasons (list includes Bob Feller, Lefty 
Grove, and Walter Johnson)…LAA has won 15 of his last 18 starts. 

 
ABOUT THE OFFENSE: Halos scored seven-or-more runs in eight 
straight games (Sept. 5-12) to match franchise record set in 
1979…Angels lead MLB w/ 757 runs and rank second in run 
differential (+149; 757-608)…In A.L., Halos rank T2nd in AVG (.261), 
2nd in OBP (.325), 4th in SLG (.409), 2nd in XBH (475), 2nd in hits (1423) 
& 3rd in 2Bs (293)…In his last 17 games, Howie Kendrick is 27-for-64 
(.422) w/ five doubles, two triples, two HRs, 13 runs & 16 RBI…He 
has batted cleanup in his last 16 affairs…Kendrick is three RBI shy of 
matching career-best of 75 in 2010…Erick Aybar is batting .341 
(42/123) since August 16…David Freese has 20 hits his last 57 at-
bats (.351) with five doubles and four home runs. 
 
GOTTA BE THE SHOE: MRI results last Tuesday (9/16) showed a mild 
strain of the left oblique for Matt Shoemaker (day to day)…His 16 
wins are a franchise rookie record (previously 14 by Dean Chance, 
Marcelino Lopez, Frank Tanana)…Most rookie wins in MLB since Yu 
Darvish had 16 in 2012 (Justin Verlander had 17 in 2006)…Since July 
1, Shoemaker has a 2.09 ERA (82 IP – 19 ER) & 1.49 ERA over his last 
11 outings (66.2 IP – 11 ER)…Named AL Pitcher and Rookie of the 
month for August (6-0, 1.31 ERA), ninth MLB player to win both 
honors in the same calendar month. 

 

PITCHING POINTS: Angels starting pitchers have limited opponent 
to three earned runs or less in 36 of last 40 games and in 41 of 62 
second half games (3.29 starter ERA since ASB; 342.1 IP – 125 ER)… 
Halos’ team ERA since the break is 3.22 (578.1 IP – 207 ER).

With 1,599 career RBI, he ranks 33rd all-time…Goose Goslin is 32nd 
(1,610)…Albert’s 561 career doubles rank 24th all-time…23rd is Ivan 
Rodriguez (572)…Pujols has 1,096 career XBH to rank 19th all-
time…18th on the list is Eddie Murray (1,099)…Albert is 1 of 5 players 
all-time with 500 HR, 550 2B & 1,500 RBI (Aaron, Murray, Bonds & 
Palmeiro)…Pujols is 16th player with 2,500 hits, 1,500 runs and 500 
HRs and joins Jimmie Foxx, Hank Aaron and Alex Rodriguez as only 
players to reach milestones by age-34 season…1 of 14 players all-
time with at least 13 seasons of 25+ HRs. 

 

FISH WRAP: Mike Trout’s 35 HRs and 109 RBI are career-highs…23 
of Trout’s 35 HRs have tied or given Angels lead…He leads MLB w/ 
112 runs, 83 extra-base hits, 332 total bases & leads AL with 109 
RBI…83 XBH are a career-high (club record is 88 XBH, G. Anderson in 
2002)…35 HRs are most by Angel since 2004 A.L. MVP Vladimir 
Guerrero in 2004… Trout is first Angel to record 100 RBI and 100 
runs in season since Guerrero in 2004…Halos have one RBI 
champion, hitting coach Don Baylor with 139 RBI in his 1979 MVP 
campaign…Trout is also one of nine MLB players (since 1914) to 
have 100 RBI from No. 2 spot Trout is just third active player with 
300 TBs three times by age 23 – others are Miguel Cabrera (4) and 
Pujols (3)…He is first player since 1901 with 100 career SBs and 90+ 
career HR by 22-or-younger season… Trout is first player since Ty 
Cobb (1909) w/ 100+ SB, 300+ RBI & 500+ career hits by age-22 
season…THE RUN AROUND: Trout is one of six players all-time with 
three 100-run campaigns before age 23 season (Mel Ott, Buddy 
Lewis, Ted Williams, Vada Pinson & ARod)…He currently leads MLB 
in runs (112), on pace to be first player in MLB history to lead either 
league in runs scored in his first three full MLB seasons (STATS)…Can 
become first player (of any age or career point) to lead AL in runs for 
three consecutive seasons since Mickey Mantle in 1956, 1957 and 
1958 (ELIAS). 
 

