OAKLAND NOTES
•	 The Oakland Athletics have not won three consecutive games since August 7-9 against Minnesota…are 14-27 dating back to August 10 when they had 

a four-game lead in the AL West, an 11-game lead in Wild Card and were a season-high 28 games over .500…are 3-5 on this final, nine-game homestand 
against Texas (0-3), Philadelphia (2-1) and Los Angeles-AL (1-1).

•	 Sonny Gray struck out 12 batters, a career-high (previous: nine, three times)...became the first Athletics pitcher with 12 strikeouts in a game since Dan Haren 
also had 12 on August 27, 2006 at Texas...allowed one earned run through seven innings pitched...was previously 1-5 with a 5.05 ERA (32 er in 57.0 ip) over 
his last nine starts since August 6...is 9-5 with a 2.87 ERA (33 er in 103.1 ip) in 15 starts against AL West competition compared to 4-6 with a 3.54 ERA (42 er 
in 106.2 ip) against everyone else.

•	 Sam Fuld (1 for 3, bb) snapped an 0 for 12 streak with a single to left field in the 6th inning.
•	 Josh Reddick (3 for 4, 2b) collected a season-high tying three hits...is 7 for 12 (.583) on the homestand after going 2 for 21 (.095) on the last road trip...is 

now batting .310 (52 for 168) in Oakland compared to .202 (35 for 173) on the road.
•	 Geovany Soto (0 for 3, 2 gidp) had a 10-game hitting streak against the Angels snapped.

•	 The Los Angeles Angels are 10-3 in their last 13 road affairs…are 52-26 since July 1, 40-24 in the second half of the season and 29-12 in their last 41 

games…are 1-1 on their final, six-game road trip to Oakland (1-1) and Seattle (three games).
•	 Wade LeBlanc has a 0.53 ERA (1 er in 17 ip) in seven apperances in September (two starts)...earned the win and allowed zero earned runs through 5.1 

innings pitched...was 0-0 with a 7.84 ERA (9 er in 10.1 ip) in three previous career games (one start) against the Oakland Athletics.
•	 Erick Aybar (1 for 3, r, sb) is batting .342 (38 for 111) over his last 32 games.
•	 Gordon Beckham (1 for 3, r, hr, rbi, 2 so) has 13 hits in his last 41 at-bats (.317).
•	 Albert Pujols (0 for 4, 2 so) is 1 for 13 (.076) in his career against Sonny Gray.
•	 Mike Trout (0 for 4, 3 so) struck out three times...this is his 13th game of three or more strikeouts this season, including three against the A’s.
