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ABOUT THE A’S: Improved to 5-2-1 with the win yesterday and are tied 
for the third best record in the Cactus League…are 3-1 at Hohokam and 
2-1-1 on the road…lead the majors in batting (.311), on-base percentage 
(.390) and doubles (24)…rank second in the Cactus League in walks (36), 
tied for second in triples (3), third in slugging (.493) and tied for third in runs 
(46)…the A’s pitching staff has allowed 26 runs on 43 hits over the last four 
games after yielding 10 runs on 26 hits over the first four contests…played 
their first tie game of the spring last Thursday and now have 17 tie games 
over the last seven springs…had five tie games last year, which were the 
most by an Oakland team since moving to Arizona for Spring Training in 
1969…the previous high was three in 2010 and 2013…are scheduled to 
play 35 games this spring, including 30 games in Arizona, two in Las Ve-
gas against the Cubs (March 13-14) and three in the Bay Area against 
the Giants (April 2-4)…this is the A’s 47th Spring Training in Arizona…
return to Mesa for the first time since 1978…after training in Bradenton 
in Florida in 1968, the A’s moved to Arizona in 1969 and trained in Mesa 
from 1969-78…moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and then spent 33 seasons 
at Phoenix Municipal Stadium from 1982-2014…the A’s went 15-13-5 last 
spring, which marked their third consecutive spring with a winning record 
(17-13-3 in 2013, 15-7-2 in 2012)…the last time A’s had three straight win-
ning springs was from 2000-04 when they had five straight.

YESTERDAY: The A’s defeated Arizona 6-5 here at Hohokam…Ben Zo-
brist had a RBI single in the first inning to give the A’s a 1-0 lead but Sonny 
Gray allowed two runs in the second…those were the only runs he would 
allowed in 2.1 innings (5 h, 2 so)…the A’s then scored twice in the third on 
a Zobrist sacrifice fly and an Ike Davis RBI double, and two more in the 
fourth on a Mark Canha home run and a Sam Fuld RBI double…Barry Zito 
allowed two runs in 2.2 innings of relief and Evan Scribner retired all four 
batters he faced before Eric O’Flaherty allowed the tying run to score in the 
eighth inning…Billy Burns had a RBI double in the bottom of the eighth to 
make O’Flaherty the winner and Ryan Cook retired the side in order in the 
ninth for the A’s first save of the spring…Fuld had three of the A’s 11 hits 
and Davis added two hits.

A’s vs. INDIANS: This is the first of two meetings between the A’s and 
Indians this spring…meet again in Goodyear March 23…last spring, the 
A’s won the only game between the two clubs, a 13-3 decision at Goodyear 
March 19.

PLAYER NOTES: Billy Burns is one of three players to appear in all eight 
games (Canha, Pridie)…Mark Canha hit his second home run yesterday 
against Arizona, which is tied for second in the Cactus League…is also 
tied for second in runs (5) and ranks ninth in slugging (.632)…is one of 
three players to appear in all eight games (Burns, Pridie)…has appeared 
in two games at first base, two in right field and two in left field…Ike Davis 
had his second multiple hit game yesterday against Arizona and has hit 
safely in three of his four games (5-for-10, .500)…Sam Fuld went 3-for-4 
with a pair of doubles yesterday against the Diamondbacks after going 
2-for-13 (.154) over his first five games…is tied for second in the CL in runs 
(5)…has made all six of his appearances in center field…Craig Gentry 
ranks seventh in the CL in on-base percentage (.467)…has appeared in 
three games in right field and two in center field…Tyler Ladendorf has 
appeared in three games at second base, two in left field, two at third base 
and one at shortstop…Max Muncy (NR) is 4-for-8 (.500) with two walks 
over his last six games after going 0-for-2 in his first contest…Renato Nu-
ñez had two hits Sunday against Chicago (AL) and is 3-for-4 (.750) over 
his last two games after going 0-for-4 over his first two contests…Matt Ol-
son (NR) hit his first home run Monday at Texas and is 2-for-5 (.400) with 
three walks over his last three games after going 0-for-8 over his first four 
contests…ranks second in the CL in walks (4)…Josh Phegley was 3-for-3 
with three doubles and three RBI last Friday at Arizona…is tied for the CL 
lead in doubles (3)…Jason Pridie (NR) is one of three players to appear 
in all eight games (Burns, Canha)…Marcus Semien is tied for the Major 
League lead in RBI (7) and is tied for the CL lead in hits (7)…is tied for sec-
ond in the CL in batting (.500), on-base percentage (.563) and home runs 
(2), tied for fourth in slugging percentage (.929) and tied for fifth in total 
bases (12)…Eric Sogard has appeared in three games at shortstop and 
two at second base…Ben Zobrist has hit safely in four of his five games…
is tied for the CL lead in doubles (3).

AT LAS VEGAS: The A’s will travel to Las Vegas on Friday for a two-game 
series with the Chicago Cubs at Cashman Field…the two clubs will square 
off Friday at 5:05 pm and Saturday at 12:05 pm and the A’s will return 
to Arizona following the Saturday game…Friday’s game will be tape de-
layed on MLB Network at 9:00 pm and Saturday’s will air on the A’s Radio 
Network…these will be the A’s first Spring Training games in Las Vegas 
since 2000…Oakland also played the first six games of the 1996 season 

at Cashman Field as the Coliseum was still undergoing renovations for the 
return of the Raiders.

IN CAMP: The A’s have 62 players in camp, which does not include two 
players on the 60-day disabled list (Griffin, Thompson)…that includes 40 
players on the 40-man roster and 22 non-roster invitees…the breakdown 
includes 32 pitchers, six catchers, 17 infielders and seven outfielders.

OFF SEASON MOVES: The A’s made nine trades this offseason involving 
27 players…15 of the 17 players the A’s acquired in those trades are in 
camp…the two exceptions are Yunel Escobar, who was traded four days 
after being acquired, and Franklin Barreto, who is in the A’s minor league 
camp…in addition to the players acquired in trades, the A’s also signed 
free agent Billy Butler to a three-year contract and claimed Alex Hassan, 
Chad Smith and Taylor Thompson off waivers.

MINOR LEAGUE DATES: Minor League pitchers and catchers have re-
ported…position players report on Friday, with the first workout scheduled 
for Saturday…Triple-A and Double-A games begin March 14 and Single-A 
games start March 21.

MEDIA INFORMATION: The A’s clubhouse at Hohokam Stadium will be 
open to members of the media with proper credentials beginning at 8:00 
am…the clubhouse may close for team meetings, etc. at certain times…
once games begin, the clubhouse will also open to media who need ac-
cess to players who have completed their work for the day…A’s manager 
Bob Melvin will be available to the media in the first base dugout at ap-
proximately 9:15 am…Melvin will also be available in front of the dugout 
immediately following the game…media are permitted in the dugout area 
and foul territory behind home plate extending down to (but not past) first 
and third base until the batting cage is removed from the field of play, 
at which point media will need to leave the field…the A’s clubhouse and 
dugout will remain accessible to the media until 45 minutes before game 
time…TV camera crews and still photographers with proper credentials 
must stay in assigned areas at all times…no roving is permitted…TV cam-
era crews are not allowed in the clubhouse pregame, or in the training 
room or weight room at any time…still photographers are not allowed in 
the clubhouse, training room or weight room at any time…lunch is avail-
able for $8 to media members with proper credentials at the patio area in 
the right field corner of Hohokam Stadium…the A’s provide complementary 
parking to members of the media in the Center Street Lot (Lot D), located 
behind home plate.
