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ABOUT THE A’S: Have won three straight and five of the last seven and 
are now 13-7-1 (.643), which is the best record in the majors ahead of the 
Yankees (12-7-1, .625)…are 9-1 at Hohokam, 4-4-1 on the road and 0-2 
at Las Vegas…had six doubles yesterday against the Reds and lead the 
majors with 55 this spring…rank second in the Cactus League in walks 
(64) and strikeouts (156), tied for second in sacrifice flies (9), tied for third 
in triples (8) and tied for fourth in runs (103)…the A’s pitching staff has al-
lowed 11 runs in the last five games (44.0 ip, 2.25 ERA) and has a 3.67 
ERA for the season, which is second lowest in the CL to the Reds (3.25)…
are tied with the Dodgers for the CL lead in strikeouts (165)…have commit-
ted 12 errors, which is the fewest in the CL…have turned 21 double plays, 
which is tied for third…have drawn 80,327 fans in 10 home dates, which 
surpasses last years season total of 78,011 at Phoenix Muni…have one 
tie game after tallying five last year, which were the most by an Oakland 
team since moving to Arizona for Spring Training in 1969…now have 17 
tie games over the last seven springs…are scheduled to play 35 games 
this spring, including 30 games in Arizona, two in Las Vegas against the 
Cubs (March 13-14) and three in the Bay Area against the Giants (April 
2-4)…this is the A’s 47th Spring Training in Arizona…return to Mesa for 
the first time since 1978…after training in Bradenton in Florida in 1968, the 
A’s moved to Arizona in 1969 and trained in Mesa from 1969-78…moved 
to Scottsdale in 1979 and then spent 33 seasons at Phoenix Municipal 
Stadium from 1982-2014…the A’s went 15-13-5 last spring, which marked 
their third consecutive spring with a winning record (17-13-3 in 2013, 15-
7-2 in 2012)…the last time A’s had three straight winning springs was from 
2000-04 when they had five straight.

YESTERDAY: The A’s defeated the Reds at Mesa, 8-1…Brett Lawrie hit 
a three-run home run in the bottom of the first to give the A’s the lead and 
Jesse Hahn pitched 5.0 scoreless innings for his first win of the spring…
Hahn allowed four hits and walked two while striking out two…Eric Sogard 
had a RBI double in the fourth inning to make the score 4-0 and Oakland 
scored three more times in the sixth on a Marcus Semien RBI double and 
a Josh Phegley two-run home run…Evan Scribner allowed a run in two in-
nings of relief, Fernando Abad retired the side in order in the eighth inning 
and Kevin Whelan set down the Reds 1-2-3 in the ninth…Carson Blair 
added a RBI double in the eighth inning to complete the A’s scoring…So-
gard and Mark Canha had two doubles each and Phegley added two hits.

A’s vs. REDS: This is the second of two meetings between the A’s and 
Reds this spring…the A’s won the first game yesterday in Mesa, 8-1…last 
spring, the two clubs split two games, with the A’s losing at Goodyear 6-5 
and winning in Phoenix 8-4.

PLAYER NOTES: Billy Burns had his fifth multiple hit game Friday at 
Colorado and is now 13-for-25 (.520) with eight runs scored over his last 
nine games…is tied for the Major League lead in hits (17), runs (12) and tri-

10…has hit safely in four of his five games (6-for-13, .462)…Sam Fuld is 
7-for-21 (.333) over his last seven games after going 2-for-13 (.154) over 
his first five contests…is tied for second in the CL in triples (2)…has made 
11 appearances in center field and one in right field…Craig Gentry has 
appeared in eight games in center field and four in right field…Alex Has-
san has not played since March 11…has appeared in six games in left field 
and two in right field…Tyler Ladendorf is 6-for-17 (.353) with six RBI over

OPENING DAY STARTER: A’s manager Bob Melvin has named Sonny 
Gray as the A’s Opening Day starter for April 6 against Texas…Gray also 
started the opener last year against Cleveland and tossed 6.0 shutout in-
nings (5 h, 3 bb, 7 so)…had a no decision in the A’s 2-0 loss…the last A’s 
pitcher to start consecutive openers is Barry Zito in 2005 and 2006.

IN CAMP: The A’s have 49 players in camp, which does not include two 
players on the 60-day disabled list (Griffin, Thompson)…the total includes 
34 players on the 40-man roster, which is full, and 15 non-roster invitees…
the breakdown includes 24 pitchers, five catchers, 13 infielders and seven 
outfielders.

OFF SEASON MOVES: The A’s made nine trades this offseason involving 
27 players…15 of the 17 players the A’s acquired in those trades began 
the spring in camp…the two exceptions were Yunel Escobar, who was 
traded four days after being acquired, and Franklin Barreto, who is in the 
A’s minor league camp…in addition to the players acquired in trades, the 
A’s also signed free agent Billy Butler to a three-year contract and claimed 
Alex Hassan, Chad Smith and Taylor Thompson off waivers.

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have three players under contract beyond 
the 2015 season…Coco Crisp is signed through 2016 with a vesting option 
for 2017, Billy Butler is signed through 2017 and Sean Doolittle is signed 
through 2018 with club options for 2019 and 2020.

by Vince Cotroneo (10th) and Ray Fosse, who enters his 30th season in 
the booth…Comcast SportsNet California has one remaining telecast on 
April 2 against the Giants in San Francisco (7:15 pm)…Glen Kuiper joins 
Fosse in the broadcast booth…all games not broadcast over the air can be 
heard live via the club’s web site…in addition, five remaining games will be 
broadcast in the Bay Area on MLB Network.

RETURN TO HOHOKAM: The A’s and the City of Mesa reached a 20-year

Has made five appearances this spring…has not allowed a run in four 
of those outings, including his last appearance Friday at Colorado when 
he pitched a scoreless fifth inning (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 so)…was acquired from 
Washington Jan. 14 for Yunel Escobar…was named to his second Nation-
