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ABOUT THE A’S: Improved to 10-1 at Hohokam with the win yesterday 
and are now 14-9-1 (.604) overall, which is the third best record in the 
majors behind the Royals (13-8, .619) and the Dodgers (11-6-6, .609)…
are 4-6-1 on the road and 0-2 at Las Vegas…had a spring-high seven 
doubles yesterday and lead the majors with 66 overall…rank second in the 
Cactus League in runs (123), walks (73), strikeouts (175) and sacrifice flies 
(10) and fifth in triples (8)…the pitching staff ranks second in the majors 
with 186 strikeouts (Yankees, 198)…are fourth in the CL in ERA (3.82)…
have committed 13 errors, which is the fewest in the CL…have turned 24 
double plays, which is tied for third most…are scheduled to play 35 games 
this spring, including 30 games in Arizona, two in Las Vegas against the 
Cubs (March 13-14) and three in the Bay Area against the Giants (April 
2-4)…this is the A’s 47th Spring Training in Arizona…return to Mesa for 
the first time since 1978…after training in Bradenton in Florida in 1968, the 
A’s moved to Arizona in 1969 and trained in Mesa from 1969-78…moved 
to Scottsdale in 1979 and then spent 33 seasons at Phoenix Municipal 
Stadium from 1982-2014…the A’s went 15-13-5 last spring, which marked 
their third consecutive spring with a winning record (17-13-3 in 2013, 15-
7-2 in 2012)…the last time A’s had three straight winning springs was from 
2000-04 when they had five straight.

YESTERDAY: The A’s defeated the Cubs at Hohokam, 14-2…Billy Butler 
hit a two-run home run in the bottom of the first to give the A’s a 2-1 lead 
they would never relinquish…Oakland added two more runs in the second 
inning, six in the third, one in the fourth, two in the fifth and one in the sev-
enth…Stephen Vogt hit a two-run home run in the third inning and Marcus 
Semien and Eric Sogard added RBI doubles…Ben Zobrist had a two-run 
double in the fifth…Drew Pomeranz started for the A’s and picked up the 
win (2.2 ip, 3 h, 2 r, 2 er, 4 bb, 4 so)…Barry Zito added four scoreless in-
nings of relief (1 h, 3 bb, 2 so)…Ryan Doolittle (0.1 ip), R.J. Alvarez (1.0 ip) 
and Jeff Urlaub (1.0 ip) also did not allow a run in relief…the A’s collected 
18 hits including three by Vogt and Ike Davis.

A’s vs. BREWERS: This is the second of three meetings between the A’s 
and Brewers this spring…the A’s won the first game at Maryvale on March 
15, 5-2…square off in Mesa on Sunday…the A’s lost two of three games 
last spring, splitting two games in Phoenix and losing one in Maryvale.

RETURN TO HOHOKAM: The A’s are 10-1 at Hohokam Stadium and 
have drawn 89,359 fans over the first 11 home dates…those are the most 
fans the A’s have drawn in Arizona since 2010 (89,493)…the A’s and the 
City of Mesa reached a 20-year agreement for the team to return to Mesa 
in March of 2013…Oakland also holds two five-year options that could 
extend the contract to 30 years…the deal includes $26.9 million in renova-
tions to Hohokam Stadium and Fitch Park…Hohokam Stadium will seat 
10,000 fans, including approximately 7,500 seats and space for approxi-
mately 2,500 additional fans to sit on the grass berms surrounding the out-
field…among Hohokam Stadium’s many new amenities will be the largest 
HD scoreboard in the Cactus League (26 x 56 feet).
