The Oakland A’s have started the season 2-1 for the first time since 2010...are 2-1 on this season-opening seven-game homestand against Texas (2-1) and
Seattle (three games).

The A’s have tripled in each of the first three games of the season for the first time since at least 1914

The A’s had two players (Canha and Ladendorf) record their first Major League hits in the same game for the first time since April 24, 2000 (Long and Piatt)
Scott Kazmir recorded 10 stirkeouts, his 23rd career game of 10 or more strikeouts...is 4-1 with a 3.18 ERA (28.1 ip, 28 h, 13, 10 er, 6 bb, 24 so, 2 hr) in
five starts over the last two years against Texas.

R.J. Alvarez made his Athletics debut, entering the game in the ninth inning

Mark Canha (3 for 5, 2 2b, 4 rbi) made his Major League debut...recorded his first ML hit with a three-run double in the third inning...he is the third Oakland
player with three hits in his ML debut (Grieve in 1997, Rouse in 2006).

Tyler Ladendorf (1 for 3, 2 r, 3b, 2 rbi, bb) made his Major League debut...had an RBI triple in his first at bat in the third inning

Cody Ross (1 for 5, r, 2 rbi) made his Athletics debut...hit an RBI single in the third inning.
