* Jesse Hahn made his first start since April 18 after missing his last turn in the rotation due to a blister...has allowed three earned runs or less in each of his
four starts this season...has tossed fewer than six innings in three of his four starts.

» Josh Reddick (1 for 3, rbi, bb) extended his hitting streak to seven games with a game-tying RBI single in the sixth inning...is 11-for-22 (.500) with seven RBI
during the streak.

* Marcus Semien (3 for 4, 2, 2 2b) is 12 for 29 (.414) with five multiple hit games over his last seven contests after going 3 for 24 (.125) over his previous
seven games...has nine multiple hit games for the season...collected his first three-hit game of the year (last: 4, April 20, 2014 at TEX).
