of their final seven road trips last year and have not had a winning road
trip since going 5-4 on a three-city trip June 3-11, 2014 (Yankees, Orioles,
Angels)...went 1-5 on the last homestand against Houston (0-3) and Los
Angeles (1-2), matching the eighth worst homestand in Oakland history...

315) with 35 runs scored during the day (3.89 per game) compared to .274
(164 for 599) with 96 runs scored at night (5.65 per game)...have hit 19 of
their 23 home runs at night...have a 4.39 ERA (40 er in 82.0 ip) during the
day, 3.43 (58 er in 152.0 ip) at night...have surrendered 11 home runs in
17 night games compared to 12 in nine day games.
