(72-88)...have lost five consecutive series...are 6-21 (.222) over the last
27 games (beginning April 23) after starting the year 8-8...are 14-29 (.326)
overall, which is the worst record in the majors and the second worst re-
cord after 43 games in Oakland history...the 1994 A’s started the year 11-
32 (won game 44)...are in fifth place in the American League West for the
14th consecutive day and trail first place Houston by a season-high tying
13% games for the second consecutive day...that is the A's largest deficit
since they finished the 2011 season 22 games back...it marks the second
time in Oakland history the A’'s have trailed by more than 13 games before
the end of May...trailed by 14 games in 2001 from May 29-31...have spent
six days in sole possession of first, three days tied for first, five days in sec-
ond, three days tied for second, two days in third, five days tied for third,
seven days in fourth, one day tied for fourth and 14 days in fifth...have
won back-to-back games just once this year (April 13-14)...were swept in
a three-game series last weekend by Chicago (AL), the third time the A’'s
have been swept this year.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed at least one error in 17 of
the last 18 games (24 errors total) and have 45 errors for the season...that
is nine more than any other team (Milwaukee, 36)...the errors have led
to 28 unearned runs, which is the most in the majors...did not commit an
error Tuesday night, snapping a streak of 15 consecutive games with an
error...that was third longest streak in Oakland history and was the longest
since the 1982 club had a 17-game streak from May 6-23.

OFFENSE: The A's were shutout for the second time in the last eight games
last night and the fourth time this year, which is tied with Tampa Bay for the
most in the American League...have scored just 47 runs over the last 16
games (2.9 per game), but have 185 for the season, which is fourth most
in the AL...are batting .233 (122-for-524) over the last 15 games, including
