ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost each of the last four games after winning a
season-high four straight from May 31 to June 4...are now 9-7 over the last
16 games after going 2-14 over the previous 16 contests...are 23-37 (.383)
overall, which is the worst record in the American League and third worst
in the majors...it matches the third worst record after 60 games in Oakland
history and is the worst since the 1994 club started the year 18-42...are
in fifth place in the AL West for the 33rd consecutive day (beginning May
8) and trail first place Houston by 11 games...have spent six days in sole
possession of first, three days tied for first, five days in second, three days
tied for second, two days in third, five days tied for third, seven days in
fourth, one day tied for fourth and 33 days in fifth...swept a three-game
series at Detroit last week, the A’s first sweep of a series of three or more
games since July 3-6, 2014 against Toronto...it was their first road sweep
since June 27-29, 2014 at Miami...it gave the A's back-to-back series wins
for the first time since Aug. 22-27, 2014.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The As fell to 3-16
(.158) in one-run games, including 1-11 at home, with the loss last night...
have the worst record in one-run games in the majors and the most loss-
es...are 6-25 (.194) in games decided by two runs or fewer, which is also
the worst mark in the majors...are 0-6 in extra inning games and are one
of two teams without an extra inning win (Pittsburgh)...are tied with Pitts-
burgh for the Major League lead in extra-inning losses and are tied with
Chicago for the second most extra inning games in the American League
(Seattle, 9)...have a six-game extra inning losing streak, which matches
the longest such streak by an A’'s team over the last 20 years (May 18-July
5, 2011 and May 21-July 25, 1999)...are 0-10 in games decided in the last
at bat and are the only team without a last at bat win...the 10 losses are
tied for third most in the majors...also lost their final last at bat game of
2014 and the 11-game losing streak in games decided in the last at bat is
the longest such streak in Oakland history (previous: 10, May 14-July 17,
1989)...have not won a game decided in the last at bat since an 8-6, 10-in-
ning win over Philadelphia Sept. 21, 2014.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 8-5 with a 1.93 ERA (22
er in 102.1 ip) over the last 16 games...have allowed one run or fewer
nine times over that stretch...have a 3.15 ERA (126 er in 359.2 ip) for the
season, which is the lowest in the American League and third lowest in the
majors...have surrendered just six home runs over the last 16 games and
have yielded 25 for the season, which is tied with Pittsburgh for the fewest
in the majors...rank third in the AL in innings pitched (359.2).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 2.93 ERA (74 er in 227.0 ip) over the
last 26 games after logging a 4.17 ERA over the first 34 contests...have
a 3.64 ERA overall, which ranks fourth in the American League...have al-
lowed just eight home runs over the last 16 games and 46 for the season,
which is second fewest in the AL...also have the second lowest opponents
slugging percentage in the AL (.362)...lead the AL and are tied for second
in the majors with eight shutouts.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have not committed an error in the last
three games, marking just the second time this year they have gone more
than two straight games without an error (4, April 13-17)...have made 57
errors, which is four more than any other team (Texas, 53)...the errors
have led to 32 unearned runs, which is four more than any other team
(Philadelphia and Washington, 28).

OFFENSE: The A's batted .265 in April, .251 in May and are currently hit-
ting .225 (53-for-236) in June...are hitting .254 overall, which ranks fourth
in the American League...also rank second in the AL in triples (17) and
stolen base percentage (33-for-40, 82.5%) and fourth in runs (249), walks
(188) and fewest strikeouts (400)...have been shut out five times, which
is tied for second most in the AL (Tampa Bay, 6)...are batting .270 (27-for-
100) with runners in scoring position over the last 11 games after hitting
.165 with RISP over the previous 20 contests.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are in the middle of a five series stretch where
they will play in five different cities...went 3-3 on the last road trip to De-
troit (3-0) and Boston (0-3), are 1-0 on this three-game homestand against
Texas, and leave following the game tomorrow for a five-game road trip to
Los Angeles-AL (three games) and San Diego (two games)...have played
33 games on the road this year and 27 at home...went 4-3 on the last

