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ABOUT THE A’S: Had their season-high five-game winning streak 
snapped last night…are now 9-3 (.750) over the last 12 games and 20-12 
(.625) since bottoming out at a season-high 16 games under .500 (14-30) 
at the conclusion of play on May 22…have the second best record in the 
American League (Toronto, 21-10) and fourth best in the majors dating 
back to May 23…are 34-42 (.447) overall, which is the third worst record 
in the AL…are in fifth place in the AL West for the 49th day in the last 50 
days…were tied for fourth after play on Thursday, snapping a streak of 48 
consecutive days in sole possession of last…for the season, the A’s have 
spent six days in sole possession of first, three days tied for first, five days 
in second, three days tied for second, two days in third, five days tied for 
third, seven days in fourth, two days tied for fourth and 49 days in fifth.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 17-8 with a 2.43 ERA (56 
er in 207.1 ip) over the last 32 games (beginning May 23) and have al-
lowed one run or fewer 16 times over that stretch…have a 3.099 ERA 
(160 er in 464.2 ip) for the season, which is second lowest in the Ameri-
can League (Tampa Bay, 3.096) and third lowest in the majors (St. Louis, 
2.93)…rank second in the majors in innings pitched (464.2) and tied for 
second in fewest home runs (34).

PITCHING: The A’s have a 2.90 ERA (119 er in 369.0 ip) over the last 
42 games (beginning May 12) after logging a 4.17 ERA over the first 34 
contests…have a 3.48 ERA overall, which ranks second in the American 
League (Tampa Bay, 3.27)…lead the AL in shutouts (9) and rank second in 
opponents slugging percentage (.362) and fewest home runs (61).

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .293 (127-for-433) with 78 runs scored (6.5 
per game), 31 doubles, two triples and 10 home runs over the last 12 
games…are 51-for-134 (.381) with runners in scoring position over that 
stretch…for the season, are tied for second in the American League in 
triples (19), rank third in runs (343) and walks (240) and fourth in fewest 
strikeouts (506)…have been successful in 45-of-55 (81.8%) stolen base 
attempts, which is the best mark in the majors.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 14 errors in the last 12 
games and have 73 for the season, which is 12 more than any other team 
(Texas, 61)…have a .974 fielding percentage and have not finished the 
season with a fielding percentage under .975 since 1983 (.974)…the er-
rors have led to 40 unearned runs, which is the most in the majors (San 
Diego, 38).

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have out-scored the opposition 343-300 for 
a run differential of +43…that is second best in the American League West, 
fourth best in the AL and tied for sixth best in the majors…are 24-14 (.632) 
in games decided by three runs or more, which is the fourth best record in 
the majors…however, are 10-28 (.263) in games decided by two runs or 
fewer, which is the worst mark in the majors…have 10 wins by seven or 
more runs, which is tied with Toronto for the most in the majors.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-1 on this 10-game homestand against 
Kansas City (0-1), Colorado (three games) and Seattle (four games…it is 
the A’s second longest homestand of the season (11, July 30-Aug. 9)…this 
homestand concludes a stretch where the A’s will play 15 of 18 games at 
home…are 7-2 over the first nine games of the stretch…are 8-5 over the 
last 13 home games after starting the year 6-16…are 14-21 (.400) at home 
and 20-21 (.488) on the road…have the second worst home record in the 
American League (Cleveland, 15-23)…have finished the season with a 
home winning percentage under .429 once in Oakland history and that was 
in 1979 (31-50, .383)…went 3-0 on the last road trip to Texas and have 
a season-best six-game road winning streak…have back-to-back winning 
road trips after a streak of 11 consecutive road trips with a .500 record or 
worse…that fell one short of the longest such streak in Oakland history…
are batting .270 (327-for-1213) at home compared to .252 (361-for-1435) 
on the road…have a 3.02 ERA (108 er in 322.0 ip) at home compared to 
3.90 (152 er in 351.0 ip) on the road.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s are 22-25 (.468) in night games compared to 
12-17 (.413) during the day…have won 11 of their last 15 day games after 
losing 13 of the first 14…have the third worst record in day games in the 
American League…are batting .266 (443-for-1666) at night compared to 

.249 (245-for-982) during the day…have the third best night batting aver-
age in the AL.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 4-13 (.235) when the opponent starts a left-
hander pitcher compared to 30-29 (.508) when they start a right-hander…
the mark against lefties is second worst in the majors (Colorado, 3-11)…
are batting .240 (156-for-649) against lefties compared to .266 (532-for-
1999) with 52 of their 65 home runs off righties…the mark against lefties 
is fourth lowest in the American League and the mark against righties is 
third highest.

CLOSE CALLS: Nine of the A’s last 12 losses have been by two runs or 
fewer…are 6-18 (.250) in one-run games, which is the worst record in the 
majors…are 2-11 in games decided in the last at bat…the wins are tied 
with the Yankees for the fewest in the majors and the losses are tied for 
second most in the AL…are 0-6 in extra inning games and are the only 
team without an extra inning win…rank second in the majors in extra inning 
losses (Pittsburgh, 7)…have not won an extra inning game since Sept. 21, 
2014, an 8-6 win over Philadelphia in 10 innings…have a six-game extra 
inning losing streak, which matches the longest such streak by an A’s team 
over the last 20 years (May 18-July 5, 2011 and May 21-July 25, 1999).

