OAKLAND NOTES
•	 The Oakland Athletics have lost three straight after a season-high five-game winning streak...are now 9-5 over their last 14 games...are 8-7 over the last 15 

home games...have committed 16 errors in the last 14 games and have 75 for the season...are 0-3 on this 10-game homestand against Kansas City (0-3), 
Colorado (three games), and Seattle (four games).

•	 A’s starting pitchers are 17-10 with a 2.54 ERA (62 er in 220.0 ip) over the last 34 games (beginning May 23)...have a 3.13 ERA (166 er in 477.1 ip) for the season.
•	 Jesse Chavez is 2-2 with a 4.85 ERA (16 er in 29.2 ip) over his last five starts after going 2-5 with a 2.38 ERA over his first eight starts...allowed three or more 

runs for the fourth time in his last five starts...is 1-4 with a 3.89 ERA (16 er in 37.0 ip) in seven games during the day compared to a 3-2 record and a 2.41 ERA 
(14 er in 52.1 ip) in 10 games at night.

•	 Billy Burns (2-for-4, 2b) extended his hitting streak to 16 games (27-for-73, .370) with a third-inning single...it is the longest by a Major League rookie this year and 
the longest hitting streak by an Athletic over the last five years....has now hit safely in 28 of his last 29 games...recorded his 21st multiple hit game of the year.

•	 Sam Fuld (1-for-3) is 12-for-38 (.316) over his last 16 games.
•	 Josh Reddick’s (1-for-4, rbi, k) third-inning RBI single was the 500th hit of his career.
•	 Stephen Vogt (2-for-5, r) is 19-for-46 (.413) with four doubles, two home runs, 13 RBI and four three-hit games over his last 12 contests...put together his 19th 

multiple hit game of the season.
•	 Ben Zobrist (2-for-3, r, rbi) is 18-for-46 (.391) with 17 runs, four doubles, three home runs, and 12 RBI over his last 14 games.

KANSAS CITY NOTES
•	 The Kansas City Royals are 5-1 in their last six games and 8-3 in their last 11 games...are now 13-6 against American League West competition...are 5-1 on 

this nine game road trip to Seattle (2-1), Oakland (3-0), and Houston (three games).   
•	 Jeremy Guthrie recorded his 1000th career strikeout when he struck out Ike Davis in the second inning...is 4-3 with an 7.78 ERA (34 er in 39.1 ip) in eight starts 

on the road this season...is 5-5 with a 4.54 ERA (37 er in 73.1 ip) in 14 career outings (13 starts) against the A’s...is 3-1 with a 3.86 ERA (15 er in 35.0 ip) in his 
career at the O.co Coliseum.

•	 Jarrod Dyson (2-for-4, k) is batting .480 (12-for-25) with three doubles and a triple in his last 12 games (five starts)...had his fifth multiple hit game of the year.
•	 Alcides Escobar (1-for-4) extended his hitting streak to six games (10-for-27, .370) with a third-inning single...was removed in the eighth inning for precautionary 

reasons due to a right index-finger split nail bed and is listed as day-to-day.
•	 Eric Hosmer (0-for-3, k) exited the game in the eighth inning with a left ring-finger sprain and is listed as day-to-day.
•	 Mike Moustakas (1-for-4, r, 2b, bb) is batting 16-for-47 (.340) over his last 12 games.
•	 Kendrys Morales (1-for-5, r, k) extended his hitting streak to 11 games (15-for-42, .357) with a sixth-inning single.
•	 Salvador Perez’s (1-for-4, 2 r, hr, 3 rbi) eighth-inning home run was the 500th hit of his career.
