ABOUT THE A’S: Have won six of the last nine games and 10 of the last
15...are now 21-14 (.600) since bottoming out at a season-high 16 games
under .500 (14-30) at the conclusion of play on May 22...have the second
best record in the American League (Toronto, 22-12) and fourth best in the
majors dating back to May 23...are 35-44 (.436) overall, which is the sec-
ond worst record in the AL (Chicago, 32-42)...have been in sole posses-
sion of last place in the AL West for 52 of the last 53 days...the exception
was last Thursday when they snapped a streak of 48 consecutive days in
sole possession of last...for the season, the A’'s have spent six days in sole
possession of first, three days tied for first, five days in second, three days
tied for second, two days in third, five days tied for third, seven days in
fourth, two days tied for fourth and 52 days in fifth...were swept by the Roy-
als in a three-game series over the weekend after going into the series with
a season-high five-game winning streak...have been swept five times this
year, including three times at home.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The As are 4-1 in
interleague play (3-1 vs. San Diego, 1-0 vs.
Colorado), which is the second best record

28-30)...went 13-7 against the National League last year and have the
fourth best all-time interleague record with a mark of 184-145 (.559)...have
finished with a winning record against the NL in each of the previous three
seasons and 11 of 18 overall.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 4-13 (.235) when the opponent starts a left-
handed pitcher compared to 31-31 (.500) when they start a right-hander...
the mark against lefties is second worst in the majors (Colorado, 3-12)...
are batting .242 (159-for-658) against lefties compared to .266 (555-for-
2090) with 55 of their 68 home runs off righties...the mark against righties
is third highest in the American League.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 18-10 with a 2.46 ERA
(62 er in 227.0 ip) over the last 35 games (beginning May 23) and have
allowed one run or fewer 17 times over that stretch...have a 3.08 ERA (166
er in 484.1 ip) for the season, which is second lowest in the majors (St.
Louis, 2.89)...lead the majors in innings pitched (484.1) and have yielded
the second fewest home runs (34).

PITCHING: The A's have a 2.91 ERA (128 er in 396.0 ip) over the last
45 games (beginning May 12) after logging a 4.17 ERA over the first 34
contests...have a 3.46 ERA overall, which ranks second in the American
League...lead the AL in shutouts (9) and opponents slugging percentage
(-360) and have yielded the second fewest home runs (63).

OFFENSE: The A’s scored seven runs last night after tallying seven runs
total in the three game series against Kansas City over the weekend...are
batting .287 (153-for-533) with 90 runs scored over the last 15 games (6.00
runs per game)...have a .351 (53-for-151) average with runners in scoring
position over that stretch...hit a season-high tying three home runs last
night after going a season-high four consecutive games without a home
run...for the season, the A's rank second in the American League in triples
(20), third in runs (355) and fourth in doubles (139) and fewest strikeouts
(526)...have been successful in 47-0f-57 (82.5%) stolen base attempts,
which is the best mark in the majors.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed 17 errors in the last 15
games and have 76 for the season, which is 15 more than any other team
(Texas, 61)...the errors have led to 40 unearned runs, which is the most in
the majors (San Diego, 39).

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have out-scored the opposition 355-309 for
a run differential of +46...that is second best in the American League West,
fifth best in the AL and tied for seventh best in the majors...are 25-14 (.641)

the majors...however, are 10-30 (.250) in games decided by two runs or
fewer, which is the worst mark in the majors...have 10 wins by seven or
more runs, which is tied with Toronto for the most in the majors.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 1-3 on this 10-game homestand against
Kansas City (0-3), Colorado (1-0) and Seattle (four games)...it is the A's
second longest homestand of the season (11, July 30-Aug. 9)...this home-
stand concludes a stretch where the A's will play 15 of 18 games at home...
are 8-4 over the first 12 games of the stretch...are 9-7 over the last 16
home games after starting the year 6-16...are 15-23 (.395) at home and
20-21 (.488) on the road...are tied with Cleveland for the second worst
home record in the majors (Milwaukee, 15-26)...the Oakland record for
worst home record is 31-50 (.383) in 1979...went 3-0 on the last road trip to
Texas and have a season-best six-game road winning streak...have back-
to-back winning road trips after a streak of 11 consecutive road trips with
a .500 record or worse...that fell one short of the longest such streak in
Oakland history...are batting .269 (353-for-1313) at home compared to
.252 (361-for-1435) on the road...have a 3.02 ERA (117 er in 349.0 ip) at
home compared to 3.90 (152 er in 351.0 ip) on the road.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 6-19 (.240)
in one-run games...have the worst record, most losses and fewest wins
in the majors in one-run games...the worst record in one-run games in
Oakland history is 16-26 (.381) in 1980...15 of the A’s last 16 losses have
been by three runs or fewer...are 2-11 in games decided in the last at
bat...the wins are tied with the Yankees for the fewest in the majors and
the losses are second most in the American League...are 0-6 in extra in-
ning games and are the only team without an extra inning win...are tied for
second in the majors in extra inning losses (Pittsburgh, 7)...have not won
an extra inning game since Sept. 21, 2014, an 8-6 win over Philadelphia
in 10 innings...have a six-game extra inning losing streak, which matches
the longest such streak by an A’'s team over the last 20 years (May 18-July
5, 2011 and May 21-July 25, 1999)...have not played an extra inning game
since May 11, a streak of 45 consecutive nine-inning games.

