OFFENSE: The A's were shutout for the seventh time last night and have
now scored two runs or fewer in nine of the last 17 games...are batting .225
(124-for-552) with 49 runs scored over that span (2.9 runs per game)...for
the season, rank third in the American League in triples (23) and fewest
strikeouts (612) and fourth in doubles (158) and fewest home runs (74)...
have been successful in 52-0f-65 (80.0%) stolen base attempts, which is
the best mark in the majors.

PITCHING: The A's lead the American League in ERA (3.39), shutouts
(12), opponents slugging percentage (.355) and fewest extra base hits
(210) and rank second in opponents batting average (.236), on-base per-
centage (.299) and fewest home runs (74).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed one run or fewer
in 23 of the last 48 games and are 22-16 with a 2.59 ERA (88 er in 306.0
ip) over that span, which dates back to May 23...have a 3.06 ERA for the
season, which is second lowest in the majors (St. Louis, 2.86)...the last
time A’s starters had an ERA under 3.16 was in 1974 (2.98)...Sonny Gray
allowed two home runs last night after starters yielded just three home runs
over the previous 15 games (93.2 innings)...have surrendered 39 for the
season, which is second fewest in the majors (Pittsburgh, 36)...also rank
second in the majors with 564.1 innings pitched (Mets, 565.2).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's committed two errors last night and now
have 84 for the season, which is 13 more than any other team (Milwaukee,
71)...the 84 errors match the season total from 2006 when the A’s set the
club record for fewest errors in a season...the errors have led to 44 un-
earned runs, which is second most in the majors (San Diego, 48).

RUN DIFFERENTIAL: The A’s have out-scored the opposition 390-351 for
a run differential of +39...that is fourth best in the American League and
seventh best in the majors...are 27-18 (.600) in games decided by three
runs or more, which is the fifth best record in the majors...however, are
14-33 (.298) in games decided by two runs or fewer, which is the worst
mark in the majors.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 0-1 on this six-game homestand against
Minnesota (0-1) and Toronto (three games)...went 3-3 on their final road
trip before the break against New York (1-2) and Cleveland (2-1)...are 18-
27 (.400) at home compared to 23-24 (.489) on the road...have the second
worst home record in the American League (Texas, 16-26)...have finished
the season with a home winning percentage under .429 once in Oakland
history and that was in 1979 (31-50, .383)

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 8-22 (.267)
in one-run games, which is the worst record in the majors...the worst re-
cord in one-run games in Oakland history is 16-26 (.381) in 1980 and the
worst in Athletics history is .256 in 1916 (11-32)...are 1-6 (.143) in extra
inning games, which is also the worst record in the majors...are 3-11 in
games decided in the last at bat...the wins are the fewest in the majors and
the losses are tied for second most in the American League...have one
walk-off win, which is tied for the fewest in the majors.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A's are 5-17 (.227) when the opponent starts a left-
handed pitcher compared to 36-34 (.514) when they start a right-hander...
the mark against lefties is the worst in the majors...are batting .239 (195-

THIS AND THAT: The A's will play each of their first 22 games after the
All-Star Break in California...20 of those games will be in the Bay Area as
the A's have a three-game series at San Francisco July 24-26...also travel
to Los Angeles July 28-29 for a two-game series against the Dodgers...
have one remaining trip to the Eastern time zone (Aug. 11-17 to Toronto
and Baltimore) and one to the Central time zone (Sept. 11-20 to Texas,
Chicago and Houston)...are the only team in the majors without a rain
delay...are 6-6 in July after going 15-12 in June...had finished with a los-
ing record in each of the previous four months from August 2014-May June
2015 (42-66, .389).

AT THE ALL-STAR BREAK: The A's were 41-50 (.451) at the All-Star
Break, which was the 10th worst record in Oakland history at the break...it
was the worst since the 2011 club was 39-53 (.424)...2011 also marked the
last time the A's were in last place at the break (were 12 back that year)...
the pitching staff had 12 shutouts, which was second most in Oakland his-
tory at the break (13 in 1972)...the offense had 23 triples, which was also
second most (26 in 1974).

ALL-STARS: The A’'s had two players named to the American League All-
Star team, both as a result of player balloting...Stephen Vogt received the
most player votes among catchers and Sonny Gray placed third among
starting pitchers...it was the first All-Star Game for both players...Gray was
not active as he started the Sunday before the game and Vogt struck out in
his only at bat while catching three innings.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have seven players on the disabled list
(Crisp, Doolittle, Hahn, Ladendorf, Parker, Thompson, Venditte)...Crisp,
Doolittle, Ladendorf, Parker and Thompson are on the 60-day DL...have
had at least six players on the DL all year...have used the DL a total of 18
times, which matches the season total from last year...have not had fewer
than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when they
had just one.

A’s vs. TWINS: The A’'s have lost the season series for the first time since
2010 (3-6) as they are 1-4 with two games remaining...lost the first meet-
ing in Oakland last night after losing three of four at Minnesota in May...
are 22-14 (.611) against the Twins dating back to the start of the 2011
season...have won nine of the last 11 games in the Coliseum...since mov-
ing to Oakland in 1968, the A’'s are 291-295 against Minnesota...that in-
cludes 161-128 in Oakland and 130-167 in Minnesota...are 13-12 at Target
Field...are 348-364 all-time against the Twins and have a 995-1000 record
against the Twins/Senators.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Billy Burns leads ML rookies in hits (83) and stolen bases (18) and is
tied for the lead in multiple hit games (25)...Tyler Clippard has not al-
lowed a run in 10 of his past 11 games (1 erin 12.2 ip, 0.71 ERA) and is
a perfect 8-for-8 in save opportunities over that span...Brett Lawrie has
a nine-game hitting streak against Minnesota (13-for-36, .361) and is a