THIS AND THAT: Angels 10-game win streak (Sept. 4-13) matched 
second longest in club history…Halos are 27-1 in last 28 G when 
Kole Calhoun scores a run (34-2 since July 1 & 47-11 overall)…Angels 
have posted a club-record five 4-game sweeps in 2014 (vs. HOU, 
@TEX, @BOS, vs. OAK & @MIN)…Mike Scioscia’s 1,329 managerial 
victories rank 30th all-time…29th on the list is Chuck Tanner (1,352)… 
Halos have used 31 pitchers in 2014, most in a single-season in club 
history (previously 29 in 1996)…Halos have gone first to third on a 
single 116 times to lead MLB…Angels are first team in A.L. history to 
be 6+ games behind after 70+ games and then take a lead of 8+ 
games at any later point in a season (STATS LLC)…Halos clinched 
MLB’s first playoff spot with Monday’s 8-1 win over Seattle…Sept. 
15, 2014 is the second earliest postseason qualifying date in club 
history (9/10/08)…COMEBACKS: 45 of club’s 96 victories are in 
comeback fashion (17 wins overcoming 2+ run deficits, 11 of 3+ run 
and three have been 4+ run)…45 comeback wins lead MLB, two shy 
of matching club-record of 47 in 2009.

 Making 30th start of the season and 15th on the road…Third start of 2014 against the Athletics…Is in 10th big league 

season and third with Angels…Fifth season as a full-time starting pitcher. 

 Has allowed three-or-fewer runs in seven of last eight starts. 

 Since 2011, is tied for AL lead with 12 wins during September (with Jered Weaver, Justin Verlander & James Shields) 

(STATS LLC). 

 LAST TIME OUT: Earned the win in last start on Wednesday vs. Seattle, helping the Angels clinch the AL West 
division championship that evening…Tossed seven shutout innings and allowing one hit and three walks with 
seven strikeouts. 

 Has won each of last three starts and is 5-1 with a 3.35 ERA (45.2 IP – 17 ER) across his last eight starts.  

 With victory on August 23, joined Derek Lowe and Ryan Dempster as the only pitchers in MLB history to record five 

straight 10-win seasons after logging three consecutive double-digit save seasons. 

 Tossed at least 105 pitches in 14 of first 15 starts this season…Has eclipsed the 105 pitch mark in just five of last 14 

starts. 

 VS. OAKLAND:  In 48 career games (19 starts) against the Athletics, is 11-7 with five saves and a 3.30 ERA (152.2 IP – 56 

ER) and 136 strikeouts…In two starts, this season, is 0-0 with a 3.00 ERA (12 IP – 4 ER)…As a starter, has a career 10-4 

record with a 2.90 ERA (124.1 IP – 40 ER)…His 11 career wins vs. Oakland are his second most against any opponent (15 

vs. Mariners). 

 AT O.CO COLISEUM: In 23 career games (10 starts) at the Coliseum, is 6-3 with two saves and a 2.77 ERA (74.2 IP – 23 
ER)…Has won four straight decisions at the Coliseum…In seven starts as an Angel in Oakland, is 5-1 with a 2.42 ERA 
(44.2 IP – 12 ER)…Did not factor in the decision in first start in Oakland this year on August 23 after allowing one run in 
6.1 innings…Went 3-0 with a 2.66 ERA (20.1 IP – 6 ER) in three starts last season at the Coliseum. 

 Angels have won each of Wilson’s last nine home starts against American League opponents. 

 Won six straight decisions at Angel Stadium until from April 13 – June 24, marking longest streak by Angels lefty since 

Chuck Finley won 10 straight from May 16, 1997 – April 17, 1998. 

 Since 2011, is 20-6 with a 2.63 ERA (236.1 IP – 69 ER) in day games…The .769 winning percentage is tops in the 

American League (min 25 GS) in that span. 

 Missed 18 games on the disabled list with a right ankle sprain…Suffered the injury on July 9 vs. Toronto and exited 

game in fourth inning…Made one rehab start with Double-A Arkansas on August 28 vs. Northwest Arkansas…Earned 

the win for the Travelers after tossing 5.1 innings and allowing two earned runs on four hits with two walks and seven 

strikeouts. 

 Appeared as a pinch hitter in the 13th inning on June 14th at Atlanta, drew a walk and scored later in the 
inning…Became the first Angels pitcher to have a pinch hit appearance since Dan Haren on May 20, 2012 at 
San Diego and the first Angels pitcher to reach base as a pinch hitter since Mel Queen on October 1, 1970. 

 Had streak of 16 straight starts tossing at least 100 pitches snapped on June 3rd at Houston…Was the longest active 
streak in the Majors…Ties own club record for longest streak by a lefty (also, C. Finley – 1999).