A's first winning homestand since Aug. 19-24, 2014 (3-2 vs. Mets and An-
gels...it snapped a streak of five consecutive losing homestands, which
matched the longest such streak in Oakland history (last four of 1978, first
of 1979)...are 9-18 (.333) at home, which is the second worst record in
the majors (Milwaukee, 9-20)...it is the second worst record after 27 home
games in Oakland history to the 1994 club (7-20, won game 28)...won
three of four games from New York (AL) to close out the last homestand,
which was the A’s first home series win this year...it snapped a streak of
eight consecutive home series without a win dating back to Sept. 19-21,
2014 when they won two of three from Philadelphia...that matched the
longest such streak in Oakland history (May 13-June 29, 1977 and June
1-July 15, 1979)...are 14-19 (.424) on the road and have not had a winning
road trip since June 3-11, 2014 (5-4)...have finished with a .500 record or
worse on each of their last 11 road trips, which matches the second longest
such streak in Oakland history...it is the longest since a 12-trip streak from
Aug. 6, 1996-Aug. 31, 1997.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A's have won five of their last eight day games after
losing 13 of the first 14...are now 6-16 (.273) during the day compared to
17-21 (.447) at night...have the worst record in day games in the majors...
are batting .242 (180-for-743) with 81 runs scored during the day (3.68 per
game) compared to .260 (348-for-1339) with 168 runs at night (4.42 per
game).

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's have won two of the past three games when
the opponent has started a left-handed pitcher...are 3-11 when the op-
ponent starts a left-hander compared to 20-26 when they start a right-
hander...the mark against lefties is the worst in the majors...are batting
.223 (117-for-524) against lefties compared to .264 (411-for-1558) with 42
of their 50 home runs off righties...the mark against lefties is second lowest
in the American League (Chicago, .206) and the mark against righties is
second highest (Detroit, .273).

THIS AND THAT: The A's season run differential is +2...have outscored
the opponents 143-35 in their 23 wins (6.2 to 1.5) and have been out-
scored 212-106 in their 37 losses (5.7 to 2.9)...are 3-4 in June after going
11-19 in May and 9-14 in April...now have four consecutive months with
a losing record after recording 14 straight months with a winning record

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have eight players on the disabled list
(Crisp, Davis, Doolittle, Griffin, Ladendorf, Mujica, Parker, Thompson)...
Crisp, Griffin, Ladendorf, Parker and Thompson are on the 60-day DL...
Griffin is on a rehab assignment...have had at least seven players on the
DL all year...have used the DL a total of 16 times...used it 18 times last
year after using it 13 times in 2013...have not had fewer than two players
on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

A’s vs. RANGERS: The season series is even at four games each...the
A's are 2-3 in Oakland and 2-1 at Texas...over the last two years, are 4-10
in Oakland and 9-4 in Texas...have won three season series and lost three
season series over the previous six years and are 60-62 over the last sev-
en years...are 326-338 all-time against the Texas Rangers...that breaks
down to 171-161 in Oakland and 155-177 in Texas...including 88-89 at
Globe Life Park...have an all-time record of 423-420 against the Rangers/
Senators.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Josh Reddick has hit safely in each of his last seven games against the
Rangers dating back to last year and is 14-for-27 (.519) with three home
runs and 13 RBI over that stretch...Stephen Vogt has reached base
safely in all 26 of his home games...he ranks seventh in the American
League in home batting average (.342).

24,2003) as the only A’s pitchers to shutout Detroit over the last 27 years.

THIS AND THAT: Went 1-4 with a 4.30 ERA in six starts in May...tied for
third in the American League in May losses...the A’s are 3-8 (.273) in his
starting assignments...the Padres went 9-3 (.750) in his starting assign-
ment last year...has tossed six innings or fewer in eight of his 11 starts this
year...has tossed more than six innings in just six of his 23 career starts...