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 14-9 in June and have clinched a winning 
record for the month…it snaps a four-month streak with a losing record 
and is the A’s first winning month since last July when they went 15-10…
have used 18 relievers, which is already their most since 2012 when they 
also had 18…have used 22 pitchers overall, which matches the season 
total from last year.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have six players on the disabled list (Crisp, 
Doolittle, Ladendorf, Parker, Thompson, Venditte)…Crisp, Doolittle, Lad-
endorf, Parker and Thompson are on the 60-day DL…have had at least 
six players on the DL all year…have used the DL a total of 17 times…used 
it 18 times last year after using it 13 times in 2013…have not had fewer 
than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when they 
had just one.

A’s vs. ROYALS: The A’s trail in the season series 1-3…lost the first game 
in Oakland last night after losing two of three in Kansas City in April…
lost five of seven last year in addition to the American League Wild Card 
game…went 1-2 in Oakland and 1-3 in Kansas City…have lost two of the 
previous three season series and are 12-14 against the Royals over the 
last four years…all-time, the A’s are 308-257 against the Royals…that 
breaks down to 169-112 in Oakland and 139-145 in Kansas City.

TODAY’S TIDBITS
Billy Burns has a 15-game hitting streak (25-for-69, .362), which match-
es the longest hitting streak by an Athletic over the last five years…it 
is the longest by a Major League rookie this year and is fourth longest 
in Oakland history by a rookie…has now hit safely in 27 of his last 28 
games…leads ML rookies in stolen bases (15), multiple hit games (20) 
and hits (68)…Josh Reddick has 43 RBI as an outfielder, which is sec-
ond most among American League outfielders…Stephen Vogt is 17-
for-37 (.459) with four doubles, two home runs, 13 RBI and four three-hit 
games over his last 10 contests…leads ML catchers in home runs (13), 
RBI (47), slugging percentage (.593) and on-base percentage (.386)…
has reached base safely in all 34 of his home games, which is the lon-
gest season-opening streak by an Athletic since Jimmie Foxx had a 36-
game streak in 1933…Ben Zobrist had the go-ahead RBI in the seventh 
inning Thursday and 13 of his 27 RBI have given the A’s the lead.

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY
In 1987 Mark McGwire ties a pair of Oakland records by hitting three 
home runs and scoring five runs in the A’s 13-3 win at Cleveland…McG-
wire has four hits and drives in five runs…in 1996 the A’s hit a franchise 
record eight home runs in a 18-2 win at California…the A’s also collect 
an Oakland record 44 total bases and 11 extra base hits and score in 
eight different innings, tying an American League record…in 2002 Miguel 
Tejada plays in his 348th consecutive game, breaking Alfredo Griffin’s 
Oakland record for consecutive games played…Tejada’s streak reached 
594 before signing with Baltimore as a free agent.

BRIEFLY: Is 2-1 with a 1.93 ERA (6 er in 28.0 ip) and .210 (21-for-100) op-
ponents batting average over his last five starts…went 2-0 with a 0.99 ERA 
and .158 opponents average over his first four starts and 0-3 with a 5.14 
ERA and .291 opponents average in five starts in between (May 1-22)…
has a 2.70 ERA overall, which ranks seventh in the American League.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 3-1 with a 1.27 ERA (6 er in 42.2 ip) and .162 (24-
for-148) opponents batting average in seven starts in Oakland compared

FOUR-GAME LOSING STREAK SNAPPED: Tossed 8.0 shutout innings 
June 11 against Texas to snap a four-game losing streak…compiled a 4.85 
ERA and .299 opponents batting average during the streak, which spanned 
six starts from May 6 to June 5…tossed six innings or fewer in all six starts 
during the losing streak, which is the longest by an Athletic this year.

2015 HIGHLIGHTS: He combined with Otero and Alvarez on a three-hit 
shutout in the A’s 10-0 win over Texas April 8…tossed seven innings and 
allowed just one hit while striking out 10…it was his 23rd career 10-strike-
out game, his second with the A’s…became just the fifth pitcher in Oakland

to shutout the A’s on six hits…extended his losing streak to three games 
in the A’s 5-2 loss at Tampa Bay May 22…it was the 250th appearance 
of his career…had a no decision in the A’s 3-2 loss to Detroit May 27 in 
Oakland…it was the 250th start of his career…did not allow a run or hit but 
tossed a season-low 3.0 innings before leaving the game with tightness in 
his left shoulder…missed a turn in the rotation…combined with Scribner on 
a one-hit shutout in the A’s 7-0 win over Texas June 11 in Oakland…tossed 
eight of the innings and allowed the one hit on a one-out single by Andrus 
in the fifth inning…it was his first win since April 13.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 3-2 victory over Los 
Angeles (AL) last Sunday in Oakland…shutout the Angels on six hits and 
two walks over the first seven innings…had a 3-0 lead when he walked 
Giavotella to start the eighth inning…recorded the next out and was re-
lieved by Clippard, who allowed a two run home run to Pujjols before re-
cording the save.