WINS AND LOSSES: The As are 15-11 in June and have clinched a
winning record for the month...it snaps a four-month streak with a losing
record and is the A’s first winning month since last July when they went
15-10...are 23-25 (.479) in night games compared to 12-19 (.387) during
the day...have won 11 of their last 17 day games after losing 13 of the first
14...have the second worst record in day games in the American League
(Los Angeles, 8-13).

A’s vs. ROCKIES: The A's lead the all-time series 13-12...that includes
7-4 in Oakland and 6-8 in Denver...last met in 2012 when the A's swept a
three-game series at Colorado, June 12-14...this is the Rockies first ap-
pearance in Oakland since 2009 when they swept a three-game series,
June 26-28...the A’'s have won three of their eight season series with the
Rockies, all 3-0 sweeps.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Billy Burns had his hitting streak snapped at a career and A's season-
high 16 games yesterday...it fell one short of the Oakland rookie record
of 17...has now hit safely in 28 of his last 30 games (45-for-135, .333)...
leads Major League rookies in hits (70), stolen bases (15) and multi-
ple hit games (21)...Josh Reddick is tied for seventh in the American
League with 48 RBI...46 of those have come as an outfielder, which is
the most among AL oulffielders...31 have come with two outs, which is
the most in the majors...Stephen Vogt Is 21-for-50 (.420) with 13 RBI
over his last 13 games...is tied for the AL lead in RBI (53)...leads ML
catchers in batting average (.312), slugging percentage (.586) and on-
base percentage (.388)...Ben Zobrist had the go-ahead RBI in the third
inning Sunday and 14 of his 29 RBI have given the A’s the lead.

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY

In 1995 Mark McGwire hits a two-out grand slam in the bottom of the
ninth inning off California’s Lee Smith to lift the A's to an 8-5 victory over
the Angels...in 2001 Miguel Tejada has three home runs and eight RBI
in the A's 15-4 win at Texas.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Chris Bassitt (0-0, 3.38 ERA)

BRIEFLY: Was recalled from Triple-A Nashville today for his second stint
with the A’s this year...was called up for the first time April 23 and logged a
3.38 ERA and .135 opponents batting average in five relief appearances...
however, walked nine batters in 10.2 innings and was optioned back to
Nashville May 11...is scheduled to make his first start as Athletic today, the
sixth of his career.

STARTING AND RELIEVING: Made six appearances with Chicago (AL)
last year, including five starts...went 1-1 with a 3.77 ERA (12 er in 28.2 ip)
and .281 (32-for-114) opponents batting average in his starting assign-
ments...all five of his appearances with the A’s this year have been in relief
and he has a 3.86 ERA (5 er in 11.2 ip) and .167 (7-for-42) opponents
average in six career relief appearances...has 12 walks in 28.2 innings as
a starter, 10 in 11.2 innings in relief.

OPPONENTS BATTING: His .135 opponents batting average includes a
.053 (1-for-19) mark against left-handed hitters compared to .222 (4-for-
18) against right-handers...has issued eight of his nine walks to lefties for
a .357 on-base percentage...opponents are 1-for-17 (.059) with six walks
with runners on base.

IN RELIEF: Yielded at least one run in three of his five outings and walked
two batters or more four times...allowed 1-of-2 (50.0%) inherited runners
to score.. first batters faced were 0-for-3 with a walk and hit by pitch...
tossed 4.1 innings in his first outing April 25 against Houston, which is the
longest outing by an A’s reliever this year.

INTERLEAGUE: Is making his first career interleague appearance.

LAST MAJOR LEAGUE APPEARANCE: Entered the game to start the
seventh inning May 9 at Seattle with the A’s trailing 6-1...walked the first
batter before retiring the next three...then loaded the bases in the eighth
inning on a single, walk and hit by pitch...was relieved by Abad who al-
lowed one of the runs to score.

LAST MAJOR LEAGUE START: He had a no decision in a 6-4 loss to
Kansas City in Chicago (AL) on Sept. 28, 2014...allowed a Perez sacrifice
fly and a Moustakas RBI double in the second inning but the White Sox
came back with two in the third and two in the fourth to take a 4-2 lead...
walked Ibanez to start the sixth inning and was relieved by Webb who al-
lowed Ibanez to score plus two runs of his own for the blown save and loss.
